State Constitution Changes Coming
The once In a century effort 

to revise the Texas Constitu­
tion ts well underway.

Th* Texas Constitutional Re­
vision Commission, charged 
with studying the need for 
constitutional change, has 
entered the decision-making 
stage of Its program.

The result will be a report 
to the legislature Nov. 1. The 
legislature will meet as a Con­
stitutional Convention In 
January, 1974, to act on that 
report. The revised document 
will be submitted to the people 
for their approval In an e lec­
tion.

The process actually started 
In the general election last 
November, when voters ap­
proved Amendment lo u r , which 
authorized revision of the 97- 
yewr-old Constitution and pro­
vided a procedure for doing so.

The 1972 amendment was the 
first time since 1876 than exas 
voters have agreed to look 
hard at the framework of thetr 
state's government. The last, 
and only other, call to a Con­
stitutional convention was 
overwhelmingly rejected by the 
voters In 1919.

The 1972 amendment pro­
vided for a Constitutional Re­
vision Commission, which the 
63rd legislature promptly 
created.

The Commission has s i  
members, selected by the gov-
ernor, the lieutenant governor,
the speaker of the House, th# 
attorney general, the state su­
preme Court Justice and the 
Chief Judge of the Court Of 
Criminal Appeals.

The com m issioners, who 
«#r#  nominated by the public, 
com e from all are## of the state 
and represent a broad spectrum 
o f occupations, interests and 
political persuasion*.

judge Robert W. Calvert, of 
Austin, former Chief Justice of 
the Texts Supreme Court, waa 
named to head the Commission.

publican Party, was appointed

vice-chairm an.
Jim Hay, form er executive 

director of the Texas Advisory 
Commission on Intergovern­
mental Relations, ts executive 
director.

The Commission has offices 
at 802 Brazos, Austin.

The Commission was ordered 
by the legislature to seek public 
opinion on the Constitution by

holding six public hearings. One 
of the first official acts by the 
body wss to expand the number 
Of hearing to 19.

In May and June, the Com­
mission travelled across the 
state, holding one-day hearings 
In every major geographic area. 
The hearings, which ended In 
Austin June 29, produced a 
wealth of testimony on the con­

tent of a revised l  onstltutlon.
The Commission is now deep 

into committee work. To 
facilitate the process, the Com­
mission divided Into seven 
standing committees, dealing 
with the Executive Branch, the 
Legislative Branch, the Judi­
ciary, finance, education, local 
government and general pro­
visions.
