A fter Congress voted the $45,000,- 
000, the machinery was set in motion 
to assist those in need Mr. Edwards 
stated that everything is being done 
to supply the drought stricken area 
with funds, that the farmers can ear­
l y  on.

The farmer who desires to avail 
himself o f this assistance will find, at 
the office o f the Chamber of Com­
merce, located in the city hall at Sla­
ton, the necessary blanks and assist­
ance in filling them out.

The sooner this is done by the far­
mer, naturally the sooner he will have 
the funds to be used in the purchase 
o f seed and feedi The government will 
require a lien on the crop, and th » 
landlord will have to waive his right.

It was stated that $15,00 will be al­
lowed for garden purjioscs.

Three local men will pass on the, 
applications at Slaton, W. E. Olive, 
Floyd C. Hector and J. II. Brewer, 
who will pass the applications to the 
regular county committee.

A  maximum of $000 each would bo 
loaned to farmers under the Federal 
plan, with maximums of $1 per acre 

' for cotton seed; 25 cents and acre for 
grain sorghums; $1.30 for tractor 
fuel; and $8 per month for each ani­
mal, or mule-power.

“Wilds” of West 

Texas 36 Hours

Wandered SO Miles •
The Pall oTsand Hills 

Was His Bivouac 
At the “End”

In company with Charles A . Guy, 
editor o f the Avalanche-Journal publi­
cations, Mr. Quinn, publisher with 
Mrs. Guy in the company, le ft Lub­
bock Sunday afternoon for a fight- 
seeing trip into Cochran and Yoakum 
counties.'

They were to have returned to Lub­
bock, Sunday evening. Monday no 
report was had concerning them. 
Friends in Lubbock and memben o f 
the Avalanche-Journal force start­
ed for that section in hopea they 
might be found. Dr. Sam Dunn, a  
brother-in-law of Mr. Guy obtained 
an airship and the section waa scout­
ed, but the parties were not found. 
Tuesday morning a fleet of 5 army 
ships arrived from Fort Sill, Okla., 
und assisted in the search, with other 
local Lubbock ships. Dorranco D. 
Roderick, o f El Paso, a fast friend 
and associate, came from the south 
und commenced scouting from Plains 
to Lehman. After two nights of ex­
posure, without food or water, Mr. 
and Mis. Guy left their car und were 
endeavoring to reach a ranch house. 
They were found in the road about 
15 miles northeast o f Plains by Mrs. 
John Robertson, n r.nnchwoman, and 
were some six miles from their car 
at the time. Mrs. Robertson was on 
her way to Sudan, when she discover­
ed them she took them in her 
car, meeting Mr. Sam Arnett, who 
was lending one of the rescue parties. 
Mr. Arnett took them to Whiteface, 
where warmth and food were supplied 
then Mrs. Guy was driven to Lub­
bock. Mr. Guy returned to the placo 

here his cur was stuck, with tho 
statement that he would stay until 
“llerbio was found.”

Mr. Quinn left the party about 
0:40 Sunday evening heading for a 
windmill some three or four miles 

endeavoring to find a ranch
house.

ho rescue party found his trail 
which indicated that he had kept in­
cessantly at it to find assistance, nev­
er stopping. A t the last his steps grew 
shorter and showed a weaving in and 
out, finally completely exhausted ho 
must have fell, and reports were mado 
that death must have come quickly. 
Ik* was found practically one-half niilo 
from the Tom Ivey ranch headquart­
ers. The searchers state that Mr. 
Quinn evidently passed this house, 
but darkness being upon him, It was 
missed.

A cowboy came over the hill on his 
horse with the information that they 
had found the body. As the relief 
party approached tho scene o f tho 
ending of _ Herbie, with his lifeless 
body outstretched before them, typical 
o f West Texas, young and old atood 
with bared heads in tribute, and scarce 
a dry eye was seen among the gath­
ering. Thus “ tho pall o f the sand hills 
was his bivouac.”

Safety Meeting 
Well Attended

The district safety meeting was held 
last Saturday, Jan. 17, in the Read­
ing room auditorium, some 120 were 
present from the divisions. It is very 
noteworthy the interest taken by the 
employes of the Santa Fe. Their 
primo thought is the safe guarding o f 
life, and that none shall be maimed. 
Their second object is the preservation 
o f company property. These meet­
ings ore mighty instructive, for all 
are invited to talk upon the subject, 
every department of the system is al­
ways well represented. The pro­
blems that confront the men in thoir 
vocation, is given full sway, things 
that the operative suggests for the 
betterment, both for the men and the 
company, ft »a wonderful spirit o f 
cooperation between officials and em­
ployes. To the outsider it might not 
bo so intereitlng, but to one who un­
derstands the language they tAlk at 
the meetings, it is a pleasure to listen 
U  their deliberations. Mr. A. U. T ill­
man, Safety Supervisor, was present 
and made an Inspiring talk.

’earn much that i.< constructive nnd 
l-enefleinl. He stated that there was 
an average of 13.000 men on his ter- 
titojy for 1930. Four employees were 
killed while on duty. One car In­
spector, ore Road Muster, one appren­
tice operator and one Switchman. 
This covers almost 5,003 miles of 
trackage or territory. There were 
320 employes injured who lost more 
than three days time, but only four 
that were serious enough to keep the 
employee from returning to service 
in the capacity he was when injured. 
Three Switchmen who lost a hand cr 
foot, and one was n Brakcmnn vviio 
lost n foot.

A ll o f them could have been pre­
vented had the employee injured u i- 
ed more care or had not violated some 
rule.

Rule violations the the cause of 90 
per cent o f the injuries on the rail­
roads, «o Mr. Tillman stated.

In the month of December, 1930, 
the entire San*a Fe system with about 
05,000 employees, operated the rail­
road in all departments without an 
employee meeting nn accidental death 
while on duty.

The average up to that time was 
two deaths per month, on the system. 
In the past seven years the American 
railroads have reduced accidents to 
08 per cent, nnd they have set a new 
goal to reduce accidents 33 per cent 
by 1933. So the slogan is "33 by 33," 
for the next three yenrs and the San­
ta Fe is doing their part. The reason 
accidents have been reduced, while 
automobile neddents have increased, 
Is the requirement by the railroads of 
obedience to the rules, while there 
seems to be no enforcement or laws 
governing driving the automobile. Mr. 
J. A. Gillies, superintendent of the 
Slaton division, is chairman of the 
Safety Committee nnd was in charge. 
G. Seel is secretary.

Reports were made on safety items 
by K. I- Blundell nnd U. A. Rice, con­
ductors; W. E. McAlister nnd J. E. 
Rucker, engineers; R. C. Beasley, 
brnkeman; and J. C. Towers, machin­
ist, nil of Slaton; W. F. Montfort, 
warehouse formnn, Lubbock; J. D. 
Bennett, engine inspector, Snn Angelo; 
J. W. Young, section formnn, Pyron;
