Plains, in a called meeting held Mon­
day, resolutions were passed calling 
upon farmers o f this section to cut 
acreage at least 16 per cent, and to 
plant cotton o f tendorable staple

length. In discussing the reduction of 
the acreage, it wus declared thut the 
economic welfare o f the cotton grow­
ing states, and of this section in par­
ticular, is dependent upon the judg­
ment exercised in planting this year’s 
cotton crop.

Thoy recommended and urged that 
farmers of the South Plains plant bet 
ter stapled seed, capable of producing 
at lenHt seven-eighths to one inch sta­
ple length, o f such cotton varieties us 
are recommended by the State A gri­
cultural Experiment Stution, near 
Lubbock, and warned uguinst plant­
ing exceedingly lengthy cotton not 
adapted to this climate, where a short 
season maturity is necessary. The 
ginners recommended that every gin 
ner on the South Plains who buys cot­
ton, beginning this coming season, 
will buy on grade and staple entirely. 
The bankers present collectively de­
termined not to grant credit to far­

mers, the ultimate payment for which 
is dependent upon the production of a 
cotton crop alone. They declared it is 
apparent that unless 15 per cent re­
duction is made this season's crop 
will bring lesk than the cost to pro­
duce it. A  cull wus issued to all ser­
vice clubs, chamber o f commence, 

county and home demonstration agents 
and farm organizations to assist in 
carrying out the program for reduc­
tion and better cotton.

First let it be understood that to serve 
domestic consumers is the first considera­
tion o f the West Texas Gas Company.
