Public 
drives for funds do it in another

It's almost as important to the person who hasn't been in 
a hospital lately to have a good hospital nearby as it is to the 
current patients He may be next on the patient list If a hos­
pital is intelligently run, contributing to its public fund drive 
is one of the best ways residents of the area can insure them­
selves of good care when they need it,

Winter cover crops can be grown 
successfully throughout the South 
Plains. Hairy vetch. Austrian win 
ter peas, and small lira ins are well 
adapted in this area.

The purpose of cover crops is to 
protect and improve the soil Cos , 
er crops protect the soil from 
wind and water erosion and in 
crease soil fertility. The organic 
matter from cover crops improves 
soil structure, increases the water 
holding capacity, and allows bet 
ter penetration of rainfall and ir , 
rigation water.

Cover crops can be planted in 
solids stands or between rows o f! 
cotton and grain sorghum Since, 
this is principally a row crop area, 
most farmers preter to plant win 
ter cover crops between rows of 
growing crops just before or im 
mediately after the last irrigation 
By using this method, a cover crop 
can be grown without missing a 
cash crop This ia usually done 
during the latter part of August, 
but Doth legumes and small grains 
can be planted as late as October 
IS. Early plantings usually make 
more growth and give better pro­
tection to the soil.

Special legume row seeders arc 
available for rental through the 
Lubbock Co. Sotl-Coascrv ation Dis­
trict. Other farmers have attached 
planter boxes to cultivators to seed 
cover crops during the last cultiva­
tion of cotton and grain sorghums.

Legume crops should be inocu 
lated with the proper inoculant be­
fore planting. Phosphate fertilizer 
ia usually recommended for best 
results on legume crops. It may be

need not take oft hia rap and gown 
and timidly pound the sidewalks 
while job hunting, according to 
the editors of Changing Times. The 
Kiplingrr Magazine

There are plenty of jobs For 
every engineering graduate there 
are an estimated 12 to 13 open­
ings available; for every would-be 
teacher, eight to ten openings, for 
every business trainee, five to six 
openings; for every liberal-arts 
graduate, three or four offers.

Starting pay is up $20 to $25 a 
month over what it was last year, 
which was a reurd maker. Otters 
of $500 a month and more are re­
ported. Those are for men Girls 
are lucky to get much over 8800 a 
month

Engineers hold the lead as far 
as pay is concerned. One big mid- 
western university reports that 
neophyte engineers are being of­
fered $347 to $527 a month.

In the fields of business, sales 
and teaching starting pay for bus 
iness trainees is from $325 to $425 
a month; teachers, (285 to $357 a 
month; government employes, $306 
to $399 a month, accountants and 
salesmen, $352

Girl graduates will find it tough­
er, although salaries beginning at 
over $300 a month can be found in 
the sciences, statistics, libraries 
and editorial work.

Few college graduate will go In­
to business for themselves right 
away.

Made your will? If not, the State 

of Texas may wind up as owner of 
your estate upon your death Un 
der our statutes, the estates of 
persons having no heirs who die 
intestate revert, or escheat," to 
the State

Such provisions have been car­
ried over from the English com­
mon law. There, under such cir­
cumstances. the estate escheated to 
the British crown. The theory of 
the process is that the sovereign 
(or Statr), having been the orig­
inal owner of all lands before they 
were parceled out to individuals, is 
entitled to a return of such lands 
when the possibilities of legal in­
heritance have been exhausted

This idea has been expanded to 
include personal property as well 
as real estate. It also applies in the 
case of a person absent for a term 
ill seven years and not known to 
exist who leaves no heirs anrl no 
will. 1

Presumably, there is hardly a 
person w ho does not have somo in­
dividual or charity that he would 
prefer to have his estate, rather 
than have it go to the State by de­
fault. so to speak Yet. surprising­
ly. estates worth many thousands 
of dollars do escheat to the var­
ious states from time to time

Now. before you shrug the mat­
ter off with the idea that these 
statutory provision» could not pos­
sibly apply to you. better think a 
minute Suppose you and your 
s p o u s e  have no heira besides each 
other and your children Many peo­
ple do fall into this category.

In event of a catastrophe result­
ing in death for you and your en­
tire immediate family, no legal 
heirs would remain. Therefore if 
you had no will, your property 
would go to the State. In preparing 
a will, it ia possible to provide for 
such an eventuality.

In this hypothetical case, you 
would probably want to designate 
some friend as executor, to take 
care of all necessary arrangements 
and then distribute the estate ac 
cording to your wishes

On the other hand, if you have 
plenty of possible heirs, a will 
could be* used to designate which 
of them shall participate in the di­
vision of the estate. And even if 
you wish your proerty to be dis­
tributed entirely in accordance

Hit in Rome

As a result of cooperative action 
between a group of American food 
chain» and the Department of Ag­
riculture, a typical U S type au- 
permarket was exhibited at the In­
ternational Congress on Food Dis­
tribution in Rome Response, it is 
now reported, exceeded all expec­
tations Some 17,500 people visited 
the market on the opening night 
alone The Paris Herald Tribune 
described the exhibition as "one of 
the hit shows of the Rome season." 
It then said "The show is almost 
too good Judging from preview re­
actions Some of the Italian news­
papermen and their wives at the 
preview walked through the sam 
pie store in stunned silence. It was 
so different from the pushcart-

On Mental Illness

The program at the Slaton Lion* 
Club Tuesday noon was on mental 
illness. J S. Edwards Jr intro I 
duccd Don Crow, who brought the! 
club a film showing the need for. 
a constitutional amendment to re­
lieve the mental problem in Te&*

Mr. Crow brought out the fact 
that mental illness is an illness and 
not a crime Texas law requires a 
men’ally ill person to endure a 
jury trial This illness has proven 
to be a medical problem instead of 
a criminal one Commitment should 
be under a civil court and not a 
criminal court as is now the case, 
said Mr Crow.

It was brought out that Texas 
will be voting on an amendment 
this fall to correct this situation 
The amendment will provide for a 
waiver of jury trial if asked for 
that competent medical testimo­
ny be required, and that the leg­
islature be given the power to 
enact specific laws for the mental­
ly ill

I'nder the present conditions 
there are 18.000 Texans in state 
hospitals now It is estimated that 
one out of twelve Texans will need 
hospitalisation (or mental illness 
sometime during their lifetime 
H0‘ ■ at all first admissions are re 
turned to their communities as 
productive citiien* within a year
