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LESSON FROM HAWAII
Hawaii may not gain its wish of becoming a state, but it

has not been altogether neglected by Congress That body has 
given the territory the basis for a new legislature, starting 
with 1958. This ended an old injustice.

For 50 years the old legislature had disobeyed the legal 
mandate to redistnct Hawaii for legislative purposes. Thinly 
populated islands have had an unfairly large membership in 
the legislature This part of the story will be familiar to many 
of our states.

Where the Hawaiian version differs is that, by vote of 
Congress, the governor receives the task of doing the redis- 
tricting, not the legislature Should he fail to act, a mandamus 
action may be brought against him in the Hawaiian Supreme 
Court.

Well might Rep. Leo W O'Brien of New York state say, 
“1 wish my state had this law." Others from coast to coast 
could say the same, for New York is only one of many states 
in which the Hawauan provision would remedy an outstand 
mg injustice.

NEW LIBERTY SHRINE
To Americans and to visitors to our shores, the Statue of 

Liberty is an inspiring sight. Recently Congress changed the 
name of Bedloe island, on which the statue stands, to Liberty 
island At the base of the statue a museum of immigration is 
to be constructed

Thousands of Americans visit the statue every year Once 
the museum is complete even more visitors may be attracted 
Liberty island, and the Statue of Liberty, will become even 
more of a shrine It is appropriate that at the base of the 
statue there be a remembrance of the great things accom­
plished by those who were greeted by Miss Liberty as they 
first approached our shutes.

Every so often some writer expresses regret at the pass 

ing of the old “town meeting" democracy that once existed 
in this country These writers realize that the country ha. 
grown too large for such meetings, but they are sorry that 
there seems to be less chance for people to express their ideas

The coming of radio and television, however, have once 
again brought people in the cities and towns close to the men 
who operate their government For instance, mall poured in 
to the Democratic convention as a result of what the people 
saw on their TV' screens and heard on their radios

Men and women thousands of miles from the scene 
watched the leaders of the Democratic party Many of them 
were moved to let their wishes be known In a matter of an 
hour or so telegrams blaring their names and messages were 
received in Chicago
