47 Miners Died in 
Argonaut Mine Fire
Jackvon, Calif., Sept. 1ft. AH 47 of 

the miner* entombed in the Argonaut 
*ioc* August 27th are dead, it wm  
announced officially shortly before 9i 
o’clock tonight.

A note found on one of the bodiea 
indicated that all the men had died 
within Are hour* of the beginning of 
the Are on August 27, official* »aid.

All the miner* were found behind 
the second of two bulkhead* they had 
built in a cn>«* cut 4,350 feet down in I 
the Argonaut mine, Byron Pickard, 
chief of the federal bureau of mine* 
for this district, waa the Ar*t naan to ! 
go behind the bulkhead and diacovered 
the bodiea. Pickard, on an earlier 
exploration behind thi* bulkhead had 
counted forty-two bodiaa and express- | 
ed the belief then that there wer* oth­
ers there.

The note found read a* follow*:
"3 a m gas bad **

are M4,M apparently indicating the 
same man had attempted to leave 
word for those who might come after 
them of the condition of the mine, at

that hour.
Mine official* declared that the con­

dition of the cron* cut behind the 
bulkhead was such that life could not 
have been sustained there by the en­
tombed men for more than five hour*.

The bodies were found piled one on 
top another and decomposition had 
progressed so far that identiftcation 
would be impossible, Kirksrd report­
ed.

The mine offit imIs said that the ac­
tions of the men, as evidenced by the 
bulkhead* they built and other mat­
ters, indicated they had died within 
Ave hour* after being entomi>ed.

The officials declared the mute evi­
dence of the men’s struggles showed 
the)' were 47 of the most cool-head* d 
men i maginable

Sixteen of the entrappi-d miner* re­
moved their clothes to provide mater­
ial for stuffing the cracks in the wood­
en barrier, ha*tily constructed, which 
waa found carl) this evening.

Fhen another barrier was built of 
rock, earth and debris. However, the 
gaa fumes from the Are apparently 
seeped through the Ar*t bulkhead and 
the men fled from the site where they 
were building the second one to start 
a third, farther on.

This third attempt to wall off the 
death-dealing ga* was made at the 
end of the 4350-foot cross cut in the

Argonaut, but the fact that only s 
bare start was mad* at it proved, the 
mine officials said, that the deadly car­
bon monoxide and the suffocating car­
bon dioxide had reached it and per­
formed their fatal work before the 17 
unfortunate* eould raise even an ex­
cuse for a barrier.

Mine officials said that death had 
come to the entombed men painlessly. 
The gases, they said, would produce 
Arst a lethargy, then a coma and A- 
nally death.

Jackson as a whole took the tragic 
news calmly and courageously. The 
general topic of conversation, except 
in the immediate family circles of 
the dead, was arrangements for the 
funeral which it was believed would 
be a joint affair.

Jackson took its greatest tragedy in 
silence. After the Arst hasty news 
that forty-two men had been found 
dead in the mine crowds flowed from 
homes, stores and hotels. Small 
groups gathered on the sidewalks and 
discussed the possibility that some, at 
least, of the Ave others who had b«-en 
entombed since August 27th, were 
alive.

Hut news came soon that all the 
men were dead, and the little hope 
still held by wives, mothers, fathers, 
sister* and sweethearts vanished. 
Knots of people gathered and gave or 
received news of this or that dear one 
who hud met fate bravely and been 
overcome.

Relative* of some of the dead could 
be *t*en walking slowly, calmly to the 
tclgraph office to send word to other 
relatives in distant cities that there 
no longer was any hope.

is interesting and illustrative of the 
rapid but substantial growth of the 
West Texas town.

Farm Lands and Product*.
Despite the extreme drouth this 

year Slaton territory is making an 
average of one-fourth bale of cotton 
per acre, and with the increased 
acreage is producing more cotton than 
last year. Maixe is producing from 
three-fourths to a ton per acre. The 
wheat crop this year was good, pro­
ducing from 15 to 20 bushels per acre, 
while many farmers thrashed from 20 
to 2b bushela per acre. The soil is a 
deep red sandy land to a black sandy 
with some deep shinnery sand.

Stock Raising.
While much of this territory is now 

in farms, there ia considerable cattle 
raising, also much interest in hog 
raising the last few years and many 
thousand heads of cattle and hogs are 
fattened on the grain sorghums and 
hay crops of these farms. Most of 
the cattle are shipped to Ft. Worth 
and Kansas City markets, w hile n mn 
jor portion of the hogs are bought by 
the (wickers of Los Angeles, Calif.

Progress in Building.
Two new gins just completed this 

year, making four gins ut Slaton, one 
of the best cotton compresses in Tex­
as, an lfi-ton ice plant now under 
construction. The Slaton district vot­
ed $25 000 for good road* which will 
be used immediately for the improve­
ment of Slaton trade territory, in 
eluding two crossings across tin- Yel­
low House Canyon just north of Sla­
ton. There is also under construction 
a $50,000 school building The Slaton 
scholastic census is 1025 for 1022 
The Santa railroad shops are located 
here and the pay roll is more than 
$*>0,000 per month.

Washington, Sept. 27. -1 adviae not 
to BOW winter grain on dry soil. There 
are many riaka before those who are 
intereatcd in planting ami mowing for 
the eropa of 1923 and 1924. W itl* 
confidence I ran sav to Mexico a great 
winter drouth, including four or five 
months, covering the whole of that 
country, will begin in October, 1923, 
and ruin u large part of winter farm­
ing iiroducts and winter grain. Hut 
the drouths that will come to America, 
Canada ami Alaska, within those two 
yeara will be local, cannot In* explain­
ed in a general weather bulletin, and 
therefore muat bo dealt with privnte- 
ly. Australia nad New Zealand have 
snort crops on acccount of the long 
foretold shortagw of rain—not a 
drouth but th egreat drouth, begin­
ning in October, 1922, will ruin their 
crops und they should prepare for a 
famine that will hit them about May, 
1923. I am not expecting a drouth in 
North America this year but— after 
the general heavy raina of October— 
a rapid decrease of rain may be ex- 

ted where excessive rains have 
alien for several months. I again 

warn you of great extremes of tem­
peratures in October averaging cold­
er than usual east of Rockies; better 
weather west of Rockies.

“ The Soviet delegation has no wo- 

j men delegates,”  according to Bronis- 
' lava Bronskale, who is head of the 
I Bolshevitat clerical department. "Al- 
I though both sexes are considered ah 
. <ulutely equal in Russia, statesmen 
! are not used to discussing political 
1 matters with women. Therefore, wo- 
: men delegates would he placed in an 
i unfair position. However, the Soviet 
I deb gation has a large staff of women 
who attend to clerical matters.”

Miss Hronkskale and Bertha Mark,| 
a prominent woman attache of the 
delegation, said:’

"On coming from Russia we are 
*truck with the difference in the v’ O* 
tudv of men toward women. Here a 
woman is looked upon as just a wo- 

t man. In Russia a woman is looked 
upon as a human being. Ix>ve and 
marring* form the center of European 
women1* lives, but with us they are 

i ust incidentals We are more inter- 
! ested in cultivating our own person­
alities and doing interesting work 

i than worrying about a kitchen and 
I iota and pans.

“ Both legal and religious marriages 
exist in Russia, but both are unnec­
essary, a* women are independent and 
able to take care of themselves. The 

; State guarantees sustenance to chil- 
j dren an dno woman is obliged to face J  the misery of social ostracism because 
she lives a life according to nature’s 
law, even of unmarried. If a woman 
i houses to have children, the unmar­
ried, it is all right.

"All this talk about nationalisation 
of women is sheer rot. It is untrue 
that the Sovie trcgimc takes children 
away from their mothers. The .State 
merely provide* food and shelter.

"Heal women are happier in Russia 
than elsewhere, but that does not ap-
fdy to the ’clinging-vine’ type. The 
atter kind of women are absolutely 

lost in the Soviet republic.”
