"The Interstate Commerce Commis 
aion has all that it ahould be called 
upon to do in passing upon applica- 
tions for changes in the rate structure 
of the country, many of which applica­
tions are delayed for months before 
final action. Their action is thus de- 
layed until other or longer extensions 
"*•> be needed before the first ones are 
passed upon. In the meantime, in or­
der to serve a theory of national trans­
portation, practical agricultural and 
commercial life must twiddle its 
thumbs and sustain its losses, while 
desk men theorise as to a community's 
right to develop.

Automobile companies 
have failed. ! hould the government 
require hearings and permits liefore 
the building o f automobiles? Are we 
to jhamio.i individuality and plunge 
headlong into socialism, because, for­
sooth. some mistakes have heen made ?

“And with it all, might no’ the gov­
ernment make a few mixtakes ?

And if by any possible theory a 
government permit is to be required 
fo r  new construction, why not limit 
the Interstate Commerce Commission's' 
authority to interstate railroads and 
leave construction wholly within a 
•tat# to State Commissions, This 
would bring action nearer horn**, 
would be in keeping with the prin­
ciple of state's rights, and would en 
able a decision to he had on new pro 
Jorts with reasonable promptness,

It is our opinion that both sulphate 
of ammonia and nitrate o f soda arc 
excellent fertilising materials, and 
should he used to supply the demand 
for nitroge n. A pound of nitrogen in 
these materials is more effective in 
increasing rrop yields than a pound of 
the same food in cottonseed meal.I 
blood, hoof meal, etc. In chooaing be-j 
tween nitrate of soda and sulphate of 
ammonia, one should take into con I 
SKleration his type of soil and the coat 
of a pound of nitrogen in each ma ’ 
terial. f f  there is danger o f produc j 
ing an acid condition of the soil by the 
continued use of eulphate of ammonia 
on soils poor in lime, the farmer may 
•witch from one to the other o f the 
materials according to their economy, 
and in so doing the alkali in one will 
neutralise the acid in the other.—-The 
Progressive Farmer.
