The City now hus equipment and 
enough working force to keep gar­
bage cleared away and if you are 
not receiving proper attention a 
phone call to the City Secretary 
will got results. Let's keep our 
children and youths safe from 
polio i f  possible.
l>r. Geo. \V. Cox, State Health 
O fficer has issued the following 
statement and suggestions con­
cerning the control and prevention 
of poliomyelitis which is now oc­
curring in certnin sections o f the 
Stiate.

Until recently it was generally 
believed that this infection is trans­
mitted by means of discharges 
from tfhe rospitory tract. It is now 
believed thut poliomyelitis may be 
another of the several gastrointes­
tinal infections. Therefore, control 
measures must include clean-up 
campaigns and improvements in 
sanitation.

Strict sanitary measures must 
bo observed in all communities. 
Stringent efforts should he made 
to eliminate the house-fly and to 
destroy its breeding places. All 
mosquitoes and mosquito breeding 
Places must be eliminated ut once. 
Every' effort should Ik1 made to in­
stitute approved garbage collection 
systems immediately. Safe wntoi 
supplies must be assured. Where 
adequate municipal sewage dispo­
sal systems are not in operation, it 
is vitally important to promote 
and maintain sanitary septic tanks 
mid outdoor privies.

A ll swimming pools should, under 
rigid supervision, maintain those 
standards approved by the Texns 
-State Department of llealth. This 
necessiarlly includes maintenance 
of proper chlorine level. Where 
such standards are not maintained, 
those pools should lx? closed im­
mediately.

A ll raw foods and vegetables 
should be washed thoroughly be­
fore use and protected from flies, 
filth and insects. A ll eating and 
f o o d  hundling establishments 
should adhere strictly to the State 
Law concerning the sterilisation 
of^ dishes and utensils. Those res­
taurants with insufficient person­
nel to maintain approved sanita­
tion should close one or two hours 
a day so that employees can as­
sist in maintaining cleanliness and 
high sanitary standards.

bacillary dysentery.

Over-exertion in children should 
be avoided. Children should not 
visit homes wheie there is illness. 
I ’olio cases should be quarantined 
for 14 dnys und adults who work 
in food establishments should be 
particularly instructed in pcrsonul 
hygiene. It Is advisable to reduce 
to a minumum all human contacts, 
especially in children during an 
outbreak o f this disease. It is not 
ndvocutcd thut schools, churches, 
und theatres ins closed.

Early symptoms o f infantile pa­
ralysis are headache, fever, vom­
iting, drowsiness, followed by 
stiffness in the neck and back. 
When suspicious symptoms appear, 
a physician should In- called im­
mediately.

ession o f them.

The Marine Corps exhibit will 
be on view Tuesday evening. May 
28th and from 0:00 o’clock in the 
morning until 0:00 o'clock at night 
Muy 20th and 20th.

The historical collection i s 
mounted on the interior of a speci­
ally-fitted 10-ton trailor and is 
guarded by six Marine combat 
veterans in charge o f Captain Jos­
eph F. Donahue, of Minneapolis, 
Minn.

Most o f to pieces in this exhibit 
are extremely valuable collector's 
items such as the Samurai sword 
fashioned in the Showa era, about 
050 yeais ago. Great pains have 
been taken to obtain as complete 
a history o f the individual pieces 
as possible, and this Shown era 
item is known to have ben forged 
Naminohara. a famed Kyoto and

■ Kogashima sword maker.
I In the collection is a sword con- 
j cealed within a walking cane 

Phis was an offspring o f the I 
1 period in which the hard-hearted 

Samurai, feeling veritably naked 
without a sword on his person

A  Samurai, the exhibit' show*.
was no fool, he always carried a 
spare sword. Tho extra sword was 
a few inches shorter than his 
regular blade, but came in handy 
if the bigger model was broken in 
battle. It wasn't romuved for either 
eating or sleeping.

Legend is woven uround some of 
tho pieces, as is the case o f an j 
expertly engraved hari-kari knife, j 
Fashioned by Murumasa, legend 
lias it that he possessed a partic­
ularly fiery and violent temper: 
which was forged into his swords.! 
This volcanic temper is supposed j 
to. have cairied over into owners 
of the weapons and they were apt 
to fly inti rages without cause I 
and behead innocents to pass the 
time.

A Samurai nobleman once owned j 
a matchlock rifle in the collec ion I 
that is perhaps the oldest firearm 
in the group. First fired in 1710, 
it shows considerable skill in its 
construction, inlaid with sword* 
and dragons- -symbols of great 
power.

An early example o f Japanese 
artillery is another featured item.

This is being airmailed from 
Washington Saturday afternoon, 
May 18th. An 8 cent stamp is re­
quired for this purpose today, but 
the odds are very heavy in favor of 
a 6 cent uirmuil rule within a few 
weeks. The House passed unani­
mously this week a hill establish­
ing a 5 cent airmail rate -a pro­
gram which some of us have fa ­
vored since V-J Day. The 5 cent 
spread between the tegular mail 
and the airmail rate has retarded 
airmail. There is little doubt but 
that the Government will make 
more revenue out of the 5 cent 
rate than the higher rate, on ac­
count of increased volume.

The chances are that airmail 
will be expanded to the poiitt 
where practically all first class 
mail except that which is local in 
character will go airmail. The

keep stock and chicken lots, scrupulously clean and 

at a reasonable distance from the home.

2. Proper disposal of human wastes. Sewer connec­

tion is safest. Toilet bowls should be kept clean and 

free of fouling. Privy vaults should be tight, and

the seats kept covered. In other types of privies the 

fecal matter should be covered with sand, ashes or 

lime to prevent flies, cockroaches or rats from com­

ing in contact with any infectious material.

3. Protection of food supply by keeping food cov­

ered and inaccessible to Flies, Rats and Mice. Dishes 

should be washed in hot, soapy water, or sterilizer. 

Purchase no spoiled or contaminated food stuff for 

human consumption.

4. Control of rats and mice. Keep food away from 

rats. Place baited traps in run-ways, close up rat 

openings. Support community-wide rat poisoning 

campaigns.

5. Control of Mosquito Breeding. Examine premises 

closely for standing water in cans, bottles and other 

artificial containers. Destroy all mosquito-breeding 

places.

C U L L  FLOCKS N O W
T O  S A V E  ON FEED

Always necessary in successful 
poultry raiaini, culling your flock 
takes on added importance during 
the spring. A t this time of the 
year, the furnter can go a long 
way toward keeping his summer 
feed cost within bounds by wise 
culling. Getting rid o f the chick- 
which are lagging in dcvelopement 
will save ft-ed uml give the poultry 
raiser an opportunity to produce a 
uniformly better flock by full.

CULL NOW
An added reason for severe cul­

ling this spring is that while feed 
is scarce you can’t afford to bother 
with lagging hen*. For this same 
reason, it is a good ideu to start 
examining your laying flock close­
ly  to find any hens that muy be 
loafing. The laggards should be 
culled and sold.

Separate the cockerels from the 
pullets at this time also. Market 
stll surplus cockerels just as soon 
as possible, keeping only those 
which appear to have the beat 
breeding qualities. Usually, it is 
desirable to retain enough cock­
erels to maintain a porportion of 
one male to 15 females among 
your medium and heavy breeds. 
For Leghorns and other li^ht 
breeds, keep only one rooster to 
20 hens. This action will save you. 
beside* reducing the number of 
cockerels to a number that wil al­
low close care and encourage the 
developcmcnt o f bettor breeding 
stock.

KEEP BEST COCKERELS
In selecting the cockerel*, keepj 

birds that had long pin feuthers in 
their wings at hatching time or j 
tail feathers at 10 days of ago. Thci 
flock owner should prepare for this 
by marking the promising cock­
erels early ni life. Keep for later | 
selection the largest cockerels at 
8 to 12 weeks old. Hold on to those j 
cockerels that are free o f standard j 
disqualifications and have no N mI- 
ily deformities. Look for points 
on the side* o f the comb andj 
feathers on shank*, toe*, and be­
tween the toes. Get rid of any j 
with these disqualification*.
