BUILD A SEW EH SYSTEM 
WITH A $55,900 BOND ISSUE?

Thj$ following letter from
' TxnMr1 sfty sttCrtncer. of Uarmerwlllu,
I Collin bounty, a town o f over 21W
people uccordjng to the 1920 census,
relative to the cost of their sewer sys­
tem is self-explanatory. It follows:

Farmersville, May 9, 1921.- Mr. W. 
Donald, Slaton, Texas. Dear Sir: In 
answer to your letter of April 27th,
which waa handed to me by Mayor J. 
I). Boykin, 1 will give you the desirad 
information, as far as I am able to do
so at the present writing, answering 
your questions in the order in whicn 
they are asked:

1. Sewer bonds, $45,000
2. Approximately 8 miles laid.
3. There were two sewage disposal 

tanks built, and they are located ap­
proximately three-fourth* of a mile

] on each side of the town.
4. 10 inch, 8 inch, and 6 inch 

mams were used.
It is a general rule to put disposal 

plunts one-fourth o f a mile from the 
nearest houses if possible to do ao, 
and if the disposal plant is construct­
ed properly and a chlorine treatment 
is used, there should be practically no 
bad odors from them.

There has been no trouble in past 
years in getting contractors to take 
the bonds in payment for the con­
struction work and as there is a gen­
eral loosening up in the bond market 
at the present time you xhould have 
no trouble in getting a good price for 
your bonds either through the con­
tractor or the bond buyers.

The bonded indebtedness of this 
city at present ia as follows: $18,500 
school bonds, $20,000 street improve­
ment Ix.nds, $7,000 heating nonds, 
$55,000 waterworks bonds, $45,000 
sewerage bonds. A total of $145,000

County Agent Jennings has secur­
ed the services of J. W. Kidgway of 
the Nissley Creameries, to assist him 
in a campaign in this county to in­
crease interest in the dairy industry, 
not exclusive dairying, but to encour­
age the keeping of a few good cows 
on the farm as a side line.

The conditions in this county are 
ideal for the production of butter fat 
and there is no better way of dispos­
ing o f the skim milk than to feed it to 
hogs and chickens. With the abund­
ance of feed, grain and roughness, 
usually produced in this county, milk 
can be produced as cheaply or more 
cheaply than in most any other sec­
tion of the United States. The butter 
fat from three or four good cows will 
more than keep up an average fumily 
and the feed value of the skim milk I 
when fed to hogs and chickens is 1 
practically equal to the value of the 
butter fat.

This country must diversify tfrfrir 
farming operations for people to 
prosper as they should and there is 
no combination better than a cow, a 
sow and a hen; not merely one of each 
but as many as can be cared for.

The bugaboo of taxation in worked 
overtime a* an argument against our 
proposed waterworks and sewer bonds, 
but in such argument* the uncounted 
benefits to be derived by Slaton for 
all time are either not known to those 
using the “ tax argument," or elae 
they are afraid of the comparisons. 
How will these bond issues affect our 
taxes? We here give you dependable 
figures on that question.

Slaton's property valuation in 
round numbers for 1920 was one mill­
ion three hundred thousand dollars 
\ssessments for 1021 thin far con­
servatively place valuations at one 
and a half million, or a normal growth 
of better than rifteen per cent. The 
amount of bon« î proposer! is $*.*0,000 
They are to run 40 years, and one- 
fortieth of that amount is $2250.00. 
The bonds bear six percent interest, 
which is $5400.00 a year. Hut the 
bonds are to be paid serially, that is. 
one bond is paid each year, so that 
the total to pay decreases year by- 
year. The amount to pay the first 
year, principal and interest, will be 
$7650.00, and for the last year $2385.

In 
other words, double the valuations 
and you cut in half the tax rate and 
still get the same amount of money 
In the past the average rate of nor­
mal increase in valuations has been 

'more than fifteen per cent. To be on 
the safe side, assume it will be only 
ten per cent increase for the future 
That means that in ten pears the 
property in the city will double, at the 
end of which time the tax rate on 
these bonds would be about 24 cents 
• »n the $HM*. and so on as the city 
built up ami property became more 
valuable, the tax rat*- would steadily 
fall, and in twenty years normally the 
rate would be 17 cents, in thirty years
13 cents snd in forty years slightly 
over ten cents on the $100 to pay 
these bonds.

It ia safe to say, to figure with the 
utmost conservatism, that for the 
first few years the income frym the 
waterworks and sewer systems will 
all be required for maintenance, but, 
according to the experience of other 
cities, after a few years the revenues, 
especially from a waterworks system, 
will exceed the cost of maintenance, 
leaving a balance, permitting a still 
further decrease in the tax rate.

The utter fallacy o f such an argu­
ment is best answered by the fact that 
other town* in Slaton’s class have in­
stalled sewer systems for less than 
that amount. The Dallas News of 
April t t ,  1021, contained a dispatch 
from McKinney. Texas. that the citi 
xens of aFrmersville, in Collin Coun-1 
ty, constructed a sewer system at a 
cost of only $45,000. Farmersville, i 
according to the 1020 census, has 642 
more population than Slaton. That j 
election earned by a 200 majority, 
and was hacked by the Chamber of 
Commerce.

The records of the Attorney Gen­
eral's department at Austin, show, we 
are informed, that many towns in Sla­
ton's class have within the past few 
years, with scarcity of labor and ma­
terials higher than now. installed sew-j 
er sy*tem.-i at a cost ranging from 
$35,000 to $65,000. What other towns 
have done Slaton can do.

Anyway, we must sometime make a 
beginning Towns are likf individ- i 
in In. If a town ever amounts to any­
thing, it must be up and doing—it 
must actually bring things to pass. A 
sewer system covering the corporate 
limits of Slaton is not needed nor de­
sired. The amount o f bonds proposed 
is abundantly sufficient, we are con­
vinced, to provide adequate sewer fa­
cilities for a major portion of the 
town. loiter on. as necessity arises, 
the system can be extended. First we 
crawl, then we walk, then we run. let 
us now begin to crawl.

Proposing un amendment to Sec­
tion 2, Article 6 of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas by providing that 
only native born or naturalized citi­
zens of the United States shall be 
qualified electors in this State, and 
permitting either the husband or the 
wife to puy the poll tax of the other 
and receive the receipt therefor, and 
permitting the legislature to author­
ize absentee voting.

Be it resolved by the legislature of 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section J o f Article 
6 of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be so amended a s  bsresfUr to 
read as follows:

Section 2. Every person subject to 
none of the foregoing disqualifications 
who shall have attained the nge of 
twenty-one years and who shall be a 
citizen o f the United States and who 
shall have resided in this State one 
year next preceding an election and 
ili*' last six months within th«* district 
or county in which such person offers 
toorotc, shall be doomed a qualified 
elector; provided, that electors living 
in any unorganized county may vote 
at any election precinct in the eminty 
to which such county is uttached for 
judicial purposes; end provided fur­
ther, that any voter who is subject to 
pay a poll tax under the laws of the 
State of Texas shall have paid said 
poll tax before offering to vote at any 
election in this State und hold a re­
ceipt showing that said poll tux wus 
paid before the first day o f February 
next preceding such election. Or if 
said voter shall have lost or misplaced 
said tax receipt, he or she, as the case 
may he, shall be entitled to vote upon 
making affidavit before any officer au­
thorized to administer oaths that such 
tax receipt has been lost. Such affi­
davit shall be made in writing nnd 
left with the judge of the election. 
The husband may pay the poll tax of 
his wife and receive the receipt there­
for. In like manner the wife may pay 
the poll tax of her husband and re­
ceive the receipt therefor. The Leg­
islature may authorize absentee vot­
ing. And this provision o f the Con­
stitution shall be self-enacting \eBh- 
out the necessity of further legisla­
tion.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitution­
al amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors o f the 
State at un election to be held 
throughout the State on the fourth 
Sat • July, 1921. at which all
voters favoring said proposed amend­
ment shall write or have printed on 
their ballots the words: “ For the
amendment o f Section 2 of Article 6 
of the Constitution of the State of

FOSTER’S WEATHER BULLETIN.
(Copyrighted.)

Washington, May 10 - During early 
part of the week, centering on May 18 
another weather disturbance will 
como out o f the extreme northwest 
part of this continent. While the gen­
eral temperatures will be above nor­
mal and frequently vary up and down 
tho long trend will be to higher de­
grees than usually occur in May. But 
the next storm will bring still higher 
tempertures and therefore the farm­
ers will smile and see the rapid 
growth o f their crops.

This disturbance will be one of the 
two most severe storms of May and 
will affect the whole continent. The 
warm wave is always the advance 
guard and will spread over all the 
northern part of the Rockies by May 
18, its center crossing meridian 90 
near thut date not fur from St. Ix>uis 
and then on toward New Orleans. Be­
hind this warm wave one or two days 
will come the center of the low and 
when thut center passes over your 
section you will experience u depress- 
clouds. HI muthunffimnny shrdluuud 
mg atmosphere, no wind und not 
many clouds. This center of the low* is 

' called the storm center, but there is 
nothing in it to indicate a storm and 
many people start on a journey at that 
most dangerous time. If you care­
fully read these bulletins the knowl- 

i edge you gain from them will save 
you from many weather difficulties. 
This storm will move in a semicircle 
from tlM f the northern Rock­
ies to the mouth of the St. I-awrence 
River, or Atlantic coast, from near 
May 18 to near May 22.

This storm wave will introduce a 
rainy spell that, before it ends, will 
almost determine the 1921 crops. 
Farmers should do un unusual amount 
of cultivating Iwfore that rainy sea* J 
son begins as many Mentions, during 

i its continuance, will be too wet for 
cultivation. From June 12 to 22 will 
be another best time to do an extra 
amount of cultivation. Near the mid­
dle of June the monthly change in 
crop weather will occur and it will be 
of very considerable importance to 
large sections of North America, 
South America and India, 

i The results of my forecasts for 
April bring new and convincing evi 
deitcaa that 1 have the key to the im­
mensely important weather problem. ; 
I am now preparing to demonstrate to  
the public and to the scientific work!

Recorded Famine.

“Give ua bread," “give us rice," la 
j the appeul heard from many I Hilda. 

The ery of buuger la a yorld-dll 
story, declares a communication to I 

j the National nongraphic society con- 
l cerulug fearful famines of the past, 

from which the following la quoted:
“ Among ihe earliest authentic reo 

| nrda of history is the famous 'stele | 
of famine,' rexetitly discovered curved i 

, on u toiub of granite ou the lalund of 
Sahai, In the llr*t cutaract of the | 
Nile. Kgyptoiogo-t* differ ua to the 
exact antiquity, but there la evidence 
to prove that It wmn chiseled In the 
tune of Tchescr (or Tosorthus), who 
bald sway over Kgypt nearly two thou­
sand years before the time of Abra- 
batn.

“A pcrhal greater than thnt which 
stretches lietvvceii the Crucifixion and | 
the present Uuy elapsed ufter the futu- j 
lue of Tcheaer's reign Indore Joseph 
arrived to hold away over this same 
land of Kgypt. As the chief admin­
istrator for one of the lljkstia Tha- 
ruohs, he prepared for seven lean years 
which were t«i drive Ida brothers and 
hia aged father, Jacob, out of Cunaan, 
down into the vulle> of ttie Nile III 
search of com.

“One of the earliest chiefs of sys­
tematic fumine relief work was Augus­
tus Caesar, who was at war with ilia 
Tart hlana when summoned hack to 
Home hy the disaster of II. C , 
win'll the TIIht overflowed, causing 
widespread suffering.

"The starving plelielana proclaimed 
him dictator ami urged him to assume 
control of the com supply, which he 
did with exieptlonal .kill and Indus­
try. lie sent ships to many quurtera 
of the Mediterranean to collect com, 
and placed his stepson, Tiberius, In 
charge of the work of unloading the 
gralu at Ostia ami transporting It 
to the capital, all of which was done 
with greut dispatch.

"Troiu the time of Augustine, 
throughout the days of the empire. 
Home seldom suffered from fumlne—  
a striking contrast to the frequency 
of this uttllctlou In the duys of tha 
Infant republic.

“Trobabijr in no other country of the 
world lias a people been brought to 
such a low ebb of morality or becotfee
so completely lost to all sctnblMtu'e of 
rathaial humanity as In the aeries of 
famines which swept over Kgypt dur­
ing the tenth, eleventh and twelfth 
centuries, under Mohammedan rule. A 
low Nile In (SIT A. I >. resulted In a 
famine the following year, which 
swept away (1>*MMI jwopb* in the vi­
cinity of the city of Kustat, (I'awhar, 
a Mohammedan Joseph, founded a 
new city (the Cairo of today) a short 
distance from the stricken fuwii and 
Imiin-diately organized relief measures

"The story of famines In Kngland 
has been a gloomy one from earliest 1 
times.

"While backward season* were con- I 
trihutlng factors, the responsibility 
for the two great families of Henry J 
Ill ’s reign la to tie laid at the d*»or j 
of the government Itself. In the first j 
oi these (I'.M’i) 'jti.iasi persons are said i 
to have died In lamd'^n alone. The 
suffering In 12f»7-U!3« was even worse. |

"Ireland bus been a land of many 
woes, and iml the lea**1 of these huve 
bet'ii the famine* which from »|ro# <» 1
tini*- have taken such heavy (o|| of the ! 
Island’s mnnhoisl. As early as l*k‘f- 
la;| an Intolerable famine visited the 
country, uml parents ure said to have I 
sold their children In order to gel 
money with which to buy food. On ! 
at least three occasions the |s‘usnntry 
has been driven to cannibalism."

(Zech 14:10, 17).

II. — Th# Sabbath Day (Ib*ut. 5:12- 
15).

1. Meaning of (Hen. 2 :?, 3 ;  rf. Kx.
2i>:‘411). According to the etymology 
of the word. “ Sabbath" menus to desist 
from exertion—repose. (Jod rested 
when the work of creation was done. 
On the hast* of this, Ood has estab 
United the law of labor and rest. It la 
not only a memorial of creation, hut 
of redemption (Deut. 5 :15). Th# 
Jews were to keep the Kahhath In 
memory of the dellverunce from Kgyp- 
tlan bomlHge.

2. Obligation of (vv. 12-15). (1)
Kept as a sacred Institution (v. 12), 
Ood sanctified It (Oen. 2 :3 ). “Sancti­
fy " means to ronses-rate, dedicate, 
therefore holy. It means set apart to 
Ood * service; therefore keeping the 
Sabbath meant more than cessation 
from latior— It meant to cease from la­
bor In order to occupy one's self with 
Ood. Its supreme signification and obll- 
gatlou was to remember Ood. (2) No 
work to t>e done on the Sabbath (vv. 
13, 14). All work was to lie done In 
six days. In fact, the obligation to 
work six days Is here made Just as 
binding ns to keep the Nnhhath day. 
(3) By whom should the Sahhnth he kept 
(v. 14)? (a) The te*ad of the family.
He should he the example for all. (b) 
Tbe children. The children should tie 
obliged to follow the example of the 
parents In keeping the Sahhath. (c) 
The servants. The maid tn the kitch­
en, the servant on the farm, the chauf­
feur In the city, should keep the Sab­
bath ss well hm the head of the family 
and the children, (d) The beast* of bur­
den, Tlie dumb animals are likewise 
entitled to their rest, (e) The stran­
ger The foreigner who cornea to out 
shores should lie obliged to keep the 
Sahtjath. It should lie kept In mind 
that t'hrlstlnna sre not under obliga­
tion to keep the Sabbath as law (t'ol, 
2 :1*1, 17), and e*|ie«iaUy aa It applies 
to any particular seventh day. Ilia  
firat day of the week la the pro|H>r day 
for a Christian to observe. This he 
does not as a law, hut ns a glorious 
and exalted privilege He la on resur­
rection ground, therefore shove the 
law. While the keeping of the Rah- 
hath Is a matter of privilege, wue unte 
the one who abuses this privilege The 
principle of resting one day out of 
seven Is Inexorable In Its demands (4) 
Toe ground of ohtlgatlen w as redemp- 
lion from bondage (v. 15).
