Continual howling about reduced
earnings of many corporations is doing
much to prolong the depression, in-
timidate the individual and drive
money into hiding,

Why shouldn't corporations and
private earnings fall below the peaks
of two or three years ago? We were
then living under abnormal conditions.

When an automobile salesman with-
out any capital could open an expen-
sive show room and sell automobiles
as fast as he could get them we were
not living in normal times. When a
bond salesman without any practical
experience, capital or knowledge or
the intrinsic value of the securities
he handled, could open an office equip
ped with expensive furniture and
oriental rugs, and sell securities,
bonds, stocks ete., to a
public, and make money faster than
he ever dreamed of, ordinary caution
should have warned unylmcly condi-
tions were not normal. When a real
estate operator could take practically
worthless land and sell it at fabulous
figures which no normal crop value
could justify, it should have been self-
evident that there was something
wrong. And so on through every line
of industrial, agricultural and finan-
cial activity.

During ten years of inflation, count,
less persons came to think that by
their own ability and shrewdness they
were creating wealth for themselves
by speculation when; as a matter of
fact most of them were creating
nothing while they lived in a fool's
paradise which they thought would
last forever.

The majority of persons have more
today than they had in pre-war times
but they complain about having less
because they are making comparisons
on a false basis.

This is true of individuals and it is
true of companies. Industrial concerns
expanded beyond any normal require-
ments. They have endeavored to main-
tain operations on an inflated basis
which cannot be done because there
is no longer any artificial demand to
maintain such production,

All over the nation, one-man in-
dustries and one-man farms are start-
ing again on a deflated basis. You can

drive through the country and see lit-
tle “shacks” springing up on cheap
land and in the far-way places. The
occupants of these little homes arc

going to produce their living and
graduully make a little surplus. The

big farmers who bought high-priced
land on the strength of high-priced
crops, as well as the industries which
built and equipped plants at peak
prices and built up peak overheads,
are all going to have to readjust them-
selves to the basis of the man who is
starting at the bottom today, The
laboring man who enjoyed wartime
wages for the past decade, is in the
same boat,

The same inflation that affected
industry and the individual also af-
fected government and taxation, and
government is among the last to re-
cognize conditions and reduce its
mushroom expansion accordingly. The

t‘,llm()ringitr”"bl" with government is that its

managers (our public officials and
public servants) will not reduce their
own functions voluntarily. The re-
duction will hav) to be forced by a
tax-weary people who, ofter they have
adjusted their own personal and busi-
ness affairs, will turn to their govern-
mental problems which in a large
measure they have permitted to ex-
pand by their own indifference, with-
out check during the past decade.

Emphasizing the term “hard times”
has become more or less a racket in-
dulged in by a growing army of
teorists who would remedy our ills
through schemes which try to create
employment at public expense, thero-
by further discouraging industry
through exorbitant taxation, thus
creating more unemployment. Most of
our economic doctors are afraid %o
state in plain English that we are on
a new basis; that products of all
kinds will be gelling at pre-war prices;
that a large part of our unemploy-
ed are going to have to make employ-
ment for themselves at wages more
nearly what they received before the
war. Many of the jobs they enjoyed
will never return because the condi-
tions that produced them are gone
forever unless we start another world-
wide war, which would be a terrific
price to pay to stimulate emplyoment,

It may be hard medicine to take
but it is reality and the sooner we
recognize the conditions and adjust
ourselves to them, the sooner will we
conquer the depression by merely re-
turning to more normal standards of
living.

There was a scattering
vote of 40,611 for other candidates,
The proposal to petition congress
for another vote in the states on fed-
eral prohibition had 301,398 votes. The
vote against it was 120,383,

Shaver Still Leads

Charles N. Shaver of Huntsville, in-
cumbent by apportionment, had 352,-
503 votes for state superintendent of
public instruction as against 337,872
for his opponent, L. A. Woods of
Waco.

Chairman C. V. Terrell of the state
railrond commission led the race for
the six-year term with 205,386 votes.
Lee Satterwhite of Oressa had 177,-
962 and was assured of the runo’f
place.

Thompson Leads Hatcher
For the four-year term, Ernest O.
Thompson of Amarillo, recent Sterling
appointee, led with 196,664 votes. W.
Gregory Hatcher of Dallas was assur-
ed of the runoff place with 186,874.
For the supreme court, Justice
William Pierson had 236,684 votes.
Judge J. C. Hickman was indicated as
his run-off opponent, with 194,292,
Ocie Speer trailed with 135,762.

NO CHANCE SEEN

No significant change har occurred
in the races for congress a large. For
place 1, George B. Terrell had 96,987
votes. Pink L. Parrish of Lubbock
had 72,908. Erskine Williams trailed
with 62,180.

Joseph Weldon Bailey, Jr., of Dal-
las rad a huge lead in the race for
place 2, with 146,607 votes. J. H.
(Cyclone) Davis of Sulphur Springs,
with 88,262, was closely pressed by
Oscar Holcomb of Houston for the
off place. Holcomb had 86,656.

Sterling P. Strong of Dallas con-
tinued to lead for place 3, with 118,-
822 votes, Douglas W. McCregor of
Houston had a bare lead for the run-
off position, with 69,733 to 69,187 for
Joe Burkett of Eastland.
