What about wages?

Wages have risen steadily for five
years. Before the strike which be-
gan on January 21 in ten of our
plants and which has choked off
nearly all farm machinery produc-
tion, earnings of employes of these
plants averaged $1.1534 an hour,
not including any overtime.
