Three nre New 
York prices nnd In the Southwest 
the prico ha* reached or exceeded 
»hls only about five times. In oth 
cr words, the average price for 
cotton for the past 100 years Is 
considerably less than 20 cents.

Real Estate Sales Slower, But 
Prices Vary Little Recently

It is the concensus of opinion of 
the real estate dealers in Slaton 
that the price of rent estate is not 
decreasing, but also thut there is 
little if any increase in price. They 
also agree there is less real estate 
changing hands than there was n 
month ago.

One realtor is of the opinion that 
buyers are not turning money loos.* 
ns readily as they have in the past; 
i. e., cash buyers are fewer. He be­
lieves that 75 per cent of the real 
estate bought recently has been by 
G. I.’s, and they are less cores;red 
about the price than are other 
buyers. They seemingly will buy at 
uny price, if tho designated ap­
praiser will recommend the price 
the seller asks.

He further adds that veteran* 
arc mistaken in believing thut if 
they buy uî d default in payment 
they can just write it off. Tho gov­
ernment can, and in all probabil­
ity will, get judgement against 
them for the Imlance due, and can 
nt uny later time collect this a- 
mount. The attitude of government 
officials is that they will not be 
left with the property on hand 
simply la-cause a G. I. could not 
complete the payment, but thut he 
will be expected to pay the balance 
due, even if he loses the property

Another is of the opinion that 
building costs nre not di-ci easing, 
but seem to Ik- increasing, as is 
the cost of labor. Beci use of these 
two facts, the price of houses can

not decrease. He also adds tlmtr 
there is not much turnover in real 
estate now- as there is little desir­
able property or. the market, and 
what there is is very high.

A third realtor contacted believe*' 
sales have slowed down a bit, and 
prices certainly have not coma 
<k»wn, but there has been little i f  
ar.y increase. He udds that he can't, 
see that there will lie much chung* 
in priced soon. If the crop outlooic 
is good, more real estate will bo- 
bought and sold, and the price wilt 
probably increase some. If the 
South Plains has another bad crop 
your, then the sales will tie very 
few, and no doubt prices will fall 
o ff  markedly. The coop outlook 
will undoubtedly affect the prica 
ar.d sale o f farm lands more tlian 
reul estate in town. However, the 
latter will be somewhat affected.

KEEP YOUR BABY  

CHICKS H E ALTH Y

Ordinarily baby chicks reach 
tho poultry raiser in good hculth. 
The producer’s problem is to 
keep them this way through the 
brooding period und growing 
season, bringing them into ma­
turity as a healthy, thriving 
flock.

What are some of the obstac­
les the grower must anticipate 
in his effort to maintain this 
good health?

Clean Adult Stock 
First, are the baby chicks 

clean ? That is, do they come 
from healthy parent stock from 
which all pullorutn reactors were 
removed ?
Another obstacle is contamina­

ted soil. The brooder house 
should be placed on clean ground 
on which there hss been no 
poultry or poultry manure for 
at least a year.

Poor sanitation is n principal 
cause of disease. Keeping the 
brooder house sanitary requires 
preparatory cleaning and dis­
infecting before chicks have ar­
rived; continued cleaning and 
disinfecting of feeding and wa­
tering utensils after chicks arc 
started; frequently stirring und 
raking o f litter and removal of 
damp litter as it appears; the 
elimination of the causes of 
dampness, such a* leaking roofs, 
sifting sr.ow, or worn-out litter; 
and such other tasks as wilt 
serve to keep contamination out 
of the house or yard.

If sickness develops, remove 
the sick chicks nnd dispose of 
the dead hints either by burn­
ing or burying them.

Have Good Litter 
A poor litter may cuusr trouble 

for which the grower has not 
bargained. The litter should be 
clean and highly absorbent. The 
use of straw by itself as n litter 
Is one common source of trouble 
Peat moss, tanbark. peanut shell, 
shaving, oat hulls are some of 
the suitable kinds of litter.

Toor ventilation is a common 
cause of respitory diseases. 
When walls are "sweaty," the 
ventilation system is not ad­
justed properly and should he 
set right.

Overcrowding is responsible for 
heavy chick losses. Separate 
cockerels and pullets early.

Permitting young and old birds 
to range together is a bad prac­
tice. The adult stock, while ap­
parently free of disease, fre­
quently carries infection and 
spreads it to the younger, less 
resistant growing birds.

METHODS OF KILLING 

JOHNSON GRASS GIVEN
H. P. Read, Assistant Johnson 

Grass Agent of Lubbock, County, 
says that four methods of eradi­
cating Johnson grtus lias proved 
effective in this County. He base* 
his statement on experimentation 
carried on in the county last year. 
Two o f the cheapest eradicator* is 
the salt method and the kerosene 
method, which he gives in detail 
below.

Common salt is very effective in 
tho eradication of Johnson Grass 
when used l to l b  pounds to the 
square foot on a flat surface, up 
plied by hand during any period of 
the year. Salt can also be used in 
a wheat drill along fence tows 
turn rows and bar ditches where 
a flat surface can l>e had. About 
2 pounds per square foot should 
bo used on ditch banks, terraces 
and irrigation ditches where sur­
face is not flat. Suit Is recommen­
ded for small patches only where 
land is being cultivated. Crop- 
will not grow on spots treated 
with salt.

Kerosene and distillate arc very 
effective in tile eradication of 
Johnson Grass when properly used. 
These should la* used separately 
or by mixing un equal part of each 
when Johnson Gross has reached 
the booting stage or a few days 
before this stage is reached. These 
applications should l>e made early 
in the morning or late at night. A 
power spray should bo used in 
mnking applications. It is more 
effective to get some ground satu­
ration at ench application. Two or 
throe application* should complete­
ly eradicate the Jonnson Grass 
when properly applied. For quick 
results on small spots pour oils on 
freely.

Atlacide and sodium chlorate are 
also effective methods of killing 
Johnson grass, hut the cost is 
quite high.

RED SPIDER IS MENACE  
TO  FLOWER &  SHRUBS

A threat to 'lower gardenor* 
and ornamental shrub growers Is 
the red spider, a tiny reddish mite 
just lnrger than a chigger.

Entomologists of tho Texas A. 
and M. College Extension Service 
say that the red spider puts pale 
yellowish or reddish hrown spots 
on plant leave*, which result in an 
unhealthy condition.

Tho Kntomoligista advise that 
the spider can Ins controlled by 
dusting the plants thoroughly with 
finely-ground dusting sulphur, ap­
plied when the mite* are first no­
ticed. Usually two dustings, seven 
days apart, are sufficient.

For want of a leash a “ rabiei 
epidemic’’ is born.

Thus the Gaines Dog Research 
Center, New York City, sums up 
what Is probably the least-com­
prehended fact about rabies. It 
explains it as follows:

If every dog-owner kept his pet 
on a leash at all times, there would 
be no possibility of his straying 
away. If he did not stray away, 
there would bo no opportunity for 
him to get Into trouble by fighting 
with other dogs or snapping at 
strangers who might attempt to 
pet or tease him. If he did not 
snap at strangers, the cry of "Mad 
Dogl" would not likely be raised, 
•there would bo no excitement or 
hysteria culminating In a “ rabies 
epidemic” and the summary exe­
cution of many animals.

According to the Center, true 
rabies Is a relatively uncommon 
disease. In a typical year, in the 
entire United States, only 7,000 
dogs aro affected. Rabies Is no 
more prevalent in summer than in 
winter but you hear more about 
rabies in summer because men 
and animals mingle more freely 
outdoors In hot weather. A really 
rabid dog flies forward aimlessly 
but docs not attack unless pro­
voked or an noyed . Preventive 
rabies vaccines arc available at 
veterinarians, though their effec­
tiveness is still a matter of debate.
