School children would recognize the constant danger that is 
ever present while a child is on the street and particularly 
around a School building where tho-youngsters arc in a con­
stant turmoil of activity and w-here most towns have strict 
rules on traffic.

To any one who has the least interest in the safety of 
the school children, ihc Iruffic condition.s .around our schools 
is applaing.

Particularly distressing are conditions around the new 
West Ward School where Lubhock Street is blocked complete­
ly each day for twenty to-thirly minule intervals and where the 
younger cnildrcn dodge and dart around in the most confused 
traffic that could be imagined.

There is no regard for speed limits and ayhen some 
drivers arc able to get out of the tangle they arc a menace to 
any living thing in their' path.

Not only arc such conditions a menace to the childrcq

Since 1028 there has been a Crow-Harral 
Chevrolet company, although Slaton has not had 
such a company all of this time.

Tlic company began in Abernathy and 
moved to Slaton In 1037.

The whole thing started in 1025 when 
I.conard Harral and his brother went into the 
Chevrolet busincu.

Here is wlial a Reader'.s Digest 
author s.iys about his troubles:

"The Ideal number of children, 
if you want to gel along with your 
neighbors, is none. I’ve found that 
people don’t like kids." states John 
Bedford in the October Reader's 
Digest. Bedford is the father of 
two boy.s and is deeply angry at 
the modern world's attitude to­
ward children, as he .sees it. Hi.s 
article is condensed from .Mac­
lean's.

"My wife and I have been re­
fused lodging because we have 
children," Bedford says. "People 
glare at them in movies because 
they've asked a couple of que.s- 
lions. Tliey’vo been reported for 
running across lawns, for stand­
ing on running boards of parked 
cars, for making chalk marks on 
the sidewalk—until I’d like to slip 
them a few rocks and turn them 
loose.”

Wjth two "normal, decent boys’ 
—Pete, nine, who goes in for the 
girls; John, seven, who goes in for 
frogs, worms, dead birds and Jet 
propulsion— Bedford and his wife 
arc convinced that "today our 
cities and towms, our streets and 
houses, our very way o f life seem 
designed to discourage children."
Normal expenditure of Pete’s and 
Joohn’s energy invariably draws a 
complaint from some neighbor. 
“ Every time one of them lets out
a whoop half a dozen people look 
up from their petunias and scrowt
Every time they gcj. carried away 
with their games and forget that 
their feet arc on someone’s lawn 
people look at ono another and 
shake their heads."

"Aren't people supposed to have 
children any more?" the author 
wonders.
