The burs may be distributed on 
the soil next season without special 
treatment as required by the pink 
boll worm quarantine He urged 
farmers to make use of the burs 
to fertilize the soil for spring 
planting

L IT 'S  PU T TEETH IN OUR LAW S

One of the constantly recurring lessons of government is 
that it is useless to tell somebody to do something unless you 
provide a penalty if he does not do it.

Such is the case in a series of bills now before the legis­
lature.

These bills require publication of the full text of city or­
dinances. a record of the proceedings of the commissioners 
court, and annual financial statements of school, road, soil 
conservation, and other local districts. They are badly needed 
to prevent laxity or downright crookedness in government.

But even if they are passed, they will be* little more than 
pieces of paper if a companion measure. 11 B. 148 is not also 
approved.

H. B. 148 carries the legal artillery for the ‘ freedom of 
information” bills. It fixes definite responsibility on certain 
officials for publishing records. If those officeholders fail to 
carry out this duty, they will be subject to removal from of­
fice.

This proposed law has real teeth in it; it allows no lee­
way. Conscientious officials will have nothmg to fear, but 
woe to the ‘‘public servant” who would try to cover up incom­
petence or dishonesty through suppression of records.

Many of us have a most satisfying memory of gliding 
gently over the surface of wilderness lake, dipping a paddle 
now and then, finding ourselves after a while with a much

Canoeing is a joyous sport, whether you are loafing over 
a lake or running a stream Perhaps the finest canoeing on 
the continent is in the (juetico-Superior region on the border 
between northwestern Ontario and Minnesota It contains 
5,000,000 acres of wilderness that have been kept free of roads 
and low-flying airplanes by complementary action of the two 
governments.

Now from the Canadian side there comes reinforcement 
of all this with the announcement that a Quetico Foundation 
has been established to promote this great aiea of lakes, 
streams, pines, fish, and wildlife. It will sponsor educational, i 
research, and other projects in an effort to be sure that this 
lovely land is preserved This looks toward the eventual crea­
tion of an international peace memorial forest, returning the j

Reports of what is in the several Senate bills to bring 
federal aid to solving the juvenile delinquency problem are 
at the very least refreshing (They were introduced by Sena 
tors Kefauver and Hennings. Democrats and linger. Republi­
can.) v

All too often the first approach of legislation to such a 
problem is to stiffen the penalties, to restrict use of reforma­
tive in favor of retributive techniques, and. where federal aid 
is Involved, to preempt some local functions

Not these bills They would permit local authorities to 
handle instances where juvenile offenders have broken federal 
laws— Hus with the intent of keeping young offenders as close 
as possible to home They would authorize foster parents to 
claim federal income tax exemptions for their wards this 
with the hope that it might encourage more good couples to 
give wayward youth a home and parental supervision And 
they would close international boundaries to wanderuig known 
delinquents and to other youths trying to escape from trouble 
— sheer common sense

These bills don't offer the whole answer, of course But 
they do betoken an intelligent grasp of some of the factors 
brought out m the recent Senate hearings Christian Science 
Monitor.

In an interview with Miss Bobbie 
Jo Jordan, who is visiting with 
her parents, Mr. and Mrs. J Floyd 
Jordan, 335 S. 10th, she tells of 
some of the interesting experienc­
es that she has had during the 
past two years She is on vacation 
from Fucrstenfeldburk, Germany, 
where she is a special service's pro­
grams director of a recreation 
club. “The Flyin' Inn Club "

Miss Jordan says that the pur­
pose of this recreation work is to 
maintain and supervise planned 
programs or activities for the men 
in service so that they may use 
their off duty time to a better 
advantage both on and o ff the 
base. They plan tours for the 
American personnel that range 
over an area of 70 to 80 miles from 
the base

Major In College 
Bobbie Jo, who was a speech 

and physical education major in 
college, taught school for two years 
before she went to Europe She 
says that the needs for workers in 
the recreational field are very dire, 
requirements being a college grad­
uate, two years experience in the 
social, entertainment and recrea­
tional field and be at least 23 years 
of age Bobbie Jo went to Europe 
before she was hired for this 
work, and secured the job although 
she was under age.

The air base, to which she is 
attached, at Furesten fcldburk is 
known as the “ Little Randolph 
Field" of Germany. It was a train­
ing base for the Germans during 
World War 11, and was one of the 
last places bombed by the Allies 
as it was so far from the bases in 
England Near the close of the war 
the Germans started lengthening 
the runways so the Allies started 
the bombing missions.

Importance of Trees 
The country in the south part 

of Germany, where Miss Jordan 
has been living, is similar to 
central cast Texas Bobbie Jo told 
of the greenery and the trees and 
of the importance of trees in Ger­
many. Wood is at b premium and 
they cultivate trees just as we do 
crops here. A fine ranging from 
$30 to $20b must be paid for cut­
ting a tree without a permit. Also 
the person cutting the tree must 
plant three trees to take its place.

Bobbie Jo relates that the farm­
ing is much different than here 
on the South Plains. The average 
farmer farms seven and a half 
acres of land, has little or no pow­
er machinery and there are many 
more women in the fields than 
men They still plow with oxen, 
cows and horses They work the 
cows over time there, as they are 
milked, pull carts, wagon and 
plows, then when their usefulness 
is over they are killed and eaten. 

Finds People Friendly 
Miss Jordan Bays that she has 

found the people of southern 
Germany to be friendly, happy and 
to love life They sre better off 
financially in Germany than in any 
of the rountrtea she has visited 
She commented that they would 
speak to you on the street and this 
is not the ense in all of Germany 
the people are great walkers and 
enjoy the outdoors very much 
Som# of the pictures »be has »how

the typical Bavarian men dressed 
in coats belted in the back with 
hats similar to the men's hats 
here except for a boar's tail or a 
Pheasant feather in the back. If 
they wear a boar's tail it is essen 
tial that they have shot at least 
one boar

In speaking of the German peo­
ple, Miss Jordan said that of course 
they had no particular love for the 
Americans because we are occupy­
ing their country, but that they 
were afraid that we would leave 
and if they were unarmed they 
would be taken over by the Rus 
sians They would like this even 
less. .

One of the interesting places, 
that she has visited is Augsburg | 
near Munich In Augsburg are the! 
oldest dwellings in Europe There, 
is a housing area there that was | 
opened in 1319 and is still in use 
today. These apartments are for 
the very low income group, the1 
rent being only about $1 a year j 
They must prove that they are poor 
and honest and must be in their 
homes at night by 10:30 p m as 
the doors are locked. There are 
many of the houses leaning badly, 
but still seem strong and are oc 
cupied.

Munich Buildings
Most of the towns were built 

with walls surrounding them and 
even today one or more of the 
gates are standing Munich is one 
of these cities Miss Jordan has a 
card she had received at Christ­
mas and it stated that some peo­
ple dream of heaven but to a Ger­
man, Munich in Bavaria, is para­
dise.

In Munich there are a number 
of buildings that Hitler had con­
structed. These buildings are of 
Greek architecture and some of 
them still have the German Eagle, 
with half drooped wings, ■ plscc 
is chiseled sway from the claws 
where they once held the swastika.

While in Europe Miss Jordan 
visited Holland, Belgium, Luxem 
bourg, France, Northern Italy and 
Austria She said that Holland is 
a very clean country as they even 
wash the outside walls of their 
homes. The Alsace-Lorraine dis­
trict is a beautiful part of France 

lakes Florence
Of the places she has been she 

enjoyed Florence, Italy a great 
deal There she saw several of 
Mtchlangelo's statutes. His “ David" 
was especially interesting to her. 
The golden doors to the Baptistry 
on the Plaza of the Big Church are 
one of the most beautiful things 
she has seen At the end of World 
War I! the people decided to clean 
these doors, thinking they were 
made of copper or brass, to dis­
cover that they were solid gold.

Mrs. Jordan has some candles 
that her daughter has sent to her. 
On« of the most unusual and In 
teresttng la white with a gold 
niche about half way down with a 
tiny Christ Child lying In It. 
Bobbie Jo sent her little nephew. 
Neil Box, Houston, a birthday 
candle. At the top of the candle a 
cradle is depicted and for each 
year up to and including 21 years 
a symbol la used These symbols

$600 Deduction On Income Tax 
For Each Qualified Exemption

(Editor’s Note: This is the fifth 
of a aeries of articles to be pub­
lished iu The Slatonile, which, 
when used with thr instiuetionk 
forwarded with your blank in­
come tax form, will assist you in 
filing your 1954 income lax re­
turn. )

You are allowed a deduction of 
$600 for each exemption for which 
you qualify.
For You—

You. as the taxpayer, are al­
ways entitled to at least one ex­
emption. I f  at the end of your tax­
able year, you were blind or were 
65 or over, you get two exemptions. 
If you were both blind and 65 or 
over, you get three exemptions.
For Your Wife—

You get an exemption for your 
wife (or husband) if you are, or 
she is, filing a joint return If you 
file a separate return, you may 
claim her exemption only if she 
had no income and did not re 
reive more than half her support 
from another taxpayer Otherwise, 
your wife's exemptions are like 
your own—one, if she was neither 
blind nor 65. two, if she was either 
blind or 65 or over; three, if she 
was blind and 65 or over In case 
of death, if wife or husband died 
during 1954. the number of hi* or 
ber exemptions is determined as 
of the date of death 
Exemption For Children—

You are entitled to one exemp­
tion for each child, including a 
stepchild or legally adopted child, 
if during the taxable year that 
(hild

1. Received more than one-half 
of his or her support from you (or 
from your husband or wife if a 
joint return), and

2 Had not attained the age of 
19 or was a student ( if  the child 
is 19 or over and not a student, 
he must have received less than 
(600 gross income), and

3. Did not file a joint return 
with her husband (or his w ife),

sub-division of a State. Primary 
and secondary schools, preparatory 
schools, normal schools, colleges, 
universities, technical and mech­
anical schools are among those 
considered to be educational in­
stitutions. However, correspon 
dence schools and on-the-job train­
ing are excluded. Attending night 
school while working daytime is 
considered "part-time attendance" 
and will not qualify the child as 
a student.

Amounts received as scholar­
