More than 800,000 acres of wheat
have been sown in South Plains
counties along the Santa Fe railroad
for the 1932 crop it is estimated by
Ira M. Robinson, chief clerk in the
division freght and passenger offices
of the railroad.

“Reports from agents on the Slaton
division indicate the ncreage sown
last fall is 812,200," Mr. Robinson
sald. “This is a decrease of 50,000
aeres over the same planting for the
1931 erop.

“Most of this section right around
Lubbock and the branch lines out uf
here show a  substantial increa
It is in Hale and Swisher countias
and farther north where the reduc-
tion is."

Bad weather in the planting season
was the contributing cause for the
decreased acreage, it was explained.
During November and  December
weather conditions prevented farmers
getting into the fields to complete
sowing ul wheat.

Rendition Of
