In making this gesture, the French 
government confirmed a suggestion 
which wa* contained in the German 
proposal. This is disclosed in the draft 
of a French note which replies, in the 
name of the allies to the recent tier- 
man advances for a pact thut would 
provide European security. The I'mted 
New* has obtained the text o f this 
note, which was forwarded to England 
for study in the* foreign office there1 
before being dispatched to Be rlin. The 
British government asked the French 
for further detail* on eertain sections 
o f the note. France has supplied thi* 
information and it is indicated here 
that the original French document 
will not la* change*;! materially, i f  at 
all. before it is presented to Germany.

“ It get** without saying," the note 
*«i%erts. “ that if the United States can

the French Government nad the A l­

In tiie mam text of the note, it i* 
pointed out that German proposal* 
mention the league of nations only 
incidentally.
