In the United States in 1915 unl)‘
933 miles of new rallroad were con
structed, as against 1,532 in 1914 and
3,071 in 1913, The total was the small
est since 1564, The longest new con
struction for any one state was Penn |
svivania with 98 miles. There are now
about 242,000 miles of rallroad in the
whole country. Of this 38,661 miles
were In receivership at the close of
the year. The statistics have beer
compiled by the Railway Age Gazette

the year was 74,112, against 104,64)
in 1914 and 207,684 in 1913, and the
number of locomotives and passenger

cars bullt was smaller than in any
recent years except 1908,
