Hitler Defies the World
POLITICAL turmoil spread over 

Europe after Reichsfuehrcr Adolf 
Hitler, in an address to the reichs- 
tag, declared his intention to make 

Germany one of the 
most powerful na­
tions in the world, 
gave warning that it 
was re-arming and 
did not fear war 
though it desired 
peace, and demand­
ed t h e  return of 
Germany’s lost col­
onics. Furthermore, 
Hitler upheld the ag­
gressive actions of 
Italy a n d  Japan, 

and asserted that Germany would 
not tolerate ultimate victory of the 
loyalist faction in Spain over Fran­
co’s rebel forces.

The Fuehrer told with gratifica­
tion of his success in compelling 
Chancellor Schuschnigg to give the 
Austrian Nazis representation in 
his cabinet and to permit them to 
act as a political party. He gave 
no assurance that the independence 
of Austria would be preserved. He 
openly threatened similar action 
against Czechoslovakia unless the 
Germans in that country were 
granted "political liberty."

Hitler’s speech might be summar­
ized as a declaration that Germany 
will ignore Great Britain, France 
and other western powers in carry­
ing out her international policies, 
will continue her efforts to destroy 
the lust vestiges of the general set­
tlements which followed the World 
war; will insist that the "have not” 
nations must be restored to a basis 
of equality with the "have" pow­
ers, and is prepared to defy any 
combination of powers which may 
be formed against her.

Here are some of the other things 
Hitler told the reichstag:

Germany refuses to nccept "cred­
its or other promises" in substitu­
tion for the colonies taken from her 
by the treaty of Versailles.

Reports of dissension between the 
Nazi hierarchy and the Reichswchr 
are "nonsense" and in his new role 
ns supreme commander of the 
Reich's armed forces he has decid­
ed ft) "strengthen the army to pre­
vent the menace of war."

Germany’s relations with Great 
Britain can not be improved so long 
as British statesmen and newspa­
pers attempt to meddle with what 
the Reich regards as its own in­
ternal affairs.

Germany has no intention of re­
turning to the League of Nations.

Halifax Succeeds Eden
D  EFUSING to go along with 

Prime Minister Neville Chnm- 
berlain in his plans to "buy" a 
friendly settlement with Germany 
and Italy, Capt. An­
thony Eden, British 
foreign secretary 
who has fought the 
ambitions of Euro­
pean dictators for 
two years, resigned 
from the cabinet.
With him went Vis­
count Cranborn. the 
principal foreign un­
dersecretary. V i s- 
count Halifax was 
appointed to suc­
ceed Eden temporarily. This change 
was in effect another triumph for 
Hitler, was especially regretted by 
France, and threatened to precipi­
tate a serious crisis for the British 
government.

Viscount Halifax, lord president 
of the council and former viceroy of 
India, is a personal friend of Hitler 
nnd an insistent advocate of imme­
diate friendship with Germany and 
Italy, even nt the cost of great con­
cessions by Britain. He was sent 
to Berlin not long ago to talk over 
matters with the Nazi leaders.

Eden told the house of commons 
that he had resigned rather than 
deal with Italy in the face of Pre­
mier Mussolini's "rife, hostile prop­

aganda" against Britain and II Du- 
ce’s "glorification" of victories in 
Spain.

Chamberlain boldly told the house 
of commons that his government 
would begin negotiations with Italy 
nt once in hopes of obtaining n 
friendly settlement. He put forward 
a four-power peace plan designed to 
eliminate the dangers of war in Eu­
rope. As members of the pact, he ad­
vocated Germany, Italy, France, 
and Britain.

Chamberlain went to Buckingham 
palace and gave King George his 
account of the events lending up to 
Eden’s resignation, and then sum­
moned Dino Grandi, Italian ambas­
sador, to a conference. With them 
were Halifax and Sir Alexander 
Cndognn, permanent undersecre­
tary for foreign affairs. It was 
learned that the break between 
Chamberlain nnd Eden came to a 
climax n few days before when 
Grandi nnd the prime minister 
had a conference concerning the 
basis on which negotiations might 
be opened for n general understand­
ing between London and Rome. 
Some British leaders feel that 
agreement with Mussolini for Medi­
terranean security would give Brit­
ain n stronger hand in dealing with 
Germany on the question of col« 
onies.

French Worried,
DREMIER CHAUTEMPS nnd oth- 
* cr high French officials saw', in 
Hitler’s words concerning German 
minorities in other lands a definite 
threat against Czechoslovakia, a 
military ally of France, whose se­
curity the French are bound to de­
fend. There are about 3,000,000 Ger­
mans in that country.

From Prague, the Czech capital, 
came word that Czechoslovakia 
would not even negotiate with Ger­
many regarding autonomy for those 
Germans nnd would not yield to co­
ercion as did Austria. Officials said 
that if negotiations are Hitler’s aim, 
they would be regarded as "in­
fringement of Czechoslovakia's sov­
ereignty, and therefore not accept­
able."

As for the prospective British- 
Italian agreement, the French gov­
ernment was fearful that Chamber­
lain’s overtures to Mussolini would 
take a course that France could not 
follow without risk of alienating its 
own Socialist nnd Communist ele­
ments. The government, however, 
was determined to keep unbroken 
its close relations with Britoin.

mittce. Although the house hnsn 
done anything on it yet, definite ac­
tion seems probable unless it gets 
lost in the shuffle. The independent 
exhibitors have been telling con­
gress that they arc under constant 
criticism, arc losing money nnd los­
ing their show* houses.

Testifying before a senate com­
mittee in,favor of the Neely bill, the 
little theater men lay all their trou­
bles on "the big eight." They mean 
the eight big motion picture pro­
ducers. The big eight owns about 
all the big chain theaters. Each 
year the producers make a few good 
pictures nnd a lot of pictures which 
are not so good. They reserve the 
good films for their “ affiliated”  the­
aters and force the rest on the lit­
tle independent men, according to 
the latter’s complaint.

This is how they do it, the little 
exhibitors say. The producers draw’ 
up a year's contract in which the 
little exhibitor agrees to take a cer­
tain group or "block" of pictures. 
In the block arc listed two or three 
first-class films, to be made by good 
directors nnd competent players. 
The rest arc merely labeled class 
A, B, C. The contracting exhibitor 
never sees them. In order to get 
any good films nt all he must take 
a lot of stuff he doesn’ t want. Even 
a variety of news and other shorts, 
loaded with free advertising for 
women’s wear nnd summer nnd 
w’intcr resorts, goes with the lot. 
This method of doing business is 
called "compulsory block booking 
and blind selling."

For several years the independent 
exhibitors have been fighting the 
"BB and BS." They’ve had several 
bills before congress, nnd have 
lodged numerous complaints with 
the Department of Justice. But 
something always prevents action.
Subverts Morals

The neighborhood exhibitors con­
tend that n huge motion picture 
monopoly subverts the morals of 
the nation by making racket pic­
tures nnd sex pictures, when they 
could just as well make quality film. 
High-class pictures, they contend, 
have proved entertaining to the in­
telligentsia and the rank and file 
alike.

The "big eight" has two answers 
to the charges. More or less pri­
vately its claim is that the profit 
it makes from the not so good pic­
tures is necessary to support the 
high-grade pictures. There w'ould 
be none of the good if it weren’t for 
the bod, in other words. And pub­
licly, every time the little men go 
to Washington nnd start making 
things hot, the big men announce 
a new' set of reforms, nnd suggest 
some more conferences.

Meanwhile in North Dakota the 
independent exhibitors’ group got a 
law passed prohibiting the showing 
of pictures by theaters which be­
long to the producer that made the 
pictures. Paramount, which is 
strong in that region, is suing the 
governor nnd the attorney general, 
but the little fellows are swarming 
like hornets to help the state win.

For Price Increases
DEFORE going to Hyde Park for 
^  a short vacation. President 
Roosevelt announced tw’o moves de­
signed to restore prosperity. He 
declared the administration’s eco­
nomic policies are being directed 
toward o limited increase in prices, 
to be achieved without inflation or 
any substantial increase in the cost 
of living.

He ordered the Reconstruction Fi- 
nance corporation to renew its lend- 
ing to industry nnd the railways.

The President specifically men­
tioned farm prices as needing to be 
increased. On the other hand, he 
said certain other prices, such as 
those in the building industry, have 
remained nt a high level for the 
last few years.

No specific monetary action is 
contemplated to increase those corv 
sidcrcd too low, he added.

Earle Wants Toga
r jO V . GEORGE H. EARLE of 
^  Pennsylvania announced his 
candidacy for the Democratic nomi­
nation for United States senator, 
standing on his record as governor 
and continued support of the Roose­
velt administration.

"If elected a member of the sen­
ate. I shall continue my services on 
behalf of the principles which have 
marked the Roosevelt administra­
tion and my own administration in 
Harrisburg," Earle said.

Suicide squadrons of high-speed 
torpedo boats, to be steered by hu­
man pilots head-on ngainst enemy 
ships, are boasted by Germany nnd 
Italy. England probably has them 
too. Buried in Admiral Lcnhy’s tes­
timony before the United States 
congress in favor of n mightier navy 
is mention of a $15,000,000 Item 
for experimentation with small de­
stroyers. The admiral declined to 
discuss the matter. Naval observ­
ers would like to know if this coun­
try too will call for a volunteer 
death squadron.

In time of peace, definitely no. It 
would be ngainst the glory nnd tra­
dition of the United States navy. 
The suicide boots, say navy men, 
nre the unashamed last resort of nn 
inferior sea power. The mere ad­
mission of the existence of such de­
vices is the admission of the fear of 
defeat. Sending men to certain 
death, for any cause whatever, is a 
barbarity wholly repugnant to the 
navy.

And navy men maintain that the 
torpedo bonts nre impractical. The 
United States fleet will fight its bat­
tles far out nt sen. pcrhnps 2,000 
miles. The sleds could not bo used 
In usually choppy open water. In 
Europe, where sea fighting will be 
at close quarters, it’s a different 
story.

But in the hent of war involving 
us, no one con say what might be 
done. If an enemy fleet should suc­
ceed in reaching our shores, it 
would be imperative to attack It 
with the most destructive wenpons 
obtainable. A few dozen or n few 
score men sacrificed in torpedoes, 
made more deadly with human 
minds and eyes, would soem to be a 
low price to pay for victory in the 
face of national disaster.
Human Sacrifice

Would men volunteer for a work 
of such hopeless finality? Opinion 
»« thaV would particularly If stirred
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by dire emergency, nnd If assured 
with positive proof that their own 
destruction would mean certain de­
struction to the enemy. Whether 
torpedoes can sink battleships with­
out fail is not known. Explosives 
nnd armor have both been improved 
since the World wnr. Torpedoes 
discharged from submarines were 
pretty sure fire when they made n 
fair hit. Of course nil manner of 
defenses will be developed against 
the bonts nnd all could not succeed 
in their purpose.

The navy is much more likely to 
consider designing torpedo bonts for 
the Philippine government than for 
itself in the near future. The Phil­
ippines might be attacked from 
close in. The Panama Cnnnl zono 
ulso could moke good use of tor­
pedo defense. But cnnnl command­
ers fear sabotage or aerial bomb­
ings much more than attack from 
the sen. Sabotage could be nccoin 
plished by blowing up a merchant 
ship from inside ns it passed 
through the locks.

Voluntary death ns pilot of flying 
bombs in the shnpe of nirplnnei 
also has been talked of. Torpedc 
airplanes would be superior to bonts 
in that they could travel several 
thousand miles to reach the enemy. 
Some strategists sny nirplnnes could 
not come close to battle fleets in 
the face of anti-aircraft gunfire. An­
ti-aircraft guns have been improved 
tremendously, with scientific sights. 
But sights nre no good on n dark 
night or n murky day. The suicide 
planes, unseen, could find the war­
ships nil right. Unless the gunners 
got their range with the new sound 
detectors. It's n complicated prob­
lem. Only the next war can tel* 
the answer.
Secs Senate Battle

The next major battle In the sen- 
nte will be President Roosevelt’s 
government reorganization propos­
al. And first to be affected by re­
organization will be air transport. 
Whether the bill is passed or not, 
aviation is already being used by 
James Roosevelt as a guinea pig on 
which to moke preliminary tests of 
his ideas. James is the President’s 
specialist on reorganization.

Some weeks ago the President, 
embarrassed by the two-year-old 
wrangle of government agencies for 
authority over air transport, called 
Sen. Patrick A. McCnrrnn of Ne­
vada to the White House nnd asked 
him to write a bill creating nn in­
dependent commission to control 
aviation and end the row.

McCarran and his aides had nc 
sooner written the bill than they 
found that the matter had been 
turned over to James. The Post 
Office department nnd the Depart­
ment of Commerce, which now con­
trol nir transport, nnd which have 
n strangle hold on it, immediately 
set upon James nnd got many of 
their old foibles written into the bill. 
Not only that, but James proceeded 
to write into the bill unlimited au­
thority for the President over the 
proposed air commission. He also 
would place the commission in the 
Department of Commerce building.

Chances are this aviation bill will 
get nowhere in congress. Probably 
the government reorganization plan 
will be only partly accepted. But 
meanwhile, the nir transport peo­
ple must go on through more 
months of their dilemma. Business 
men who complain about too much 
government regulation don’t fully 
understand what nir transport has 
to contend with.

Because nearly all the lines carry 
air moil, the Post Office department 
establishes their routes and draws 
up their schedules. It has power 
to cancel the contracts, as it did 
in 1034.
Fixes Air Mail Rates

The interstate commerce commis­
sion fixes rates for carrying air 
mail, and in doing so it examines 
every detail of every operator’s 
business each year. It even ana­
lyzes his purchases, his wage rates, 
equipment repnirs, to see If he spent 
more than necessary. Nothing the 
company does escapes scrutiny. 
And to top it all, the commission 
publishes its findings In detail for 
all the world to read, although it's 
mighty dry reading.

The bureau of nir commerce con­
trols airway beacons, intermediate 
landing fields and radio beams, and 
it makes the safety rules.

Then there is the federal com­
munications commission, which 
tells the air lines what radio wave 
lengths to use. This is so compli- 
ented that the air transport compa* 
nles maintain nn organization in
Washington called Aeronautical Ra­
dio. Inc., to keep track of the kilo- 
cycles.

Still another is the Department ol 
Agriculture, which climbs aboard 
ail United States oversea nnd for­
eign airplanes nnd looks In the pas­
sengers’ luggage for Japanese bee- 
ties or what have they. Agricul­
ture’s weather burcou is the only 
agency that gives service without 
regulating strings attached.

Red, Blue and Green Lights Seen as
an Aid in Growing Greenhouse Plants

In the plant world, red means go 
ahead, green lights mean stop. Ex­
periments conducted at the Smith­
sonian Institution in Washington, D. 
C., by W. H. Hoover, a scientist in 
the department of radiation, show 
that plants respond to colored lights 
by speeding up or slowing down 
their growth to zero.

The rcoson that plants exposed to 
green light cense to grow or slow 
down progress, is that they simply 
reflect the green through the color­
ing matter in their leaves, called 
chlorophyll. Thus, they fail to ab­
sorb the light, Just as if they were 
growing in dense shade.

The reds, on the other hand, no­
ticeably stimulated the process of 
development. Able to absorb the 
light, plants exposed to red and red- 
blue rays proved able to assimilate 
larger quantities of the carbon diox­
ide essential to their development 
and so speeded up to a correspond­
ing rate of growth.

The process went on rapidly under 
exposure to rays so intense thnt they 
ore invisible to the human eye. 
Plants can evidently distinguish ul­
tra-violet light and reds far beyond 
the range of visibility for the human 
race.

While the sensitiveness of plants 
to rays of colored lights is a fact of 
general interest to gardeners, it will 
have an economic value, Hoover 
believes, In bringing specimens into 
bloom earlier or Inter thnn under 
ordinary conditions. Growers will 
be able, by flooding their green­
houses with green light, to hold back 
their plnnt9 or, by the use of deep 
red and blue rays, to force them 
Into bloom far ahead of their season,

So many readers have 
written asking me for more of the 
old fashioned embroidery stitches 
that were used in making crazy 
patchwork that I have collected 
dozens and dozens of these quaint 
stitches from old quilts. Some 
of them are so attractive and col­
orful that it seemed a pity not 
to use them for modern decora­
tive purposes.

This gay little double house 
effect built upon blanket stitches 
with chain stitches flaunting from 
all gables was the invention of 
someone’s great-grandmother and 
I couldn’t resist using it for a 
luncheon set of light blue linen. 
It originally adorned a light blue 
satin patch in a quilt and all the 
other colors indicated here in the 
sketch are the original colors.

All the strands of six-strand 
mercerized embroidery thread 
were used for the luncheon set. 
The mats were hemmed first and 
then the blanket stitches were 
taken through the hems to make 
a firm edge as shown at the lower 
right. All the other stitches used 
are clearly illustrated. Just the 
edge stitches without the little 
houses were used for the nap­
kins. Many more authentic old 
patchwork stitches arc illustrat­

One of the difficulties we morta 
face in dealing with spiritual thinji 
is that we interpret things in th 
realm of the spirit according to th 
principles und measurements of th 
physicul world. We are quick t 
soy "We cannot" on the basis < 
logical human reasoning, when u 
appreciation of the power of Go 
operative on our behalf would ei 
able us to soy "We can," and ha' 
ing left God out of our thinking w 
And that indeed we cannot.

The lesson before us presents tw 
pictures from our Lord’s second vi: 
it to his home country, Nazaretl 
On His first visit they had tried t 
thrust Him over the precipice, on 
He in all the glory and poise of th 
Son of God hod walked through the 
midst and gone His way. Now H 
comes again with His disciples. W 
then see how His home folk vlrtua 
ly made the power of the omnipi 
tent God impotent because of the 
unbelief. On the other hand we sc 
the weokness of men made might 
because of obedience to the con 
mand of God. *

I. The Paralysis of Unbelief (\n
1-6).

The world, the flesh, and the dev 
have brought forth a dark list < 
wicked things, but perhaps the moi 
destructive and distressing of all i 
the foundation sin of unbelief. Whc 
we think back to the underlyin 
reason for any sin or weakness i 
man it will be found that there i 
a failure to believe God. Men d 
not believe what He says about si 
and its penalty, nor do they believ 
Him when He oilers them grace an 
strength for victory.

At Nazareth the unbelief whic 
limited the Son of God revealed i 
self in two questions—

1. "Whence hath this man thes 
things?" (v. 2).

They could not deny His might 
works so they turn their attnek o 
His person. "Is not this the cai 
penter?" (v. 3). Essentially thi 
was envy, "the difficulty of at 
knowledging the superiority ovc 
themselves of one of their own nun 
ber" . . . (Morgan).

We are ashamed of the attitud 
of the men of Nazareth, but w 
follow in (heir footsteps. Hcav 
among the burdens a Christia 
worker must bear is the unbelit 
and ridicule of his own people. B< 
cause a man has sold us groceries 
or painted our house or driven 
taxi in our town we cannot sc 
how he could ever be a prcache 
or a missionary. Well, he can, on 
it is such folk that God often calls

2. "What Is this wisdom?" (v. 2]
The wisdom of Jesus was the wi«

dom of God (John 7:16). But hot 
could they know that? How can w 
know? In John 7:17 Jesus gave th 
answer: "If any man will do hi 
will, he shall know of the doctrine 
whether it be of God, or whether 
■peak of myself." We see the 
that the reason for their unbclic 
was really an unwillingness to d 
the will of God. The eontrollin 
motive of their life was wrong. Hai 
they been moved by a desire to d 
God’s will, and a purpose to live ii 
accordance therewith (even thougl 
there might have been failure ii 
that earnest effort), they wouli 
have known that Jesus had His wis 
dom from God.

II. The Power of Divine Commls 
slon (vv. 7-13).

Just as unbelief hinders even th 
Son of God, so faith in God am 
obedience to His command make 
of weak and poorly equipped mei 
the mighty servants of God. In fact 
their very dependence on Him fo 
all things sets them free to devoti 
themselves fully to the ministry o 
preaching and healing.

Note that they went "two b; 
two." We have forgotten that di 
vine plan, and often send men inti 
remote and dangerous pioneer wort 
—alone. Man needs fellowship; hi 
needs counsel and control.

Consider also how they were t< 
learn to trust God for their dailj 
sustenance (vv. 8,9). They sufferct 
no lack (sec Luke 22:35). Thesi 
rules for the life of religious work 
ers were modified later (Luke 22 
36), but the principle remains tht 
same—tho mnn or woman who it 
not ready to depend on God foi 
everything had better not set ou 
to follow Him. It is a blessed am 
delightful life!

One of the difficulties we mortals 
face in dealing with spiritual things 
is that we interpret things in the 
realm of the spirit according to tho 
principles und measurements of the 
physical world. We are quick to 
say "We cannot" on the basis of 
logical humun reasoning, when un 
appreciation of the power of God 
operative on our behalf would en­
able us to say “ We can,”  and hav­
ing left God out of our thinking we 
find that indeed we cannot.

The lesson before us presents two 
pictures from our Lord's second vis­
it to his home country, Nazareth. 
On His first visit they had tried to 
thrust Him over the precipice, and 
He in all the glory and poise of the 
Son of God had walked through their 
midst and gone His way. Now He 
comes again with His disciples. We 
then see how His home folk virtual­
ly made the power of the omnipo­
tent God impotent because of their 
unbelief. On the other hand we see 
the weakness of men made mighty 
because of obedience to the com­
mand of God. •

I. The Paralysis of Unbelief (w .
l - f l ) .

The world, the flesh, and the devil 
have brought forth a dark list of 
wicked things, but perhaps the most 
destructive and distressing of all is 
the foundation sin of unbelief. When 
we think back to the underlying 
reason for any sin or weakness in 
man it will be found that there is 
a failure to believe God. Men do 
not believe what He says about sin 
and its penalty, nor do they believe 
Him when He offers them grace and 
strength for victory.

At Nazareth tho unbelief which 
limited the Son of God revealed it­
self In two questions—

1. "Whence hath this man these 
things?" (v. 2).

They could not deny His mighty 
works so they turn their attack on 
His person. "Is not this the car­
penter?" (v. 3). Essentially this 
was envy, "the difficulty of ac­
knowledging the superiority over 
themselves of one of their own num­
ber”  . . . (Morgan).

We are ashamed of the attitude 
of the men of Nazareth, but wc 
follow in fheir footsteps. Heavy 
among the burdens a Christian 
worker must bear is the unbelief 
and ridicule of his own people. Be­
cause a man has sold us groceries, 
or painted our house or driven a 
taxi in our town wc cannot see 
how he could ever be a preacher 
or a missionary. Well, he can, and 
it is such folk that God often calls.

2. "What is this wisdom?" (v. 2).
The wisdom of Jesus was the wis­

dom of God (John 7:16). But how 
could they know that? How can we 
know? In John 7:17 Jesus gave the 
answer: "If any man will do his 
will, he shall know of the doctrine, 
whether it be of God, or whether I 
speak of myself." We see then 
that the reason for their unbelief 
was really an unwillingness to do 
the will of God. The controlling 
motive of their life was wrong. Had 
they been moved by a desire to do 
God's will, and a purpose to live in 
accordance therewith (even though 
there might have been failure in 
that earnest effort), they would 
have known that Jesus had His wis­
dom from God.

II. The Power of Divine Commis­
sion (vv. 7-13).

Just as unbelief hinders even the 
Son of God, so faith in God and 
obedience to His command makes 
of weak and poorly equipped men 
the mighty servants of God. In fact, 
their very dependence on Him for 
all things sets them free to devote 
themselves fully to the ministry of 
preaching and healing.

Note that they went "two by 
two." Wc have forgotten that di­
vine plan, and often send men into 
remote nnd dangerous pioneer work 
—alone. Man needs fellowship; he 
needs counsel and control.

Consider also how they were to 
learn to trust God for their daily 
sustenance (vv. 8,9). They sufTcrcd 
no lock (see Luke 22:35). These 
rules for the life of religious work­
ers were modified later (Luke 22: 
38), but the principle remains the 
same—tho man or woman who is 
not ready to depend on God for 
everything had better not set out 
to follow Him. It is a blessed and 
delightful life I

No matter how much the modern 
writers attempt to analyze love into 
shreds, it must still be for the 
young, n vital spark, a feeling for 
which there is no accounting. It is 
absolutely right that young people 
should ask themselves prnctical 
questions about the mates they have 
chosen, but before they begin their 
self cross-examination they should 
first have experienced something 
deeper than affection, something be­
yond reason.

Young /tropic cannot afford to do with­
out the vital spark. They cannot hope to 
substitute Ior it, financial security or good 
solid affection or a satisfactory rom/tan- 
ionship. They must know something of 
the first careless rapture lie/ore they enn 
decide to get along without it forever. 
Hut men and women of riper years may 
well marry for reasons other than sheer 
heart-burning love. A man or a woman 
who has known love, und the bitterness 
of renunciation or disillusionment, may 
find peace and happiness with a lolerunt, 
understanding, sympathetic mate.

Spinsters nnd bachelors who have 
been lonely for years find pence and 
contentment in marriage, even 
though the tender passion be denied 
them.

A man may-marry for the second 
time nnd be ns happy with the wife 
he has chosen to keep him com­
fortable as he was with his first 
wife who gave him love. A woman 
may divorce her husband, whom 
she once loved passionately, nnd 
settle down serenely with n man for 
whom she has only affection.

Middle-age has learned love’s les­
son and is willing to compromise 
with life and take what’s offered 
for contentment’s sake. Loneliness 
nnd middle-nge can make marriage 
seem a haven of refuge even though 
it be n marriage of convenience 
pure and simple.

Seed Treatment

SEEDS are sometimes treated to 
hasten germination or to com­

bat disease. The following prac­
tices are recommended by Harold 
N. Coulter, vegetable expert of 
the Ferry Seed Institute.

For more rapid germination: 
Chip or nick the seed coat of 

the following flower seeds: Lathy- 
rus (perennial sweet pen.) the 
lupins, moonflower, nil morning 
glories, and annual sweet peas. 
Be careful not to damage the in­
terior of the seed.

Remove the tough outer shell of 
nbronia (sand verbenn,) castor 
bean, nasturtium, and momor- 
dica.

Soak the following flower seeds 
in water for 12 hours: Cannn lily, 
Job's tears, sweet pea, all morn­
ing glories, nnd momordica.

For preventing disease:
Soak the following vegetable 

seeds in hot water at exactly 122 
degrees F. for precisely 30 min­
utes to combat black rot nnd 
black leg: Broccoli, brusscls
sprouts, cabbage, cauliflower nnd 
collards.

Make it up in a pretty, small- 
figured printed percale, nnd trim 
it with rows of old-fashioned rick- 
rack.
