On the wide prairies of North
America acres of loose soil shift
each year, through the action of
wind and rain. Up to the present
there has been nothing to prevent
it. Farmers simply had to sit and
watch the fertile top soil wash away
in the heavy rains of the spring and
autumn, and blow away when, in
the summery the burning sun, dried
it up into fine dust, : o

Thus, every year, says a writer in
London Answers Magazine, the land
was impoverished, and no amount
of manuring or careful cultivation
on the part of the farmer served
him in what seemed to be a hope-
less battle against Nature.
