Governor Al Smith of New York, who last
week signed the state prohibition repealer s running ahead of President
Harding and second to Ford with a total of 14,438, Harding is lead by
Ford by about 5000 votex The President's vote is 11,471,

Smith’s vote, however, is virtually all from New York state. As a matter
of fact he is running ahead of Ford in New York by more than 4,000.
Smith's heaviest vote outside of his own state was from Pennsylvania,
although he collected votes in Florida, Oklahoma, Maryland, South Dakota,
Ilinois, Kansas, South Carolina, Ohio and Massachusetts.

The real voice of the voters is heard in the Ford and Harding votes
The Detroiter seems to be equally popular and is piling up small majorities
in virtually every community.

Ilinois, Maryland, and Ohio give Harding an early lead over Ford. But

*OF CHEAP MONEY

Widows and Orphans Among
Chief Losers From Unsound
Currency.

E. E. AGGER CITES EXPERIENCE

Speculators Rather Than Inves-
tors and Producers Win From
Currency Depreclation.

The losses and costs horne by the
government and the people of the
United States from unsonnd money
experiments, from eolonial times
down, doubtleas to'al more than our
ataggering  World Wur approprise
tions, 1t 1s declared by E. k. Agger,
an authority on econnmlies, In the
Journal of the American Bankera' As
soclatlon  “Cheap money,” he says,
is very costly, since frenzied finance,
speculation  and  business d'ln-la‘
have- invariably followed In the wake
of unsound Ha cltes his
torfeal sxperience showing that wid
ows and orphans wers among the
chief sufferors
“New geoerations of adnlts, lke
children, hava to learn over and over
agaln that, when playing with fire,
ome runs the risk of being burned.”
Mr. Agger says, “Indulging curren
€y hersasicn constitutes such an adult
playing-with fire. A glance over our
own hiatorical experience would dem-
onntrate this to the most ardent ‘ezay
money advocats, but such advocates
are usually those to whom history Is
‘bunk.’

Boft Money Advocates Seek Profit
“Unfortunately those who are will-
ing to kindle the kind of conflagra-
Uon Invulved {n ‘soft-money’ experi-
mentation are not the only ones hurt
Indeed. they may extort an advan-
tage for themaselves. But the record
is all too clear concgrning the masa
of people. Heavy Ibsses, Injustice,
disorganized production and numer-
ous other evils are inevitable.

“Unsound money projects impose
beary costs on the government itsell.

currency

ralse prices. Mounting prices mean
that, to meet {ts needs, the govern-
ment must uppropriate always larger
sums. Agafn, dallying with unsound
money weakens the government's
credit. Prospective bond buyers be-
come hesitant when ourrency depre-
clation is threatened, because there is
danger of agitation toward the pay
ment of government obligations In the
cheapsr money rather than in specie,
Any such weakening of goverment
credit means lower pricea recelved for
bonds, consequently grealsr burdens
on the Treasury. Assuming that, In
the end, sound principles triumph, the
indulgences of the umsound currency
days lsave further costs to be mel
If paper money has been lasusd It
must be redeemed. If a government
be unwilling to stoop to repudiation
It must ralse much more In taxes 0
pay for the paper money than il re
ceived at the time of lssue.”

ways be hoisted briskly and lowered
slowly and ceremoniously.

Results of such treat-
ments are always more or less un-
certain. Mineral deficiencies, indi-
cated by pale mucuous membranes
due to lack of iron; by enlarged
joints d other bone disturbances,
usually = due to mal-assimilation of
lime salts, or by other less common
symptoms, can be made up by sup-
plying the needed element to the
animal. Excess of minerals, how-
ever, will cmuse disturbance of
digestion and elimination.
