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March 11 has been sci as the 
date for the 1050 Lubbock County 
Stock Show to be held in the Sla­
ton football stadium. This will be 
the ninth annual consecutivo show 
to be held here.

All 4-Club boys and F.F.A. boys 
of Lubbock County, the Wilson 
school district, and possibly the 
Southland district will be cliKiblc 
to show any stock they have 
raised or have bought and fed. 
Prizes will be awarded in tho 
various stock classes and groups 
with several new classes having 
been added since last year’s stock 
show.

In the Junior Class (light weight 
180-239), prizes for Duroc Jersey, 
Poland China and other breeds of 
seven, six, five, four, two, and one 
dollars will bo awarded. Prizes for 
tho same types in the Senior Clas9 
(heavies 240-300- will bo the samo 
as the Junior. Five prizes for light 
weight (180-230) in the fat class­
es will bo offered ranging from 
seven to two dollars.

Five prizes for Fat Lambs (fine 
wool), cross breeds, and south- 
down cross-breeds, will range from 
five dollars to one dollar. Prizes 
for Dairy Cattle, heifers, will be 
ten, eight, six, four, two and one 
one dollars; and for classes of fat 
Ctlves, heavy (350 and over) priz­
es will be twelve, ten, eight, six, 
four, and two dollars. For scramble 
calves, four prizes ranging from 
:'five to two dollars will bo award­
er, ;and six one dollar prizes will 
be given.

Cotton House At 
H. And H. Gin Is 
Damaged By Fire

A blaze, believed to have start­
ed around a cotton unloading mo­
tor in a cotton storage house, caus­
ed damages estimated at between 
$4,000 and $5,000 late Sunday 
morning at Howard and Heard Gin, 
located at the end of South 9th 
Street.

Fanned by a west wind, the fire 
partially destroyed the storage 
building and most of the cotton 
stored there. The building only 
held eight or ten bales at the time 
of tho fire. Everything was cov­
ered by insurance.

This was tho first fire this year 
at tho gin cotton house, and 
damages wilt have no effect on 
ginning operations for the remain­
der of the harvest season. The gin 
has already turned out approxi­
mately 4,750 bales this year.

"We want to express our ap­
preciation to the Slaton Volunteer 
Fire Department members for their 
efforts in extinguishing the fire,” 
J .  R. Heard said early this week.

“Another point to 
consider,” ho continued, "is that 
many parents do not want their 
children to swim in public ilools 
because of the polio danger; so 
until the disease is curbed, it 
might not bo wise to try to tackle 
such a large undertaking.”

Approximately $25,000 loss was 
estimated in the J . B. Malone Gin 
fire in Slaton which occured on 

I Tuesday afternoon around 2:00 
p. m. Malone stated Wednesday 
that they definitely plan to re­
build the gin, but that is will be 
some time yet before the actual 
construction can get under way.

All the machinery in the main 
gin plant was burned which ac­
counts for the greater part of the 
loss; and the building bearing the 
machinery was also damaged be­
yond repair. The gin was partially 
covered with fire insurance, 
Malone explained, but an exact 
amount cannot yet be made.

Slaton volunteer firemen work­
ed efficiently to both extinguish 
tho fire and save surrounding 
buildings as the main danger was 
in tho winds that hit a steady 40- 
mile-an-hour pace. The firemen 
were reported as having worked 
late Tuesday night guarding the 
smouldering embers, although the 
fire was brought under control 
within an hour after the flame 

I broke out.
Cause of the fire could, not be 

readily determined because of the 
rapidity with which it spread 
through the building, but because 
of this it was believed to have 
started from a spark in the ribs 
of the stands, being carried 
through a wooden conveyor belt 

I and into tho condenser and press­
es before breaking out.

After the fire Malone congra­
tulated the firemen for the ex­
cellent job done in checking the 
blaze in the high winds. The 
volunteer fire department is head­
ed by Elbert Wilson.

Prosperity Gone Wild . . . .
Most folks buy when prices are at their highest and arc 

forced to sell when the bottom drops out and most every one 
these days has a tale or two to tell about the opportunities that 
they have passed up in the not very distant past.

Many who are bemoaning tho fact that opportunity 
nearly knocked them on their faces do not appreciate tho good 
fortune that came their way when the property that they owned 
ten or twelve years ago is worth from one to four times what 
it was when they bought it.

There is of course the possibility that a sudden drop 
in values might come at any time, but there is also tho probablity 
that most everything is going to increase and that living con­
ditions will get even more complicated than they arc now.

While property values in Slaton have increased they 
have not increased in proportion to the property in most other 
town? and it is likely that those who make investments now 
will profit in the near future.

The coal strike has already caused a shortage of steel 
and the manufacturers and distributors of articles made of steel 
are holding back the sales of such articles so that they can take 
advantage of all price increases, freight rates arc likely to in­
crease and it won’t be long before a loaf of bread will cost 
twenty five to fifty cents, a suit of clothes about two hundred 
and a home no telling how much. Some stabilization will have to 
come before long or there’s no telling what will happen.

How To Control A Nation . . . .
The electric power industry has long been the main 

target in a campaign to socialize American enterprise. But the 
reason why this should be 'so is not generally understood.

It was well-explained 25 years ago, by Carl D. Thomji- 
son, a nationally-known socialist prominent in the public owner­
ship movement. Mr. Thompson said: "The movement for Public 
Super-power is tho most vital phase of the public ownership move­
ment. The control of electric power—will obviously carry with it 
the control of the industries of the nation. The control of trans­
portation, of mining, and agriculture—It will also dominate and 
determine very largely the domestic life of the people—electric 
power is the key to the coming civilization."

Long afterward. David Lilicnthal, then head of the 
Tennessee Valley Authority, said much the same thing in a suc­
cinct phrase, when he observed that whoever controls energy, con­
trols people.

The reasoning beliind these views is sound. Electricity 
is the life of industry, it is an essential in the home and on the 
modern farm. It is related to the control and use of our land, 
water and otlicr rc.sourccs. And so, once the source of supply was 
socialized, and the men holding political power dominated it, they 
could do with the nation almost anything they might wish.

Under private ownership, stale and Federal regulatory 
bodies guard the interests of the public. But socialized power 
would be free of any such state regulation. It would, as Mr. 
Thompson said, lead to the control of the country.—From Indus­

trial News Review.

ORDINANCE NO. 118 I
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING 
PUBUC DANCE HALLS AND 
PUBLIC DANCES IN THE CITY 
OF SLATON. TEXAS. REQUIR­
ING A LICENSE AND PERMIT 
F E E .  PROVIDING REGULA­
TIONS THEREFORE AND FIX­
ING A PENALTY F O R  THE 
VIOLATION OF ANY OF THE 
TERMS THEREOF.

Be It Ordained by the City Com­
mission of the City of Slaton: 

Section 1. The term "Public 
Dance" as used in this ordinancu 
shall be taken to mean any dance 
or ball to which admission can 
be had by payment of a fee, or by 
the purchase, possession or presen­
tation of a ticket or token or in 
which a charge is made for caring 
for clothing or other property, or 
any other dance to which the pub­
lic generally may gain admission 
with or without the payment of a 
fee. The term "Public Dance Hall" 
as used herein shall be taken to 
mean any room, pavilion, place or 
space in which a public dance or 
public ball shall be held..

Section 2. It shall be unlawful 
to hold any public dance or pub 
lie ball within the Umits of the

3  of Slaton until the daned 
in which the same may bo 

held shall first have been duly 
licensed for such purpose. Appll 
cations will be made on forms fur­
nished and prescribed by the city 
for that purpose. The license, 
when authorized by the City Com 
mission shall be issued by the 
Clerk, and the fee therefore shall 
be paid at the time of issuing tho 
license. An annual license fee for 
each public dance hall shall be re­
quired in the amount of $25.00.

Section 3. No license shall be 
issued for any buliding to be used 
as a dance hall that is located 
within 500 feet of any place of 
public worship, or within 300 feet 
of any private residence unless ap­
plication therefor shall be approv­
ed in writing by a majority of 
the property owners within such 
radius. No license shall be issued 
until such building be found by 
inspection to be fire proof and to 
conform to the health regulations 
of the City, to be a safe and proper 
place for the purpose for which it 
is to be used, to be properly ven­
tilated and equipped with adequate 
toilet facilities, and to conform to 
such regulations as may be adopt­
ed by the City Commi^on.

Section 4. No person, jwrsons, 
societies, clubs or organizations 
shall hold a public dance or public 
ball within the City of Slaton 
without first procuring from the 
City Clerk a permit therefor. Ap­
plication for such permit shall be 
filed with the City Clerk at least 
forty eight hours before the pro­
p o se dance or ball is to begin. 
Applications shall be referred to 
tho Chief of Police, who shall ap'

prove same when all tho provi­
sion of this ordinance and any 
other ordinance in reference there­
to have been complied with fully. 
Upon approval of application by 
the Chief of Police the Clerk shall 
issue a permit to applicant upon 
payment of a fee of $15.00, which 
amount shall be deposited with the 
Clerk at the time of filing of ap­
plication.

Section 5. All public dance halls 
shall be kept at all times in a 
clean, healthful and sanitary con­
dition; during any dance held 
therein all rooms connected there­
with shall be kept open, and the 
entire place shall be well lighted. 
All members of the police force 
of the City shall have the power, 
and it shall be their duty to cause 
the place, hall or room where any 
dance or ball is held or given to be 
vacated wherever any provision of 
this ordinance is being violated or 
whenever any indecent act shall 
be committed, or when any dis­
order of a gross, violent or vulgar 
character shall take place there­
in. It shall be unlawful for any 
persons or person in charge of any 
public dance hall to permit any 
boisterous or disorderly person to 
enter or to be and remain in any 
public dance hall or public dance. 
It shall be unlawful for any per­
son to conduct himself in a boister­
ous or disorderly manner in any 
public dance hall or public dance. 
No intoxicated, gross-mannered or 
vulgar person or indecent chara 
cter shall be permitted in any 
dance hall or public dance, and 
no person or persons shall be per­
mitted to remain who conduct 
themselves in a gross or vulgar 
manner. No indecent, freak or im 
modest dances shall be permitted.

Section 6. All police officers of 
tho City arc hereby empowered 
and it shall be the duty of each, 
to enforce all rules, regulations 
and orinances relating to public 
dances and public dance halls, and 
they are hereby empowered to re­
voke any dance permit at any time 
when any provision of this ordin­
ance is being violated.

Section 7. The provisions of this 
ordinance shall in no way inter­
fere with private dances given at 
the private homes of reputable 
persons or with dances given by 
reputable or permanently organiz­
ed clubs, societies or organizations, 
where the attendance is restricted 
to members of the society, club 
or organization and their guests; 
provided however, that the terms 
of this ordin.mcc shall apply to 
any and all instances where any 
dance or bail is had where ad 
mission can be had by the pay 
ment of a fee or by the purchase, 
possession or presentation of a 
ticket or token, or in which a 
charge is made for caring for 
clothing or other property, or to 
which the public generally may

gain admission with or without 
the payment of a fee.

Section &. Should any provision 
of this ordinance bo held invalid, 
such holding shall not Invalidate 
any other portion hereof; the City 
Commission declares that It is Its 
intention that Uio validity of no 
provision shall depend upon tho 
validity of any other provision.

Section 9. Any person, firm, as­
sociation, copartnerships or cor

poratkm who shall violate any 
provision or provisions of this 
ordinance shall bo fined any stun 
not to exceed $200.00.

Section 10. All ordinances and 
parts of ordinances in conflict 
with the provisions of this ordin­
ance are hereby repealed.
