MIX one cup sugar, l /.l  c u p  
white corn syrup. 1/3 cup water, 
1 4 cup butter and 3/4 teaspoon 
salt and cook in sauce pan, stir­

ring until the sugar is dls.solved.
CONTINUE COOKING without 

stirring (270 F) until the syrup 
.forms a brittle ball in cold wa­
ter.

ADD 3/4 teaspoon vanilla and 
stir only enough to mix it with 
the hot syrup.

PLACE 3 QUARTS of JOLLY 
Tl.IlE POPPED CORN in a large 
mixing tiowl, and mix with one 
cup mixcxl raisins, nuts and cand­
ied cherries (gum drops may be 
preferrixl to the candled cherries).

POUR THE COOKED SYRUP I 
over this mixture very slowly, mlx-J 
Ing well ns you pour.

IVITt THE HANDS and .shape 
part of the mixture into .small pop 
corn bnll.s, using only enough pres­
sure to make the balls stick to­
gether, Place the balance of the 
mixture In a .square cake pan, and 
using a wet knife, cut into bars 
or .squares.
