7tti St. gave me this recipe the 
other day. and told me that .she 
had cut it out df the 'Woman's 
Angle' of the Lubbock paper 20 
.years ago. It had been put in the 
paper by Miss Della Wilkerson. 
It's a recipe for one of the best 
cakes ever made. I f  you don't be­
lieve it ask Mr. Shaffer. He has 
been eating his wife's cooking for 
36 years now and he's really quite 
n connoisseur on the subject. Here 
is the recipe for Burnt Sugar or 
Caramel Cake:

Burn 1 cup sugar, add 1 cup 
hot water, cream ' i  cup butter. 
Slowly add 1‘4 cups sugar and 
3 egg yolks which have been beat­
en. Add 2 tablespoons of burnt 
sugar mixture. Sift together 2H 
cups flower and 2’4 teaspoons 
baking powder three times. Add 
to mixture alternately with 1 cup 
milk and 13 cup burnt sugar. Add 
1 teasiKion vanilla fold in 3 egg 
whites which have been beaten 
stiff. Bake at 350 degrees.

Filling

Use remaining burnt sugar, ad­
ding 2 cups sugar, '4 cup butter, 
'll cup cream. Cook until It forms 
(I soft ball in water. Let cool a few 
minutes and bent until thick en­
ough to spread.

The birds you will want to keep 
are those with well develope 
heads, long broad hacks, long keel 
bones, and fleshy breasts.

Cull Poor Layers

.After pullets have been liousei 
and the flock has readied about 2.'
