The group authorized the prep­
aration of an ordinance prohib­
iting the display of merchandise 
on s tree ts , sidewalks or public 
property.

By mutual consent, the com­
m ission agreed to set a price 
of $4,500 on a house and lot 
In the Hood Addition that 1* 
owned by the City.

The commtaelon voted to 
adopt the budget for this fiscal 
year as a deficit budget with­
out arranging for Inereasec 
revenue until after a Joint m eet­
ing with the financial planring
co m m lsa lo n

By virtue of legal Issues, 
a two-to-one m ajority must be 
recorded for the euccessful 
passage of the Issue.

U the Issue passes, the State 
Highway Department will match 
the amount voted by the county, 
making a $3,500,000.00 com­
bined project.

According to officials, it was 
stipulated that U the election 
pasted , the f irs t construction 
would be In Slaton. It would 
call for a four-lane highway 
around the west edge of the city 
lim its, rvlng Into th* Poet high­
way ju*t south of town.

In making the decision to 
back the bond election, the fact 
was taken Into consideration by 
the Chamber of Commerce that 
tha Job will be don* In th* next 
few years regard less. By 
undertaking the project now, 

’Slaton can be assured of having 
th* by-pass built on th* edge 
of th* city If th* alectlon 
falls and th* construction la 
undertaken later, the coat of 
right-of-way will be to a point 
so *a to nacaadtat* th# building 
of th* road from four to eight 
m ilei from the city lim it

Since the la i t  alectlon, the 
coat of the work haa risen 
$400,000.00' over the last es­
timate due to the growing price 
of purchasing right-of-way

Alio pointed out was th* fact 
that th* State Highway Depart­
ment will pay for half of th* 
purchase of right-of-way, to 
twice th* amount of th# bond 
election will be usod to provide 
tha highway!

Noted additionally was th* fact 
that the bonds will not neces­
sarily increase the tax rat*
If taxes are Increased, It will 
be due to some factor istfore- 
seen at this time The bonds

It has the 
dial In the rece iv e r. You lift the receiver, hold It In your 
hand, and dlsL The dial Lights up when you lift the rece iver, 
too.

Or. how about s plcturephone? This telephone of the future 
will transm it p ic tures as well ss sound, so people will be 
able to tee  each other as thev talk on the phone. The picture- 
phone has been successfully tested, but it will be quite a 
while before It Is available for widespread pub lie ua*.

Must Be Competitive
"These are some ot the big 

reasons ' he emphasized, "why 
It’s absolutely essential to keep 
this Industry alive and expand­
ing "

"This Is another way of saying 
cotton must be competitive — a 
theme we've stressed throughout 
□ Congresses and one we re go­
ing to continue to stress," he 
added

Jackson said the customer at the 
retail counter determines cotton's 
destiny and buys the product that 
offers him the best value In price 
and quality that is promised 
moot effectives

"How can our Industry offer 
ilm this value and thus strong- 
hen and expand our markets?" 
Jackson asked.

"In the long run, there ■ only 
one real way." he added "It’s 
through intelligent and effective 
research and promotion — re­
search that unlocks the door to 
lower caste and a competitive 
price . . . research that’s concen­
trated on Improving the quality 
of cotton and Its products . . . 
and promotion that utilizes to the 
fullest all the tool* and tech­
niques that influence people to 
buy In this competitive age."

S Million taveived
He said about 3 million people 

are involved In producing the 
cotton crop and that this provides 
jobs tor 43,000 workers In 5,400 
gins; 13.000 tn warehouses and 
compresses: 11000 In oil mills.

and 9.000 In cotton merchandising

Jackson said cotton accounts
