The 
suspect vehicle was located 
in the Perryton area and the 
six suspects and two 
hostages were stopped after 
a high speed chase which 
went through downtown 
Perryton. The hostages 
were released unharmed 
and the suspects arc facing 
charges of Aggravated 
Kidnapping, Unauthorized 
Use of a Motor Vehicle and 
Felony Escape in Perryton 
and in Carson County. Five 
of the six suspects had been 
convicted of at least one 
murder each. All five were 
facing life sentences and the 
sixth was serving forty years 
for Kidnapping. The 
prisoners were being 
transported from Indiana to 
Grants, New Mexico. To 
say that the six suspects

v/ere hard core, would be 
an understatement. It 
v /o u ld  a ls o  be an 
understatement to say that 
the transport persons were 
foolish.

Our department assisted

The sole 
oxupant of the vehicle died 
after colliding with a parked 
rattle trailer.

Water District Cuts Tax Rate
The Board of Directors 

o f Panhandle Grounc Water 
Conservation District voted 
to cut the tax rate in the 
District 123 percent after 
their  budget  t ear ing  
Wednesday, Augur t 28. 
John Spearman, board 
president of the water 
conservation district, which 
includes all or p  rts of 
seven counties, said that the 
Board set its 1996 lax rate 
at S0.0125 per $100 
property valuation. Last 
year’s tax rate was >0.0140 
per $100 property vs uaiion.

The District’s IS 95 tax 
base of $1,916,-17,145 
decreased to $1,894,131,112

this year, primarily because 
of a drop in natural gas 
prices in the year used for 
calculation of mineral 
values. That made this 
year’s effective tax rate 
$0.014153.

"The District’s board of 
directors promised the tax 
payers we would cut taxes
this year, if at all possible, 
and we did," Spearman said.

Following the budget 
hearing Wednesday evening 
at the District’s office in 
White Deer, the 1996-97 
budget v/as set at S236.750. 
The District’s 1995-96 
budget was $267,600.
