Robin Hood Forum Challenges Law
Dear Editor

R epresentatives from 
property-wealthy school 
districts are maintaining that 
aot only is school funding 
legislation passed earlier this 
year unconstitutional but 
also fails to provide the 
promised funding equity.

More than SO districts 
banded together in a group 
called the ’Robin Hood

Forum* and filed a suit 
c h a l l e n g i n g  t h e  
constitutionality of the law 
which was upheld by a 
lower court The suit is 
expected to be ruled on by 
the Supreme Court any day.

"This new law adds 
another layer of bureaucracy 
and, in the end, increases 
property taxes in almost 
every district in the state,* 
said Superintendent Marion 
O aja, d e n  Rose.

Also research being 
conducted by the Robin 
Hbod Forum indicates that 
while the new law baa hurt 
programs in the wealthier 
d istric ts it has not 
significantly helped the 
poorer districts.

T h e  bottom line is that 
the state of Texas is once 
again pushing its own 
responsibility to adequately 
fund quality education down 
to the local taxpayer,* said

Bill Reaves, superintendent 
in Palacios ISD. "Nobody is 
really a winner under this 
Plan because it still fails to 
deliver a sufficient amount 
of money to poorer school 
te lnets so they truly can 
make a difference. At the 
»m e time, it simply levels 
down higher spending 
•ehools to a state-imposed 
standard of mediocrity."

Many of the poor districts 
that received additional 
money through the County 
Education District (CED) 
distribution report that their 
local property taxes have 
also increased with little or 
no improvement in their 
education programs.

T h is is not a rich against 
poor issue. Any way you 
cut it, the burden falls on 
local taxpayers whether they 
reside in a poor district or a 
rich district,* said Andrews 
ISD Superintendent James 
Pennington.

The majority of these 
property-wealthy districts are 
•mail, rural and comprised 
of working class folks, with 
mode rate-to-low income. 
Also, minorities represent a 
lignificant high percentage 
in some districts.

"We cannot sit back and 
allow erosion of the quality 
education that we have 
worked so hard to deliver to

students in our districts,* 
said Czaja,  who is 
chairperson of the Litigation 
Group that is spearheading 
the Robin Hood Forum.

'W e  m u s t  in f o rm  
taxpayers of the serious 
im p l i c a t i o n s  o f  th i s  
legislation on the future of 
education in this state. We 
also will enlist the support 
of citizens and business 
leaders to push for a 
revitalized state commitment

to public education,* Czaja 
said.

With a Supreme Court 
d e c i s i o n  o n  t h e  
constitutionality of the 
legislation expected any day, 
members of the Robin 
Hood Forum are hoping 
that the Court will overturn 
the law and abolish the 
County Education Districts 
(CEDs).

"We believe that the 
p r e s e n t  l a w  i s  
unconstitutional because the 
t a xes  co l l e c te d  and  
redistributed by the CEDs 
amount to state ad valorem 
taxes in violation of a 
constitutional ban on such 
taxes,* Czaja said. T f the 
Court rules in our favor and 
a special session is called, 
the legislators can look 
again at the issues without 
the crowded agenda of a 
regular session. The future

of our state will be 
determined by our level of 
commitment to each child in 
every district I believe the 
state can fund quality 
education.”

As Attorneys James 
George and Hugh Lowe 
have written, we can do 
that*...with a new tax system 
that taxes real wealth in a 
real world and supports the 
schools from all the wealth 
available in Texas. When 
our legislators ran for office, 
they said they wanted to go 
to Austin and work for us.

Tf the Supreme Court 
dec la res  the  County  
Education District Tax 
unconstitutional, the people

of Texas should not be 
required to pay $4-5 billion 
in taxes they do not owe 
because the Legislature or 
Governor believes the task 
too hard or that the task 
requires too much courage. 
The times are too hard to 
ask Texans to make such a 
sacrifice.’
