The second gquestion concerns
Itself with the selection of a board
of trustees.

Would Include
All Young Men
Befween 17-20

WASHINGTON, Oct. 23
(AP) — President Truman
today recommended a year's
military training for young
men between the ages of 1T
and 20 years old.

Mr. Truman told. a joint session
of congress that the United States
must remain militarily -strong. He
urged that a small professional
army be maintained, supplement-
ed with a reserve of trained young

men.

Specifically he asked that male
citizens enter the year's training
period either at the age of 18 or
at their gragluation from high
school, whichever is later. In any
event, he said, the training should
begin before the young man is 20,

Seventeen year olds who had
completed their high school coursa
would be eligible to start their
training at that age if their par-
ents consented.

Leak In Japan's Secrets—

SOVIET SECRET AGENT POSES
ASNAZI, TRUSTED IN TOKYO

By HAMILTON W. FARON

TOKYO, Oct. 23 WP—A fan-
tastic story of a Russian secret
agent who posed as a German
newspaperman while directing a
spy ring in Japan which reached
into the innermost councils of the
imperial palace and the German
embassy was reported today by
the newspaper Asahl

The secret agent, Richard
Gorge, was arrested Oct. 38, 1941,
shortly after he had reported to
Moscow that war between Japan
and America was inevitable before
the end of that year, Asahi said.
He eventually was sentenced 1o
death.

Gorge, the paper related, came
to Japan in 1933 on orders of the
International Comintern, although
he ostensibly .was a special cor-
respondent of the German news-
paper, the Frankfurter Zeitung,
and a staunch supporter of Hitler.

He subsequently became so
highly trusted at the German em-
bassy he was appointed chief of
the embassy information section,
and much of the axis and Japa-
nese inforwaation, as well as Ger-
many's policy toward Japan, pass-

ed over his desk.

As a result of Gorge's opera=
tions, through sources which were
able to reach even into the em-
peror's palace and report fully the
details of conferences with the
emperor, as well as meetings of
Japan's military leaders, “Japa-
nese secrets at a critical time were
leaking through almost complete«
Iy,” Asahi reported.

The paper continued -that “mili-
tary moves at the time of the out-
break of the German-Soviet war
and the situation in Japan which
made the Pacific war inevitable
were reported (by Gorge) with
elear judgment to the Comintern.™

As an example of the accuracy
of his reports, Asahi said that just
before he was arrested, Gorge had
“analyzed Japanese production po-
tentialities and reported that
Japanese production then had
reached its peak, but that a long
term war against the United States
and Britain was impossible to
stop.

Commissioners Dr. Will Watt of
Austin and Gordon Stewart of
Bonora suggested some plan by
which the female deer could be
killed on pastures where there is
overstocking.

Stewart said that in the Mason
county sreg the situation is becom-
ing acute. In some areas there
&re as many as one deer per acre.

"On manv leases. all the big
bealthy bucks are killed off early
in the season.” he said.
Jeaves does and runt bucks. With
the overpopulation of deer, the re-
sull is diminishing quality "

Dr. Watts said the tlag system
of issuing licenses as now em-

As i read the signs, the dispute between Mos-
ecow and Turkey over (1) control of the Dardanelles
and (2) the territorial concessions which the Soviet
wants in Turkish Armenia, seems to be coming to
s head. The stakes are vast, and both sides are
packing guns—precautionary, probably, but none

the less suggestive.

The status of the Dardanelles is of the utmost
importance to Russia. This narrow strait (the one
Leander used to swim nightly to visit his true love)
is the gateway teading from the Black Sea into the
It's Russia’s only
exit from the Black Sea and without free use of this
passage, Moscow cannot make good its apparent
ambition to become a Mediterranean power.

The way things now stand, Turkey controls the
Dardanelles under the so-called Montreaux Conven-

Aegean and the Mediterranean.

Curly Caminifa’s Stafeside Almanac

WASHINGTON—As this is be-
isg written the last edition of one
of the strangest publications born
of this war is going to servicemen
still on duty cleaning out global
war's four corners. It is “Curly
Caminita's Caspital Roundup.”

Ludwig Caminita is never
known by eny other handle than
“Curly,” even around the Petro-
Jeum Administration for War,
where he is a member of the pub-
lic relations staff. He is a small
chunky fellow, with a Tound,
good-natured face and curly hair
as black as a new shoe-shine.

Hiz good humor is exceeded
only by his energy and (like a lot
of- good Americans not so far re-
moved from the old country) by a
deep-rooted patriotism, which he
never wears on his sleeve.

Even before we got inlo the
shooting part of the worlc mess,
Curly was knocking on the doors
of the recruiting offices of the
Army, Navy and Marines. He got
slong fine until he got to the doc-
tors, They would have no part of
him, in spite of the fact that he
Jooks a5 husky as a young ox
Curly pleaded, signed waivers
and saw a thousand people, but
the fighting war*went on without
him,

Back in 1942, when our first
troops were fighting across the
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plains and hills .of North Africa,
Curly sat down and wrote a letter.
It was nothing more than that—
just a long gossipy letter broken
up into subheads that gave the

news about Washingfon, polities,
the movies, radio and sports, and
2 few jokes.

Instead of sending the lefter to
just one fellow he knew, Curly
had it mimeographed. He gave®
some to friends to send to men
they knew in the service.

The response was almost in-
stantaneous., With it came a de-
mand for more. Curly piled notes
on his desk, pulled up his type-
writer and “Curly Caminita’s Cap-
ital Roundup” was born.

For 136 weeks, despite office
duties, becoming a father, and oc-
casional silments, he never miss-
ed a week of getting out the
“Roundup.” From that little be-
ginning, it grew to 16 {often 18)
pages of single-spaced type (about
12 times as long as the plece you
are reading). Before long 900 cop
fes were being mailed out every
week.

How many readers Curly had
will never be known. The “Round-
up” was handed around until it
was worn out. It was placed in
recreation rooms. For more than a
year, one V-mail station photog-
raphed it and sent it to units in
the Pacific, Shipboard and Army
and Marine unit papers picked up
sections of it weekly. It was used
on overseas radio stations that
beamed recreationzl programs.

The “Roundup” outgrew Curly
and his pockelbook. But he was
never at loss for a staff—mostly
other government workers and
Washingtonlans who were fired
by Curly's enthusiasm.

Even when money was needed,
someone always came through.
For more than a year a local sten-
cil company donated the stencils
on which the "Roundup” was cut,

Curly's only remuneration is in
the thousands of letters he has
received from Gls all over the
world thanking him for his
thumbnail of week's doings at
home.

KINTAMANI, Bali (W—Civil-
jzation is slowly probing with
tainted hands into “the last para-
dise” of Bali, and Europeans who
foreswore the world to live here
fear its inroads will bring disas-
ter to this happy island.

“Bali has changed terrifically
since I first came here in 1819,"
said Roland Strasser, Austrian
artist, author and globe trotter,
“These people are losing their
gods."

Strasser, a tall, thin man of 58
with a brooding, intellectual face,
spent five years in Tibet, and Is
something of an authority on out-
of-way places and peoples. In 1931
he wrote a notable travel book,
“The Mongol Horde.”
~ He has spent ten years alto-
gether in Ball. He and his wife,
Henrika, live a solitary life in
their home at Kintamani, which
commands a splendid view of
Batoer volcano and the great deep
lake at its base.

Strasser has sardonic views on
modern machine progress and
machine-distributed culture and
their impact on Balinese and oth-
er native Pacific peoples. As he
told them in his neat sitting room,
he puffed contentedly on the first
American cigaret he had smoked

in years. Strasser excepis cigarets.,

from his condemnation of the
machine age.

“The natives here are suffering
from too much half-digested edu-
cation,” he said. “Their art has
been diverted into the tourist in-
dustry”—he referred chiefly to
Balinese wood carving — “and
their style corrupted.”

“Their gods are going from
them. I can't say it was perfect
before this began to happen—but
it was more genuine here. Japa-
nese occupation slowed this
change. The Japanese left them

pretty much untouched, and ac-
tually tried to teach them to keep
their old gods.”

Strasser particularly dislikes
the effect of missionaries on the
people, °

“They've got the Balinese all
mixed up,” he said. “They covert-
ed them to Christianit and all
sorts of things. Many natives de-
cided to become Christians because
they found it was cheaper. They
say they don’t have to give offer-
ings every day to their old Hindu
gods now—once a week will do for
the new Christian god the mis-
sionaries told them about.

“The Balinese isn't a Moham-
medan with the stern outlook on
life of the Moslems. He is a hap-
py-go-lucky man. Education has
only made him wretched. You can
teach him about the world outside
Bali, but it really is no concern of
his.”

Strasser has absorbed thls view-
point himself, He has little con-
cegn In that world either, except
to send out his painting periodi-
cally for exhibition. His wife has
to argue with him for weeks each
vear to get him to go on a vacation
to nearby Java, where there are
more Europeans.

I asked him whether he ever
tired of his solitude; what he miss-
ed most in his life here.

“I miss nothing,” he said posi-
tively. “I am much too muslcal to
miss that hprrible gramaphone
music, and I don't care for movies
or radio."

His wife listened to him a little
sadly. Her eyes grow merry only
when she remembers Vienna. Her
hair was black there, It is gray
now, although her face is young.

“] have grown old here,” she
said. “It is beautiful in Bali, but
too lonely. I miss the.society of
European friends and modern cit-
ies—the shops and the cinemas.”

First, the hero has to get out of
a scrape and into another in
every chapter except the last,
and that must be accomplished
in two reels, or about 20 minutes,
Expense holds down the produc-
tion possibilities, too. Appealing
to a young audience, the serial
makers have to be careful on
moral matters, The hero never
drinks or smokes, although the
heavies might, and the amount
of love is virtually nil.

The serials are filmed in a rush.
Two directors are on each one,
alternating every other day. A
good director can average 40
scenes a day, whereas the usual
picture gets about four or five
Shooting schedules are between
20 and 40 days, average for a B
picture. The finished procuct of
a serial would take over four
hours to show at one time.

The art form requires very
sharp actors because of the speed
involved. Some of the graduates
from serials are Rod Cameron,
John Carroll, Frances Rafferty,
Gene Autry, and a girl named
Phyllis Isley who was such a bad
actress that she couldn't be al-
lowed a closeup.

Navy Brass Hats Joy-Ride In Planes

WASHINGTON — With enlisted
men ftrying to get aboard planes
to enjoy brief furloughs at home,
the navy is permitting the brass
hats to use planes for all sorts of
pleasure purposes.

Most interesting recent joy-ride,
however, occurred out of Banana
River, Fla., with Capt. W. J. Slat-
tery as the chief joy-rider. Cap-
tain Slattery, an Annapolis grad-
uate, recently suppressed the post
newspaper “Banana Peelings"” be-
cause it carried a public opinion
column quoting men apnd reserve
officers as to why they didn't want
to stay in the navy. Perhaps if
Slattery was more careful about

. his joy-rides, more men would fol-

low his advice to remain in the
navy.

Last month, Captain Slattery is-
sued an order against RON’s or
“remaining overnight” flights.
Men and officers, he decreed, who
left the base on flights, must re-
turn to the base that same day.
This, however, did not apply to
him.

For on Sept. 25, Rear Adm.
Ralph Davidson, top commander
for the Florida area, flew from
Jacksonville to Banana River,
where he and Captain Slattery, plus
Lieut. Comdr. George Wasey, for-
mer executive officer at Banana
River, piled into a Navy PBM and
flew to Cat Cay.

Cat Cay is a British island, fea-
turing a ritzy winter colony of
Americans, largely built up by
Commander Wasey's father. The
plane, Buno 01670, carried two
pilots, Lieut. Robert G. Courter
and Lt. Clinkscales, plus a crew of
six. It required 3.8 hours of
flight time, burned 575 gallons of
high-octane and carried in addi-
tion to the three brass-hat passen-
gers, fishing tackle, and seven
quarts of whiskey. (Pilots previ-
ously had been warned against
carrying liquor in planes.)

Admirals’ Clam Bake

While the plane was in the air,
Captain Slattery hit the ceiling be-
cause Lieutenant Courter didn't
have any charts along and because
some of the life-jackets were dirty.
Courter knew the islands backward
and forward, but the captain de-
manded that he fly back to Banana
River, returning later with charts,
new life-jackets, plus a non-flying
commissioned officer navigator.

On Sept. 26, Lieut. H. K, Sowles,
personal aide to Captain Slattery,
took off in a brand new plane,
Buno 59212, plus two pilots, Lieut.
Donald N. Armstrong and Ensign
Roval E. Livingston, and a spe-
cial navigator, Ensign Louis J.
Hayes, Jr., plus a crew of six.
They burnt 500 more gallons of
high-octane, kept another emer-
gency plane warming up, and tied
up several ramps waiting for the
junketing plane to return.

But Admiral Davidson and Cap-
tain Slattery had a marvelous time.

This, however, was only the be-
ginning. The Annapolis boys next
got busy arranging for a big week-
end at Cat Cay. RONS or “re-
maining overnight” flights were
still forbidden by the eaptain, but
on Oct. 11 he sent Lieut. William
Terrill, who is in charge of the
Banana River officers' club, on a
flight to Cat Cay to prepare for
a big party. Terrill flew in a spe-
cial PBM, taking Lieutenant Cour-
ter as pilot.

Rescuing the Cook

Upon' arriving at the exclusive
winter colony, he was met by Mrs,
Wasey, aunt of Commander Wasey.

When Lieutenant Terrill flew
back to Banana River and broke
the news to Captain Slattery, the
good captain was so heartbroken
that he sent Terrill on a special
flight to Jacksonville, 160 miles
away, to tell Admiral Davidson all
about it. The report to Davidson
lasted just two minutes.. Why he
couldn't have telephoned, only
Captain Slattery knows.

Undaunted, the captain next day
sent another special plane, along
with his personal aide, Lieutenant
Sowels, to Cat Cay, to pick up the
cook, who was flown direct to the
coast guard base at Miami, despite
the fact that the base had been
closed down to transient -planes.
From there the cook was taken to
a Miami hospital.

Weary Lieutenant Sowles then
returned to Banana River.

Despite these heroie efforts,
however, the party had to be called
off. . With no ecook, the admirals
missed the “clam-bake.” Mean-
while junior officers and enlisted
men still have trouble getting
home by airplane on furlough.

World Scoop on Atom Bomb

How far ahead of the news Drew
Pearson has been able to keep his
readers has just come.to light im
a story on atomic energy published
on May 1, 1841, seven months bee
fore Pear]l Harbor.

about the attempts to smash the
atom, without of course, revealing
any of the actual secrets. The

*“This fabulous substance, discov-
ered two years ago, is produced
by subjecting metal uranium to
a process of atom-smashing. One
pound of it, combined with ordi-
nary water, would release energy
enough to take the place of millions
of gallons of oil or millions of tons
of ‘coal. So far, however, it has
been isolated only in minute quan=
tities.

“Laboratory research on a meth-
od of producing U-235 in amounts
large enough for practical use is
going on 24 hours a day behind
locked doors at Columbia Univere
sity and the University of Cali=
fornia, which are equipped - with
atom-smashing . cyclotrons. ° Im
rushing their secret
U. S. scientists know they are in
a race with the Nazis. ®

“German researchers also are
working day and night to produce
the same magic element. In fact,
‘military experts are convinced that
one motive for Hitler's seizure of
Denmark last year was the experis
ments being carried on by Dr.
Neils Bohr, Nobel prize winner of
the University of Copenhagen. He
did the original work on U-235

“In this fateful race, the United
States and Canada fortunately have
an abundance of raw material
They possess almost inexhaustible
quantities of uranium-bearing
ores, such as pitchblende. The
great lakes region of Alberta
abounds in pitchblende, while
large deposits are also found im
Utah and Colorado. .

“However, Hitler's occupation of
Czechoslovakia provided him with
an abundant supply, too. It was
pitchblende ore from Bohemia thakt
was used by the Curies in thair re-
search leading to the discovery off
radium.”
