Of the 12%, 484 
voted to approve the 
amendment, while 44 votes 
were cast against.

It’s called "Prayer Walk 
Across America," but it will 
actually be more of a relay 
involving hundreds of 
Christians across the United 
States, according to Jeff 
Messer, pastor of Ami rillo’s 
Southlawn Baptist Chu tfc.

The Walk began Si nday, 
August 3 in Los Angeles 
and will end in Washiigton 
D .C  on October 4th 1 1 the 
Promise Keepers S< lemn 
Assembly.

Groom Included In Cross Walk Across USA

Volunteers will take turns 
walking an 8-foot cross
along a route that will 
include 1-40 across the
Texas Panhandle.

Messer has an extra 
passion for the Cross Walk 
because his brother Randy, 
pastor of the First Baptist 
Church of Oak Grove,
Missouri, is co-founder of 
the event with Clarence 
Lance. Randy and Lance
have been involved in two 
prayer walks into Kansas 
City.

"We carry the symbol of 
the cross to graphically 
d e m o n s tr a te  to  th e

Panhandle, America and the 
world that the gospel of the 
Lord Jesus Christ is the 
light of the world," said 
Randy Messer.

Along the upcoming walk, 
the 8-foot cross will cross 
paths with the 190-foot 
cross constructed along 1-40 
near Groom.

At 6 p.m. Sunday, August 
25 the procession will stop 
for a prayer, praise and 
worship service, at the base 
of the Groom cross. Jeff 
Messer hopes it will attract 
a large gathering of 
believers.

He said the event has 
sparked interest with lots of 
groups, and he’s expecting a 
big turnout.

"As I was reading the 
scripture about how Christ 
fed the 5,000, I thought 
‘this is kind of like that,’" 
said Messer.

He said he won’t be 
surprised if there are as 
many as 10,000 at the 
gathering, which will include 
a praise band made up of 
Steve and Pam Hutsell of 
Groom.

Jeff Messer said as a 
Texas Panhandle native, he 
has felt a special burden for 
the area and its people.

On a num ber of 
occasions he has himself 
been involved in carrying an 
8-foot cross and praying as 
be goes.

"The idea of walking and 
praying has been a part of 
my ministry since I first 
began work with churches," 
said Messer, who grew up in 
Gruver and graduated from 
Way land Baptist University.

He was formerly a pastor 
in McLean where he walked 
and jogged down country 
roads and rural areas, 
"walking and praying as I 
go-*

He and others have 
carried the cross around 
many areas in Amarillo,
including every school 
campus, "praying for our 
schools and for Amarillo," 
he said.

The cross project has
evolved  in to  ■ fam ily
project.

In addition to his brother 
Randy’s founding of the

project, Je ffs  brother, 
Doug, will travel the first 30 
days of the cross walk. 
Doug, a major in the corps 
of engineers, has been 
trained in desert survival, a 
skill that will be useful in 
the long trek ahead.

Jeff’s dad, Buddy Messer, 
a retired SPS manager who 
lives in Canyon, is also 
involved. He’ll drive a 
support vehicle all the way 
to Washington with the 
group, Jeff said.

Messer said that the cross 
walk and the Groom event 
will give many of the area 
Promise Keepers a chance 
to participate in the Sacred 
Assembly in Washington 
D .C

Estimates are that 1.8 
million men have already 
made plans to attend the 
October 4 day of prayer and 
repentance in Washington 
D .C

"Many people won’t be 
able to go to Washington, 
but this will give them an 
o p p o rtu n ity  to  have 
participated in a Promise 
Keepers prayer rally." 
Messer said.

He emphasized that the 
cross walk and the Groom 
rally are not just for men, 
but for all believers of every 
a g e ,  g e n d e r  a n d  
denomination.

"Hundreds of people 
have told me that in unity 
they’ve been looking for a 
way to lift up the cross of 
Christ. That’s our primary 
goal as we cany this 8-foot 
cross of Christ across the 
Panhandle."

Well, it's good o be back. 
My family and I spent four 
days and three ni ;hts in Las 
Vegas last week ind had a 
great time. We p layed golf, 
ate lots of good fo >d and saw 
a great show at Treasure 
Island.

I can’t believe i hat school 
is starting again, but it is! 
Monday mornini I sent a 
teacher off to sell ool crying 
and Thursday I’l send two 
teenagers, crying

Sunday afternoc a I was on 
my way back fron i Amarillo 
pith Marcia and the kids. 
We had went u| to see a 
movie, but decide i  to come 
back because of th : weather. 
I noticed trucks i topped in 
the middle of the r >ad, about 
the John Deere hi use. As I 
got closer, I could ee a white 
Chevy Blazer ove' turned. I 
stopped and got mt to see 
what had happene 1. And in
my almost twent years of 
law enforcement, it didn’t 
take but one look o see that 
this was going to be a 
fatality. I ideutif cd myself 
and set people to doing 
things to help the Injured 
and to try and dea * the road 
and make sure he p was on 
the way. I talk d  to the 
father who was c azed and 
found out that hi son was 
the driver and vas only 
sixteen years of age. I 
looked over seve*al times 
and knew the inev table was 
going to happen as d you feel

helpless and you know that 
there is nothing that you can 
do. Well, the ambulance’s 
from Groom and White Deer 
arrived and started working 
on the injured. Trooper 
Chris Ray of Panhandle and 
Troopers Donald Johnson 
and Oscar Esquedo of 
Borger arrived to work the 
accident. Trooper Chris 
Ray stated the vehicle rolled 
seven and one-half times. 
Speed was a factor in the 
accident Dead shortly after 
arrival at Northwest Texas 
Hospital was Justin Silva, 
16, of Cypress, California. 
Injured were his father, 
William Silva, and Philip 
Wanneba, both also of 
Cypress, CA.

When I got back in the car, 
I told Carrie Sue, who now is 
driving, that’s what can 
happen when you are 
speeding and not paying 
attention. A few minutes 
before the accident the 
driver and his father were 
talking and the next they 
were rolling down the 
Interstate.
Wbat I am trying to say Is, 

it only takes one second to 
end a lifetime of hopes and 
dreams. Also, Trooper 
Wallace checked a vehicle 
outside of Groom going 102 
mph a couple of weeks ago 
•a  Old Route 66. It had 
three teenagers in it, one 
from Claude, one from 
Shamrock and one from 
Groom. So Uke I said It only 
takes a second to die. Until 
next week...STAY SAFE!
