The Groom Fire Depart-
ment responded to a low
number of fire in 1988,
to'aling only 21 runs. The
lowv number can be attrib-
uted to fire conscious
citizens. The fire deparment
is responsible for approxi-
mately 900 square miles
around the Groom area. We
al:o respond in case of a call
for mutual aid. Carson
County runs consisted of
seven grass fires, two
structure fires, and four
vehicle wrecks/fires for a
total of 13 calls. Five grass
fires, one structure fire, and
one vehicle fire for a total of
se ven calls sums up the Gray
County fires. The fire
department responded to
Donley County for one fire.

The Jaws of Life hydraulic
rescue tool was used two
tines last year for extricat-
ion of accident victims.

The final installment on
the city pumper purchased
in 1980 was paid July of
1988. The department has
accepted bids on equipment
m odernization which consist
of a fire apparatus body
including a 750 gallon tank
and storage compartments
and an auxilliary pump for
Goom Community Fire
Truck. These updates will
sive the department and
community about $30,000
dollars over purchase of a
new truck. The bids ranged
from $29,700 to over $35,000
dollars. The truck is primar-
ily an outside of city limits
re sponder although the unit
is a suppression of common
fies but will have the
cepacity to handle special
conditions such as fuel and
chemical spills. The rescue
equipment and accessories
wiil be carmnied along with
portable lighting for use in
remote areas. The update of
this unit will provide greater
st fety for the volunteers who
ritk their lives on every
re sponse.

The total purchase price
for the modifications has
been saved from money
ccllected from the counties
w: have rendered service to
ard donations received from
the public. The city will
contribute no funds for this
update but will receive bene-
fi's well into the future.
