In April, the beard of directors of the risk management pool voted to return a total of S 6 
million in the form of renewal credits to longtime county members that have participated in the 
pool for a full year and successfully controlled their claims losses The program affects 173 
counties and *4 other county-related entities that are pool members.

Canon County has received a total of $9,033 in credit for renewing their auto liability, 
general liability, public official’s liability and law enforcement liability with the pool.
