The Carson Count-' 
Sheriffs Department is 
continuing to investigate a

case of criminal mischief 
which involved several 
thousand dollars in propert' 
damage in Carson and G ra/

have greatly appreciated the 
assistance provided to us by 
persons having information 
on this crime and we would 
certainly welcome further 
information which ‘ might 
help us bring the matter to 
resolution.

Sheriffs deputies are 
investigating two burglaries 
which were reported on 
Friday. One burglary 
involved the theft of a VCR 
and cash and the other 
involved the theft of 
livestock. We are currently 
following leads on both

burglaries.
The Sheriffs Department 

was called to Gloom to 
investigate a report of a 
woman and child who had 
been abandoned on the 
in te r s t a t e .  F u r th e r  
investigation showed that 
the woman and child were

in the company of man with 
a vehicle and that they were 
simply trying to solicit funds 
from local residents. We 
are working with authorities 
in Oklahoma and New 
Mexico to prosecute these 
individuals.

The Sheriffs Department, 
Texas Highway Patrol and 
P a n h a n d l e  P o l i c e  
D e p a r t m e n t  a s s i s t e d  
Amarillo authorities in an 
attempt to locate a stolen 
vehicle from Arizona. In 
addition to driving a stolen 
vehicle, the male and female 
in the car were suspected of 
having taken pornographic 
photographs of a young 
child in the vehicle. The 
matter is still under 
investigation.

Our Department has 
purchased a lap top 
computer for investigative 
purposes in an experimental 
program where we hope to 
increase our effectiveness in 
solving crimes. In addition 
to basic word processing 
capabilities, the computer 
will be outfitted with 
m o d e m  a n d  s c a n  
modifications in addition to 
the Vin Assist Program 
which has been installed 
allowing us to better detect 
altered or falsified serial 
numbers on vehicles. The 
system is currently assigned 
to Deputy Jeff Oldham 
(White Deer) for evaluation.

Webb and his son L.H. 
Webb of McLean. Along 
with Joe Hathoot, General 
Manager of Canadian
Feedyard and McLean
Feedyard, Inc., who is a 
past president of TCFA, the 
Webbs partner in those two 
feedlots. Their McLean
yard manager Neal Odom 
also owns part of that 
operation.

Characteristic of the 
Panhandle "frontiersman" 
tendency to innovate, Allen 
Webb said of retained 
ownership and partnering 
"Oh, we’ve tried everything 
in the world! And we’re 
open to any kind of
b u s i n e s s  p r o p o s i t i o n
anybody would like to
present to us."

His son, L.H. Webb, 
owner of the Seven Cross 
Ranch at McLean, sees 
retained ownership as
"Another opportunity to
expand profit potential. It 
may not always work but it’s

something a rancher should 
take a look at every year 
and put a pencil to," says 
this producer. In actuality, 
L.H. Webb utilizes full 
computer technology in 
running the Seven Cross 
Ranch.

Computerized ranching 
and retained ownership are 
instinctive to L.H. Webb’s 
neighbors at McLean, 
Texas, Jim and Pemie Davis 
of the Davis Ranch. They 
are developers of a new 
financial analysis software 
package ' "CashCow" in 
collaboration with Houston’s 
Doug Kelsay of Agri-Soft, 
Inc. and agricultural  
economist Dr. Stan Parsons 
of the Ranching for Profit 
Schools.

The Davis Ranch has 
also consulted with Carrtzo 
Springs breeding specialist 
Dr. Jerry Cowley about new 
avenues for a cow/calf 
enterprise.

"Any investment we 
would make in genetic

selection towards beef 
quality," says Jim Davis, 
"would  i n d ic a t e  the  
inevitability of retaining 
ownership through the 
feed lot. That option we 
carry in our hip pocket."

Entrepreneur Davis is a 
third-generation * Panhandle 
stockman.

New manager of the 
Davis Ranch, Doug Bolton 
from Arizona, with wife 
Rhonda is fresh out of Stan 
Parsons' Ranching for Profit 
School at Albuquerque, 
New Mexico.
