No action was taken 
on the Cunningham 
property.

It was decided to give 
the full time employees a 
$100.00 Christmas bonus, 
which is a budgeted item.

It was brought to the 
council’s attention by Bob 
Martin that the City has 
been operating at a loss 
for the last several years 
and that the council 
needed to think about 
raising the utility rates to 
bring the income up to 
what it needs to be. It 
was decided to have a 
work session to get 
together and discuss what 
would need to be done 
about this issue.
