Groom Says Yes

To Amendment 17

Mayor Alfred Homer of
the City of Groom today
expressed support for
Amendment Number 17 on
the November 3 general
election ballot. The Mayor
said that Amendment 17
must pass if Texas cities are
to successfully face the lia-
bility insurance crisis which
has plagued municipal gov-
ernment for several years.

Amendment 17 would
empower the state legisla-
ture and not the courts, to
determine how much liabil-
ity a city has for each of its
activities. Some municipal
activities, known as
‘‘governmental’’ activities,
are subject to limits of lia-
bility. For other activities,
km u llmm.'
activities, the city faces un-
limited liability.

“This amendment will
finally bring some predic-
tability to the municipal in-
surance marketplace,’” the
Mayor said, ‘‘because it will
allow the Ilegislature to
specifically determine which
activities are governmental
and which are proprietary. |
believe that with predicta-
bility will come stabilized
insurance costs.’’

Historically in Texas, the
courts have decided whether
a municipal function was
governmental or proprietary
‘“Each court decision chang-
ed the playing field,”” the
Mayor said, ‘‘and insurance
premiums continued to
climb, if coverage was avail-
able at all.”

The Mayor noted that
premiums for municipal
liability insurance have sky-
rocketed in recent years, and
pointed out that taxpayers
suffer when municipal insur-
ance rates increase, because
taxpayers ultimately pay the
premiums. ‘‘We believe that
over the long term, Amend-
ment 17 will help hold costs
down.”’ the Mayor said.

The Texas Municipal Lea-
gue, of which the City of
Groom is a member,
resoundingly endorsed
passage of Amendment 17 at
the League’s Annual Con-
ference in Fort Worth on
Oct. 10.

training as a pilot.

After this initial training,
he moved to Enid, Okla. for
more training and testing
and was then assigned to
bombers. After one more
training hitch in Frederick,
Okla. he graduated form the
aviation course in Aug. 1943
with the rank of Second
Lieutenant.

His first post-graduate
stop was in Dodge City,
Kan. where he was trained
to fly a B-26 twin-engine
bomber. Then, it was on to
Dalhart where he flew in a
tow-target squadron. As
Longino explained it, “‘We
would fly a B-26 towing a
white target which would be
shot at by B-17 heavy-bom-
ber gunner crews for prac-
tice.”’ Longino says that as a
joke the gunners would al-
ways say, '‘We can see the
target planes but what'’s that
white thing dragging beh.ind
it.”" After gunnery practice,
Longino’s crew would drop
the target off and fly back up

and simulate fighter attacks
against formations of B-17’s.
The fake attacks would be
filmed and the school in-
structors would use the film
:l(;d see how well the gunners

Later, Longino was trans-
ferred to Pueblo, Colo.
where he also worked in a
tow-target squadron. After a
while, members of the
WASPs (Women’s Air
Force) took over these dut-
ies and Longino’s squadron

was split up and released for .

combat duties. He went back
to school in Murfreesbor-
m.ﬁ’:’m& to train as a

a B-24 four-engine
bomber. After training was
completed, he went to Lin-
coln, Neb. to pick up a crew
and then all of them trained
as a crew in Tuscon, Ariz.
After one last stop in Top-
Q'kl. Kan., to pick up an
airplane, the crew was
assigned to go overseas in
late 1944,

Longino’s  plane  got
stranded by bad weather in
Bangor, Maine but eventual-
ly took off for the trip
overseas. They stopped in
the Bahamas to refuel and
then took off with 23 other
planes for a trip to the Azore
Islands in the Atlantic Oc-
ean.

Before leaving the Baha-
mas, Longino said, the
weather officer had told the
bomber crews that a weather
front was coming through
but would pass through
quickly. The crews took off
and soon hit what turned out
to be a killer storm. Lon-
gino and his crew flew on
instruments for six hours
at night because the storm
was so bad. Because of a

were so thick that they
couldn’t use the stars to
figure out where they were.
As Longino said, *‘It rained,
hailed, sleeted and snowed.
Once during the night, we
got caught in a downdraft
and the plane fell 8,000 feet
in 30 seconds.”’

The storm was so rough,
he said, that ‘‘out of the 24
planes which started on the
trip, six had to turn back and
six safely reached the A-
zores. The other 12 planes
were never heard from a-
gain."”

The arduous trip lasted 12
hours but finally Longino’s
plane made it to the Azores.
The crew got to rest briefly
and then took off for their
next destination, Africa.
From Africa they made their
way to Italy where they were
involved in combat from
Dec. 1944 until May, 194S.

We’ll have that story next
week.
