by an Amarillo-based waste 
hauling company, Amarillo 
W a s t e  M a n a g e m e n t  
(AWM). AWM was the 
only company to submit a 
proposal to pick up 
materials directly from each 
recycling collection point as 
once had been done by 
CEG.

Though the company had 
no previous experience with 
l a r g e - s c a l e  re c y c l in g  
operations, the owners felt 
that they were prepared to 
branch off into this new 
venture. The owners also 
believed that the company 
would be able to provide a 
level of service that would 
adequately satisfy the 
recycling needs of the 
region’s local governments.

It is with deep regret and 
much disappointment that I 
must now report to you that 
the contract that had been 
tendered to Amarillc Waste 
Management has been 
canceled. In other words, 
th e  p a p e r  recycling  
programs that were offered 
to you several weeks ago 
will not be available at this 
time. However, the oil and 
oil filter recycling programs 
are still being made 
available since those services 
will be provided by another 
recycling company.

However, the RSWMAC 
is not abandoning the 
regional recycling program 
coocept. In fact, the 
Committee has already 
t a k e n  m e a s u r e s  to  
strengthen the possibilities 
for the creation of a self- 
sufficient program in the 
not too distant future.

In the meanwhile, I do 
a p o l o g i z e  f o r  a n y  
inconvenience this decision 
may cause you or your 
residents.

loans against home equity 
would create new choice 
and flexibility for potential 
borrowers. Our members 
believe that changes in the 
law would have the opposite 
effect. Once the barriers to 
collateralizing homesteads 
are removed, we believe 
that inclusion of the home’s 
value will become almost 
automatic in virtually any 
loan that carries substantial 
risk.

Bankers are not bad guj» 
here, but they have an 
obligation to protect the 
i n t e r e s t s  o f  t h e i r  
shareholders, and to satisfy 
bank examiners. They will 
ere on the side of caution 
and gel every bit of 
collateral they can before 
making a loan. You may 
have the choice to use your 
home equity, but you may 
not have the choice to do 
anything else.

A recent conversation 
with a banker friend of 
mine drove this point home 
for me. He posed a 
hypothetical situation of a 
farmer with limited financial 
options. He described ttie 
mythical but bleak financial 
picture, and said, "If I could 
have the house for 
collateral, I could go with 
him for another year."

This s i tu a t io n  has 
happened often enough in 
real life and there is plenty 
of heartache associated with 
it. I had to tell my friend, 
"Don’t you think it would 
be better to say no now, 
and leave this person with 
bis house and maybe 
enough assets to start 
over?" As long as a fat 
pool of equity exists in the 
form of a house, many 
bankers will be tempted to 
extend loans when they 
probably should not.

Fanners and business 
owners who got loans last 
year will suddenly find that 
the same leans will not be 
renewed unless they put up 
their homes as collateral 
What a choice. Lose the 
farm now, or lose everything 
next year, I la lanced against 
the hope of making enough 
to save it all.

A t su c h  a t im e,  
judgement often fails. How 
many bankera will call a halt 
to unworkable financial risk? 
Some, to their credit, 
probably will. Others will 
go "one more year, as long 
as we h a ir  the house." 
Next year ,  however, 
eventually comes and loans 
always become "due and 
payable." "Next year" could, 
in fact, be the last year, but 
if we change the law, the 
house will be gone.

As the law is currently 
written, a family always has 
a home, as long as the 
payments ate made. With 
the propose«] changes in the 
home equity laws, that 
security could quickly 
disappear. This is not 
flexibility. It’s a potential 
disaster.

As I’ve made this 
argument in public forums 
across Texas, I am often 
told, "I can decide for 
myself whether to use the 
equity in my home as 
collateral." I certainly agree 
with that, but I think it is 
far more likely that you will 
be required to use the 
home equity for virtually^ 
any substantial loan you 
seek. The choice and 
flexibility you anticipated will 
quickly become secondary as 
lenders scramble to protect 
themselves.

The Texas Home Equity 
Law was written to protect 
the sanctity of the home.
