He comes, from his 
position as auxiliary bishop 
of the Archdiocese of San

Antonio, to the Diocese of 
Amarillo.

Second, I was baptized in 
St. Anthony’s Church, 
Runge, Texas, October 11, 
1931 by then Father 
Laurence J. FitzSimon, who 
later became the third 
bishop of Amarillo."

"I am pleased to welcome 
a fellow  T exan  w ith  a 
farming and ranching 
background to the Diocese 
of Amarillo and the High 
Plains as my successor in 
the office of bishop," Bishop
Leroy Matthiesen said.

Feral bogs are domestic 
hogs that have either 
escaped or were released 
for hunting. After a few 
generat ions the hogs 
domestic characteristics fade 
and they develop traits for 
surviving in the wild.

The feral hog is an 
u n pr o te c te d ,  nongame  
animal. They may be 
hunted by any means and at 
any time of year. There are 
no seasons or bag limits, 
a l t h o u g h  l a n d o w n e r  
permission and a valid 
hunting license are needed.

Feral hogs are more 
muscular than domestic 
hogs. Their eyesight is poor 
but they make up for poor 
sight with a keen sense of 
hearing and smell.

Feral hogs are found 
throughout most of Texas, 
with the highest population 
being in South Texas.

The Texas Panhandle has 
very low populations. 
However, reports indicate 
populations may be on the 
rise.

Feral hogs are prolific 
breeders. They can breed 
at eight months old. Sows 
may have two litters a year 
which may be born 
throughout the year.

T h e  a v e r a g e  l i f e  
expectancy in a wild hog 
population is about 4 to 5 
yea«- See Feral H op, pg.

911 In The Good Old Days

A telephone call I made 
recently r equ ired  six 
minutes, during which I 
responded to instructions 
pushing sixteen numbers, 
heard three different tunes, 
got a message machine, left 
a message, and have never 
received a call back. 
Somehow this is not 
progress in communications.

In the old "crank 
telephone’ days you always 
got at least one person to 
speak to you, and if the 
conversation lasted several 
minutes you had everyone 
on the line to visit with.

When you rang a number 
and no one was home, a 
neighbor answered and told 
you where your party was 
located. There was no need 
to listen to goofy machine 
messages and beeps.

In the past, if the phone 
went dead you saddled your 
horse, tied on some extra 
telephone wire and within 
the hour your phone was 
working. Today, when our 
phone quits, we have to 
drive to town, dial San 
Angelo,  push twenty 
buttons, listen to a weird

tune, wait patiently, finally 
tell our story, answer lots of 
questions and in a day or 
two, if you are lucky, your 
phone will be fixed at 
exactly 12:03 PM.

Why do we really need a 
private line? Grandma 
Trew used to say, "Don’t 
fuss about eavesdroppers. 
We are Christians, obeying 
the Ten Commandments, 
we have nothing to hide, 
and they are our friends 
and neighbors."

Strange as it may seem, 
we had a good 911 
emergency system. If you 
got hurt, had a fire, or 
needed help quickly, just 
crank out a long continuous 
ring. When you let up the 
operator and everyone else 
on the line would be ready 
to help you.

You could save a lot of 
money on invitations and 
mailing. Just let the word 
slip and everyone on the 
line would be at the party 
or meeting.

The price back then was 
OK too, as our phone bill 
was about $4.00 most 
months. And the most 
wonderful part of all, no 
one ever called up wanting 
us to change service.
