On hand to unveil a new 
historical marker on the 
church's front lawn were 
Gray County Judge Carl 
Kennedy; United Methodist 
Women’s President Inez 
Trostle; Bill Graham, Chair­
man of the Pastor-Parish 
Relations Committee; John 
M. Haynes, Chairman of the 
church’s Administrative 
Board; Ruth Magee, Chair­
man of the church’s Histor­
ical Committee and the per­
son who helped prepare the 
research and application for 
the marker; and Tammy

Passmore, representing the 
United Methodist Youth.

Other dignitaries present 
to witness the unveiling of 
the marker were Gray Coun­
ty Commissioners Ted Sim­
mons and Gerald Wright, 
Gray County Sheriff Rufe 
Jordan, Darlene Birkes, 
Chairman of the Gray Cbun-

A bit of McLean’s history 

was relived on Sunday as the 
Area Museum hotted a rec­
eption for Gunther Resael. 
Mr. Resael is a former 
prisoner of war at the camp 
which was located northeast 
of town from 1942-4S. He 
and his wife.

He said 
that during the war there 
was a shortage of manpower 
because so many of the men 
were away in the service.

Czech and 
b). he acted as liaison 

etween the farmers and the 
risoaers. It is through his 
pork as an interpreter that 
e came to know the Marina 
ad Pakan families.

After Mr. Marina’s re- 
tarks. Mr. Ressel was intro- 
uced. He said that his 
riginal purpose in making a
rip to the U.S. was to visit 
lessie Pakan Marina, who 
assed away recently. He 
ad kept in touch with her 
nd her family since the war 
ut was not allowed by his 
overnment to visit this 
auntry until his 65th birth- 
ay. which was earlier in

April. He reached McLean 
just before Mrs. Marina 
died and was able t o  v i s i t  
with her for a few days.

Ressel said that in 1943 he 
was a glider pilot serving 
with the German Army in 
Tunisia. On May 8, 1943, he 
and 120,000 German sold­
iers were captured. He was 
21 years old at the time.

Ressel remained in a 
POW camp in Africa until 
the end of May and then was 
transferred to Oran, then to 
Glasgow and Edinborough. 
Scotland and finally to New 
York. From New York, he 
and other prisoners were 
taken to McLean in a trip 
that took about four days.

He said, "We arrived on a 
Sunday and were met by a 
sheriff with a black hat, 
pistol, blue shirt and a big 
black car. We were all very 
impressed by this."

Upon arriving, Ressel! 
said that he and others were 
loaded into trucks and each 
one was followed by a jeep 
armed with a machine gun.

He said H was not always 
easy living in the camp. He 
said, “ It wasn't so good at 
that time because we were 

■ homesick and thought a lot 
about our parents and fami­
lies. Also, I had a brother in 
the German navy and I was 
worried about him. But the 
camp was better than...”

He added. “ We were 
well-fed and well-treated 
and sometimes had enter­
tainment such as movies and 
even a play. One of our 
companions was a singer 
who later became famous in 
Germany.”

Mr. Ressel recalled on 
episode which he said “ I
don’t like to talk about." 
During his stay in McLean,

three prisoners were shot
and killed while trying to' 
e s c a p e .  A c c o r d i n g  t o  h i m  
they weren’t trying t o  get 
away. He said. "The camp 
had been divided into three 
compounds with fences bet­
ween them. Prisoners were 
forbidden to go from one 
compound to another. One 
time, these three tried it and 
that’s how they got killed.”

McLean was only the first 
step in this country for Mr. 
Ressel. After his stay here 
from Julyl943, to May, 1944 
he spent time at camps in 
New Mexico, Arizona and 
finally. San Francisco. After 
the war, he and other pris­
oners were not taken home 
right away but went back to 
Arizona, New Texas, New 
York and finally to Belgium 
and England, where he was 
kept for 14 months. He 
didn’t actually return home 
until 1947, even though the 
war in Europe ended in 
May. 1945.

When he got home, he 
found his parents still alive 
but his brother, who served 
on a submarine, had been 
killed when his ship inad­
vertantly strayed into its 
own mine field.

/.fter the war, Mr. Ressel 
worked as a mechanic in a 
factory for one year and then 
derided to become a teach­
er. He said there was a 
shortage of teachers because 
so many with Nazi affil­
iations had been dismissed.

He married his wife Ang­
ela in 1950. They have two 
sons and several grandchild­
ren. They live in a town of 
420 people.

Answering questions from 
the audience. Mr. Ressel 
said. “ We have a retirement 
system for all workers and

there is no unemployment in 
our country.”

He added. “There are 
differneces between my 
country and yours but 
people are alike in many 
ways. For «amply my 
hobbies are building radio 
controlled model airplanes 
and I am also a ham radio 
operator. I talk all the time 
to people in other countries. 
Also we have six television 
stations where I live. One of 
our favorite shows is 
“ Dallas.”

He concluded by saying, 
“ Restrictions on travel in my 
country are not as strict as 
they used to be. Any of you 
could come to visit us when­
ever you wanted to. How­
ever, you would have to get

used to small things. The 
state of Texas is six times 
larger than my entire coun­
try.”

After Mr. Ressel’s pre­
sentation, a reception was 
held in his honor.

Mrs. Nall.

Congratulatory remarks 
were given by Judge 
Kennedy. Sheriff Jordon 
and Ruth Magee. The 
program concluded with the 
introduction of two local 
people who have been 
members of the church for 
the longest period of time. 
Mrs. Robbie Wilson has 
been with the McLean 
church for 77 years while 
youngster John C. Haynes 
has been a member for only 
76 years.

The present church build­
ing is located on the orig­
inal site of the first church 
erected in 1904. The 
block of land was donated to 
the Methodists by Alfred 
Rowe who came to the area 
in 1879 and established the 
R.O. Ranch. He and his 
brothers gradually acquired 
60.000 acres of rolling 
prairie. The loading switch 
of the Rock Island railroad 
line that ran on the Rowe 
brothers’ ranch land was the 
beginning of McLean. Rowe

later deeded a section of the 
land to the town and of that, 
a block was given to the 
Methodist.

The first event held in the 
new frame building in 1904 
was the children's May Day 
program. Because
construction had been some­
what delayed, the audience 
had to sit on planks laid 
across nail kegs. The first 
parsonage was a three-room 
house located on the corner 
south of the present church. 
Coal stoves furnished the 
heat and hand-held fans 
provided the air 
conditioning. The pews were 
made of wood and had no 
pads.

In 1925, the buiding was 
replaced with a modern 
structure, later incorporated 
into the present building.. 
Mach of the labor was 
donated by the farmers, so 
the building was debt free. 
In 1951, the church was 
remodeled extensively and 
the building was dedicated 
debt fine in 1957.

Following the ceremony a 
meal of barbecue prepared 
by F.J. Hess and salads and 
desserts prepared by the 
Methodist women was 
served.

Ten Weys to Turn out 
Hippy Children

The following article is 
another in a series by Alan- 
reed Prinicpal Billy Bob 
Adams. It concerns the role 
parents play in the education 
of their children.

Children are subject to 
many influences outside 
their homes but parents, 
have a profound and lasting 
influence on the kinds of 
adults kids grow up to be. 
Here are ten ways, then, 
that parents can increase the 
odds of turning out kids who 
are happy, responsible and 
independent.

LOVE THEM.That's ■ too 
obvious, you say. Is it 
though? Kids don't think so. 
Believing they are not loved 
is one of the primary reasons 
teens give for running away, 
attempting suicide, abusing 
drugs and getting pregnant. 
In homes where consistent 
efforts are made to show 
love, kids are secure and 
exhibit a deeper trust in 
their parents and, as a 
result, in themselves. Lov­
ing does not mean spoiling. 
It is the hug, the smile, the 
little gift for no special 
reason-support that will 
carry them another thousand 
miles.

BUILD THEIR SELF ES­
TEEM. Without positive 
feelings about themselves, 
children don’t grow academ­
ically, socially or personally. 
If kids sense that you think 
that they can’t do anything 
right, that's what they’ll 
deliver-nothing. With high 
self-esteem, they can per­
form wonders. Don’t forget 
to say things like "We're 
proud of you.” Because of 
your support and confidence 
no challenge will be too 
difficult to undertake.

CHALLENGE THEM. 
Kids who succeed are those 
who are encouraged to do 
their best, who are support­
ed in unfamiliar territory, 
who are taught to look at 
mistakes as opportunities to 
grow. Success tastes good to 
them, so they go back for 
more. Be realistic though. 
Encourage them to set goals 
equal to their talents, not 
your dreams. Those two 
don’t always match. Some 
success weeds for any kid: 
Well, why not give it a try 
and see what happens?” 
"Congratulations. I knew 
you could do it.” Nobody's 
good at everything, but you 
pass better than anyone on 
the team.” ____

LISTEN TO THEM.Set 
aside a few minutes every 
day-perhaps at bedtime-to
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DEVELOP A LOVE OF 
LEARNING. Our children
face a challenging world- 
requiring new knowledge 
and techniques. How can we 
prepare them? Encourage 
their curiousity. Encourage 
creativity. Help them estab- 
Jish consistency in their work 
habits. Those three “C’s” 
are as important as the three 
“ R’s” .

HELP THEM BE COM­
MUNITY MINDED.Many
children, in their idealism, 
show concern for others. If 
we nurture that concern, we 
go a long way toward turn­
ing out “whole” adults who 
give more than they receive.

LET THEM GO.Overpro 
tection gets in the way of 
life’s lessons. Maturation 
and learning require mis­
takes.

ren. Have a special "Let’s 
hear it” time when no TV or 
newspapers are allowed- 
just listening to each other.
If this sounds artificial for 
your family, maybe it’s be­
cause you’re not really lis­
tening. The typical parent 
doesn’t spend enough time 
really listening. But listen­
ing that is non-judgemental, 
understanding and total may 
be the best gift of love you 
can give your child. Don’t 
expect much honest sharing 
as they get older if the 
pattern isn't set early.

EXPECT RESPECT.Dis 
respect to parents or siblings 
should not be part of any 
loving home. It is healthy for 
kids to know that parents 
have a right to their own 
time and space. But do you 
always show them respect?
There is a lot of truth in the 
aphorism "Morals are 
caught, not taught.”

LiMrr t h e m .Foul lines Concerned Parents
and goal posts provide
young people with security 
while they experiment with 
values and life styles. It’s a 
lot easier to get off the peer 
pressure hook by saying, 
"My parents won’t let me," 
than to admit, "I don’t want 
to.” Kids want limits. They 
spell it c-a-r-i-n-g.

MAKE GOD A PART OF 
THEIR LIVES.Grace before 
meals and attendance at 
church are reminders of 
God's love. Gradually they 
will sense that beliefs are 
rooted in ancient traditions 
that still work today.
