cameras, and all using 
different microwave
frequencies.

The last week of 
September, however, was 
definitely not typical.

As the media converged at 
Cape Canaveral to cover the 
launch of the space shuttle 
Discovery, it was Don’s 
responsibility to sort out and 
allocate the nearly 250 
frequencies the media 
needed, to make sure they 
didn’t interfere with over 
300 frequencies assigned to 
NASA, the Kennedy Space 
Center and other agencies in 
the area.

But Don’s interest in the 
Discovery launch went 
beyond all that.

Before he joined 
BJ105, Don spent a lot of 
time at Cape Canaveral, 
starting with the initial 
construction phase in 19S6.
