SPS Formally Files For Rate Decrease

Southwestern Public
Service Company (SPS) filed
Wednesday, November 2,
with the Public Utility Corg-
mission of Texas (PUCT) to
implement a previously an-
nounced 4.3 percent electric-
reate de~ease for SPS cust-
omers outside city limi}s,
said Sam Hunter, SPS vice
president of rates and
economic research.

This step is part of a

process that ultimately will
result in all of SPS’s resi-
dential, commercial, indust-
rial and other retail
customers in Texas receiv-
ing a decrease of 4.3 percent
or 20.6 million, compared
with rates in effect at the
first of the year, 'Humer
said.

Getting the decrease
approved and implemented
is occurring in stages, he

noted, because of the
regulatory process in Texas.
Cities have original jurisdict-
jon over base rates within

city limits. The PUCT
regulates rates for
customers outside  city
limits.

The electric-rate decrease
primarily reflects the lower
federal-income-tax rate for
corporations, Hunter said.

Veteran

Gray County voters turned
their county’s sheriff’s
badge over to a newcomer in
last weeks election as Jimmy
Free defeated the 38 year
incumbent Rufe Jordan.
Despite Jordan's senority,
longest among the 254 Texas
counties, Jimmy Free cited
the main reason he ran for
sheriff was because of
Jordan’s reluctance to join
the Panhandle Regional
Drug Task Force. Free won
4725 to Jordan's 4052 votes.

Gray county voters over-
whelming voted in favor of
the Bush-Quayle President-
ial ticket by casting 7,259 out
of 10,159 votes cast.

Even though Bill
Sarpalius lost Gray County
by a 2:1 margin-5976 to
3841 RepublicanTeel Bivens
handily  defeated Mel
Phillips for state senate,
6442-3356. In Gray County
Cloyd Bentsen lost to Beau
Boulter 6019 to 3732 for the
U.S. Senate but state-wide
Bentsen had no trouble de-
feating Boulter.

Pampa's Warren Chisum
defeated Claude’s Tom
Christian by 904 votes in
Gray County, 5364-4460.
Christian, a former state
representative, was praised
by Chisum for running a
clean campaign.

Social Security Checks

K you are retired,
disabled, are entitled to
survivors benefits, you
should know when to expect
your Social Security benefits
every month.

Your Social Security
check usually will arrive in
the mail on the third of the
month. If the third of the
month falls on a Saturday,
Sunday or legal holiday , you
will generally receive your
check on the last banking
day before then.

For example, in December
this year, the third of the
month falls on a Saturday.
So, you should expect to get
your check on Friday,
December 2nd.

Sometimes, for one reason
or another, there are delays
in delivering Social Security
Checks. You should allow at
least three full days from the

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Texas Water Development Board Completes Report

On Ground-Water Conditions In Texas

The Texas Water Devel-
opment Board, using ground
water data collected from
1980 through 1985, has com-
pleted and published a re-
port on the state’s ground-
water conditions. According
to Report 309-Ground-Water
Conditions in Texas, 1980-
1985, the average annual
quantity of ground water
available from the state’s
aquifers in 1980 was esti-
mated to be 12.9 million
acre-feet. The report goes on
to say, however, that if
current and projected rates
of water use continue, the
average annual quantity of
ground water that will be
available in the year 2030 is
expected to drop to 9.6
million acre-feet.

The report covers the
recorded changes in ground-
water levels and quality in
the state's major and minor
aquifers and is intended to
aid local and regional water
users in operating their pre-
sent water wells and in
planning to meet future
water needs.

Report 309 provides inter-
esting and important statis-
cal data gathered from the
state’s aquifer monitoring
network. Changes in the
depth of ground water are
determined by reviewing the
records of 8,200 wells. Maps
and hydrographs showing
changes in water levels from
the period 1980-1984 are
included in the report.

Reduced agricultural
activity resulted in a 23
percent reduction in irrigat-
ion pumpage when com-
pared to amount recorded in
1980. The areas primarily
affected by these reductions

were the High Plains,
(Amarillo, Lubbock,
Midland and Odessa

regions), irrigated areas of
the Pecos region of West
Texas, and along the Gulf
Coast from Victoria to Port
Arthur.

Municipal pumpage in
1984 totaled 1.48 million
acre-feet, which occounted
for 17 percent of the total

pumpage and represented a
10 percent increase over the
1980 municipal pum- ge.
All of the major aquifers
experienced an increase in
pumpage in 1984 for munici-
pal use over their 1980
totals.

Municipal and idustrial
pumpage from the Trinity
Group aquifers of the north
and central parts of Texas
have resulted in water-level
declines of over six feet per
year in the Dallas-Fort
Worth area and 18 feet per
year in the Waco area.

have resulted in water-level
rises occurring in areas of
the upper Gulf Coast which
had previously experienced
declines.

Pumpage for livestock and
steam-electric purposes
showed 1984 increases of
percent and one percent
respectively when compared
to 1980 records. Due to the
economic recession,
pumpage in 1984 for manu-
facturing and energy uses
showed declines of eight and
35 percent respectively.

Small changes in water
quality may be occurring in
individual wells, but no

areas
native groundwater quality
have been identified except
in the Dell City area in far
west Texas. In this area,
recirculated recharge from
the use of slightly saline
ground water for irrigation
purposes continues to result
in a cumulative increase in
the total mineral content of
the water.
