Nazis Make Slight

Returns To

Capital After
Long Tour

Has Idea For Keeping
In Use Various
Camps, Factories

WASHINGTON, April 29
(AP) — President Roosevelt
ended a 20-state war inspec-
tion tour today with an idea
that the youth of America,
making use of industrial

plants and military camps,
might well give a year's serv-
lee to their government in
the post-war era,

He had traveled 74852 miles In
seventeen days, checking up on
widely scattered war activities and
dropping down Into Mexico to con-
fer with President Manuel Avila
Camacho,

Mr. Roosevellt told reporters
socompanying him that the trip
convinced him that the armed
forces and the home front fac-
tories are In thelr stride, but
that he was wondering what
could be done, after victory Is
won, with camps and plants In
which milllons had been Invest-
ed.

He had no specific plan or por-
gram to offer but he emphasized
the benefits in physical condition
and mental alerineas that men and
women in service and war-workers
uniforms had realized In the last
few months, And he Indicated that
he thought their training should
be extended to all young men and
women in some form after we win
the war, .

Objecting to the term “compul-
sory military service,” the chief
executive preferred to speak of
a year's contribution of services
to the govermment. Any program
that develops, he sald, probably
would be only partly military.

The president left Washington
April 18, When he returned lath
this morning, he had swung
through most of the southsastern
states, down to Monterey, Mexico
—nearly 150 miles below the bor-

der—out to Denver and back
back through the middlie of the
eountry.

He visited eleven army posts,
four war plants, and one marine
base, ons WAAC school and one
naval air training center. He
talked with a dozen governors and
at least double that number of
plant exscutives,

Everywhere he went, Mr.
Roosevelt saw actlon. H:‘;-:'
green troops In the first
their training, and hardened
troops just about ready for an
expedition to the battle zones.

He saw the most minute facets
of military training, even sam-
pling threa times the food the
neophyte soldiers were eating.

He saw bomber and fighter
planes on the assembly lines and
in the alr and a clattering factory
rolling out 30 callber ammunition
by the carload.

News stories on the early part
of his trip were released midway
of his travels. He went “off the
record” again after parting with
Mexico's president at Corpus Chris-
tl, Texas, April 2L

Tightening Of Grip
On Pacific Islands
Termed ‘Grave’

WASHINGTON, April 29
(AP)—Fresh warnings from
lawmakers that the Pacific
war may continue many more
years—or “forever’—spark-
ed & new attempt today to
prod congress toward action
bolstering American striking
power against the Japanese,

Whilse Chalrman Reynoldas (D-
NC) of the senate military com-
mittes observed that a tightening
Nipponess grip on conguersd ls-
Iands ‘18 “extremely grave,” Sen-
ator Chandler (D-Ky) broadcast
an appeal to citisens to “use your
influence with your representa-
tives in government to make them
in some way aware of the danger
which the country faces f{rom the
South Pacifie "

Chandler declared that the Jap-
anese digging-in process is “mak-
ing a Tokyo of every island they've
captured.”

“I have no eriticlsm of the
army or navy,” he sald, “and I

depend upon the general staff
to run the war, But we're not
golng to get flrmly entrenched
Japs out of those Islands by
bombing alone. It will take men,
planes and ships.™
In a radio broadcast last night,

Chandler expressed fear Lhat both
government and military leaders
falled to recognize “the serlousness
of the Japanese menace."

“It ia suleide, In my opinion®
he sald, “to permit the Japs time
to dig in In the Bouth Pacific.

“If they mre given this time, I
fear that they will grow so strong
—both economically and military
—that the war in the Pacific may
last 10 years or 20 years or may
g° on forever."

100,000-Plane

. Production Is

1943 Qutlook

NEW TYORK, April 2. UP—
William L. Batt, vice chairman eof
the war production board, an-
nounced that nemrly 100,000
sirplanes would be built this year,
an increase of nearly 50,000 over
1042 and sald that “management
and labor must be prepared for
idle plants In war time.

Batt, in a speech before the an-
nual meetings of the Chamber of
Commerce of the United Statea,
sald idle plants provide flexibility
so that “if s sudden mneed arises
we will have them avallable™

Batt, departing from a prepared
address, sald:

“There Is a danger that labor
will slow down In the fear of be-
Ing out of a job. What tomorrow
may bring, no man ean tell; what
the next movement la, will have a
vital effect on demand. We may
suddenly hear of & greal need and
then we will need Lhoss idle
planta™

He sald the next shoriage, be-
sides materials, will be a shortage
of men because "you can't divert
men like you ecan materials.”

Batt said that 192 was a “shak-
ing down process,” and he express-
ed confidence that the production
situation now ls under falrly good
control. He sald that thers was
A fairly well balanced natural
production budget and that Amers
fca’s war economy waas becoming

The law he wants enacted would
establish a division for the physi-
cally handicapped In every U, B
Employment Service office. These
would be headed, where possible,
by some person who is handicap-
ped. Without regard to the elvil
service laws, these divisions would
be authorized to employ, fix the
compensation of, and otherwise
see to the employment of such
persons, They would work, of
course, with state and local organ-
izations already operating.

National headquarters of the di-
rision would make reports every
thres months to congress to show
what progress lsa being made.

Maker Of The 'Spitfire’
Honored In New Movie

HOLLYWOOD — One of the

really good things about the mo-

tion pleture Industry s Its devotion

to the lives of great men who have
gone befors us. Just recall how
painlessly you learned about Emile
Zola, for Instance.

Now you're golng to learn about
Reginald Joseph Mitchell, who as
history goes is pretty obscure, but
who as the inventor of the famous
Spitfire warplane deserves a great
deal of attention. The man who
portrays Mitchell on the screen Is
Leslle Howard, a choles reported-
ly pleasing to the widow of the
Eritiash aircraft engineer, since
“Reg” In his lifetime was shy and
retiring, the sort of demeanor you
expect from Howard.

Mitchell dled Junme 12, 1637, at
the age of 42, and the New York
Times sald In his obituary:

“He gave hir name to no econ-
pany or alreraft yet he designed
a military airplans believed to be
the fastest In the world and now
being produced In great quantities
for the Royal Alr Force. Its per-
formance is a well-kept seoret.”

Mitchell's story, traced In the
film “Spitfire,” begins at the turn
of the century In the British town
of Btoke-on-Trent. The son of a
printér, he showed such an early
interest in sclence and mechanics
that his first job of importance
whs In & locomotive shop.

During World War I Mitchell
worked on alrplane engines at the
Vickers Bupermarine factory, and
mads such progress that in 1820

he was chief engineer and design-
er for the company. In the post-
war poriod, Mitchell designed a
radieal monoplane which Ineorp-
orated wsteel tubing and a high
builet-like fuselage.

That September a world ses-
plane record of 206 miles per hour
was established with the plane
Although it crashed later In the
United States becauss of a wing
flutter, Mitohell already was at
work on an all-metal suoccessor.
It was in thia machine In which
Flight Liesutenant d'Arey Grieg
reached a =peod of 310 miles an
hour, im 1827.

The first actual BSpitfire was
flown In 1086, Beven years ago,
mind you, yet it had a speed of
346. Mitchell calmly accepted the
news that the Germans had pro-
duced s Messerschmitt which
could do 379 milea an hour, be-
cause he knew he had the right
basic fdea and that developments
conld come later. The tragedy of
his life was that he did not live
te see an RAF pllot step into one
of today's Spitfires and fly away
to challenge a Messerschmitt

Hitchell became (Il from over-
work and was told he was living
on borrowed time. He refussd to
reast, and when he did go to a
Vienna clinic it was too iate.

The film, Incidentally, is billed
as & Leslle Howard production.
Hownrd alsc was the director. In
the cast is David Niven, one of the
first film actors to go to war. He
went before the cameras while
on leave, still being In active sarv-
ice.
