To that end, Waldmire 
has spent much of his time 
the past two years traveling 
Route 66 from Lake Michi-

llinois prairies, the Ozark 
i lateau. long skc"-hes of the 
Great Plains, the Painted 
)esert. the Petrified Forest, 
ndian reservations, anci- 
;nt pueblos and the Mojave 
leant.

"Abandoned in places or

relegated to a frontage road 
for busy interstate high­
ways, people think Route 66 
no longer exists,”  Waldmire 
said, “ but 80 percent of the 
road still remains.”

In his map, Waldmire 
highlights sights such as 
Halltown, Missouri, long an 
oasis for antique shoppers, 
the round "tornado bain”  in 
Arcadia, Oklahoma, which 
has survived numerous 
twisters and Csggett, Calif., 
the one time terminal of 
famed 20 mule-teams haul­
ing borax.

“ The romance of Route 66 
likely will sell better in the 
tourists shops and stores 
than my previous maps of 
states, cities, and cam­
puses." he said.

To sell them, though, he 
occasionally faces rejection. 
Something is immediately 
apparent when the long­
haired. bearded Waldmire 
walks into a gift shop to sell 
his hand-drawn posters and 
note cards. “ I’m not a

representative of Hall­
mark,”  he said wryly.

"H e ’s a strange one, isn’t 
he?”  said one local store 
owner along Route 66 who 
knows the itinerate artist.

But the time Waldmire 
saves by not shaving, he 
spends trying to convince 
energy-guzzling Americans 
to reduce their petroleum 
gluttony.

Waldmire lectures politely 
on the environment. He’s 
worried about the destruc­
tion of the Brazilian rain

But for now, Waldmire 
continues to travel his over­
grown path, making 1980’s 
environmentalism his cause.

Despite its gradual decer­
tification by the Federal 
government, enough is left 
of Route 66 to provide 
sometimes meager hvinga 
for those who cling to their 
small cafes, motel'., and

tourist attractions along the 
old road.

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kill something."
"But Route 66 contains 

just part of the Americana 
available to travelers,”  
WaMmire said.

“ There’ s hundreds of 
examples of historical places 
on old highways.”  he said. 
To experience them, though, 
vacationers have to choose 
the less-traveled paths.

"By failing to do that, 
they miss out on a lot of 
history, pull off the inter­
states and follow the front­
age roads and business 
routes to see an unhomo­
genized slice of America,”  
Waldmire urged.

“ So Route 66 allows me to 
tell the natural history all the 
way across the continent.”  
Waldmire said.

Waldmire says he will be 
back to Groom peddling his

Detection Unit
According to the Ameri­

can Cancer Society, one out 
of every ten women in the 
United States will develop 
breast cancer sometime dur­
ing her lifetime. Every year 
over 37,000 women die as a 
result of breast cancer.

According to a spokesman 
from the regional breast care 
center at women’s and child­
ren’s hospital in Odessa, 
Texas "The death rate from 
breast cancer could be dras­
tically reduced if women 
would have mammograms 
done before a problem 
exists.”
