SHERIFF'S REPORT

The Sheriff's Department
investigated  two  deaths
which occurred at the rest
arcas on Interstate 40 this
past week.

Another subject
traveling with the deceased
was arrested for Violation
of Parole when he was
found to be in possession of
a 9 122" knife which is a
violation of his parole
agreement. The matter was
investigated by the Texas
Highway Patrol, Carson
County Sheriff and justice
of the Peace Phyllis Tyler.

Deputy Joe Leatherwood
pursued a man wanted by
Gray County authorities in a
foot pursuit north of White
Deer. Deputy Leatherwood
suffered minor injuries, but
was able to capture the
subject and incarcerate him
in Panhandle.
