In what Coach Larry

"The boys played
consistently after a little bit
of a rocky start,” stated
Reid. "This game was the
most team effort oriented
that they have played," he
continued.

Scott Weinheimer had a
fabulous night on both
offense and defense. He
nailed three quarterback
sacks, 15 unassisted tackles,
blocked an extra point and
generally led the blocking so
that Groom could get open
to score.
