Groom Volunteer firemen
got a true test of their skills
last Friday when shortly be-
fore noon a tank contain-
ing 5,175 gallons of gaso-
line was ruptured spilling
the contents on to Front
Street.

The tank had mistakenly
been filled with gas by a
Farmland Industries
delivery man sometime
during the night, accord-
ing to firemen at the scene.
The tank owned by Groom
Wheat Growers, Inc. had
been used to store syrup.
The tank had been drained
of its contents earlier in
preparation for a replace-
ment tank. When workmen
began to lean the tank
Friday, about 11:30 a.m., to
place it on the back of a flat
-bed truck the fiberglass tank
ruptured spilling the
contents.

Those guys are a
special kind of people, they
worked at least six hours in
the heat in what was defi-
nately a dangerous
situation.”’
