The county unit plan was 
conceived by Steve Ogden, 
a R e p u b l i c a n  s ta te  
representative from Bryan. 
Steve is an oilman and an 
ex-naval officer who in his 
words "roamed around the 
bottom o f the oceans in 
submarines doing nuclear 
physics." As you might 
guess, he s  an extremely 
bright fellow.

The Ogden Plan, which I 
have filed in the Texas 
Senate, is the result o f 
Steve’s best efforts to 
respond to the latest Texas 
Supreme Court decision in 
Edgewood v. Kirby. The 
court found Senate Bill 3S1, 
which created county 
education districts, to be 
unconstitutional for basically 
two reasons. First, it 
created a taxing district, the 
CEO, without allowing for a 
vote o f  the people. 
Secondly, the court said that 
imposing a tax on each 
CEO  was realty the creation 
o f a statewide property tax, 
which directly violates the 
state Constitution.

The Ogden county unit 
system would address these 
two issues by creating 2S4 
county units. These units 
could levy a tax up to SI 
that would be applied to all 
o f  the property within the 
county and used for 
education. The proceeds o f 
the tax would be used only 
within the county. Instead 
o f  th e  L e g i s l a t u r e

mandating a tax vote as it 
did in Senate Bill 3S1, the 
Ogden plan allows residents 
o f  the county to vote on a 
tax rate. I f  they voted to 
adopt the maximum tax rate 
o f  SI then the students in 
that county would be 
entitled to the maximum 
amount o f  state matching 
aid. They could, however, 
adopt a lower tax rate and 
b e  e n t i t l e d  t o  a 
proportionately reduced 
amount o f state aid. So if 
they adopted an 80 cent tax 
rate, for example, they 
would be entitled to 80 
percent o f  maximum state 
aid.

This approach to the 
creation o f the county unit 
system avoids both problems 
the court found with our 
prior attempt. It allows the 
people o f the county to vote 
to create the district and to 
choose a tax rate they are
willing to subject themielvet
to.

In the second part, the 
county unit system would 
allow each school district 
within a county unit to levy 
its own "enrichment tax" 
above the tax rate adopted 
at the county level. This 
enrichment tax would be 
limited to no more than 40 
percent o f  the tax rate 
adopted at the county level. 
Thus if the people in a 
county unit voted to adopt 
a dollar tax rate, then each 
individual school district 
could, if it chose, impose an
