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Use Of Seat Belts 

Dropping In Texas
Seat-belt use in Texas has 

dropped sharply, according 
to a survey just completed 
for the highway department.

The rate of compliance 
with the state’s 1985 
"Buckle up” statute reach­
ed a peak of 66.1 percent in 
1986. But a survey of 14 
cities conducted by the 
Texas Transportation Insti­
tute (TTI) last month shows 
that seat-belt use has fallen 
to 55.7 percent.

While this compliance 
rate is higher than the 
average for states with seat- 
belt laws, the new figure is
down 4  percentage points
minr inr rate ftJWhtd In 
June 1987.

"Even though belt-law 
states typically experience a 
post-law decline, we’re very 
concerned that Texans 
aren't buckling up.” said 
Gary Trietsch, safety and 
traffic operations engineer 
with the highway 
department.

The TTI survey, conduct­
ed twice a year, used 14 
cities to determine average 
compliance in 1986. Basing 
comparisons on those cities 
only, the current rate falls to 
55.7 percent. But in the 
January 1988 survey four 
more cities were added— 
Abilene, Laredo, Midland 
and Wichita Falls. With 
these cities included in the 
statewide average, the 
compliance rate drops to 
54.1 percent.

Trietsch said, “ If usage 
continues to decrease, traffic 
fatalities and serious injur­
ies could be expected to 
increase. It's particularly

alarming since buckling up 
is the law, and several of the 
major law enforcement 
agencies have vowed to 
increase their citations for 
non-compliance.”

While many of the cities 
surveyed did experience de­
clines in seat-belt use of 51o 
10 percentage points, some 
cities showed increases. 
Corpus Christi’s rate 
increased by more than 10 
percentage points, making it 
the Texas city with the high­
est observed use at 77.3 
preent. Laredo’s is the low­
est at 32.4 percent.

Amarillo had a 65.2 per­
cent rate in 1986, 66.2 in 
1987 and in January of 1988, 
58.1 percent usage rate.

December Sales 
Increase Rebates

Sales tax figures in Car- 
son County showed a wave 
of increase with the report of 
December sales. According 
to State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock, Groom's monthly 
ceipts were up 29 percent.

S62.870 by the appraisal 
district was sold for $44,190, 
placing 1/142 percent ratio 
on that percentage of sales. 
Of the seven sales used in 
the study, the 94 percent 
ratio resulted over-all.

According to Diane Lavake, 
chief appraiser for the 
district, a 94 percent ratio of

assessed values to fair 
market sales is acceptable. 
"The percentage of single

family dwellings to the 
entire roll would not iffect 
the school district’s total 
ratios at all.” « ports 
Lavake, “ and based or pre­
vious years’ studies br the 
Property Tax Board, w • are 
pleased with this year’ i.” 

Local business mai isger 
Joyce Hutsell continue 1 the 
report with an analysis of 
a p paisa Is conducted by the 
state for comparison with 
the appraisal d tttic t’s 
figures. These outside 
appraisals placed o» erall 
ratios of 102 percent. ’ This 
means that the state apprai­
sers valued Groom pr iper- 
ties an average of 2 pe cent 
more than did the apprai­
sal district. The real pro­
blem results from a we ight- 
ed average of their apprai­
sals. Two of the properties 
the state appraiser evaluat­
ed were valued by the state 
at a much greater price than 
the appraisal district had 
placed. One dwelling, a  i the 
tax roll at $43,590 wa re­
valued by the stair at 
$55,218; and another or the 
roil at $83,260 was re-vi lued 
by the state at $115,1)6.” 
The resulting ratio of the

sales and the outside apprai­
sals averaged by the state 
board is 88.28 percent. "The 
state concludes then that our 
properties are appraised at 
88.28 percent of their real 
value, when in reality, we 
feel that the values are 
placed too high. The state 
does not take into account 
the number of dwellings 
offered for sale and finding 
no market.

"The District is satisfied 
with a comparison of actual 
sales to appraised value, but 
not with these outside 
appraisals.”

As chief appraiser. Mrs. 
Lavake is going to protest 
the values arrived at by the 
State Board in the matter of 
the appraisals conducted.

"One of the properties 
evaluated." she says, "has 
been tentatively placed on 
the market and did not sell, 
even at a selling price equal 
to the appraised value from 
the tax roll. This will be our 
basis of protest.”

Hutsell and Lavake are 
continuing their studies of 
the Tax Board’s reports in 
all areas of the school dis­
trict’s properties.

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Commissioners Approve Tiffany Lopez Named 1988M iss 
Purchase Of Property McLean In Ceremonies Saturday
Gray County Commission­

ers met on Friday to hold a 
public hearing and also to 
vote on a proposal to pur­
chase four Pampa properties 
to house county employees 
and provide space for future 
expansion. A group of over 
50 people gathered to either 
offer their support or oppo­
sition to the acquisition.

In the hearing, which 
lasted about two hours, 
most of those present ex­
pressed reservations about 
the proposal.

The properties under dis­
cussion were:

-The former Federal Land 
Bank building at 115 West 
Francis; the office of attorn­
ey Rick Harris at 216 North 
Russell; The Corral Century 
21 Real Estate Office at 125 
West Francis; and a piece of 
property at 125 South Cuyler 
next to the White Deer Land 
Musuern.

The main items of concern' 
expressed by the public 
seemed to fall into two 
areas. First, many question­
ed why the county had done 
no feasibility studies to det­
ermine what building needs 
the county would have in the 
coming year and whether or 
not the buildings purchased 
would meet those needs.

County officials respond­
ed by saying that the facil­
ities are being bought in 
order to house county em­
ployees from the Probation 
Dept., the Attorney Gene­
ral’s Office, and the State 
Health Nurse’s Office. 
Those employees are cur­
rently being housed in rent­
ed offices outside the court­
house at a cost of approx­
imately $36,000 per year, 
according to County Judge 
Carl Kennedy. Members of 
the court said the new 
facilities would be adequate 
to meet county needs and 
also believe it would be

financially advantageous to 
buy property outright to 
house their county offices 
rather than to keep paying 
rent. With the depressed 
real estate market, the com­
missioners stated that it 
would be a good time to buy.

Judge Kennedy said that 
long-term needs, such as the 
possibility of having to build 
a new jail, were figured into 
this acquisition but not in a 
binding fashion. He said, 
“ The state Jail Standards 
Commission has said we 
must build a new jail but will 
not require it until Sheriff 
Rufe Jordan retires. Since 
he is running for re-election, 
there are no immediate 
plans to build a new jail. 
And since the composition 

of this court can change 
every two years because of 
elections, we don’t want to 
bind any future courts by 
making definite plans which 
they would be committed to. 
But we want to make sure 
that space is available for 
any changes that are plann­
ed.”

The second area of con­
cern was over the price 
offered for the properties. 
According to an article in the 
Pampa News, there was a 
wide discrepancy between 
the values of the properties 
set by the Gray County App­
raisal District and the final 
purchasing price. That 
newspaper said that the 
Federal Land Bank was app­
raised at $31,000 while the 
county offered $45,000 to the 
owner; the office of Rick 
Harris was appraised at 
$34,000 while the county 
purchased it for $110,000; 
and the other two prop­
erties were appraised at 
$42,000 while the owner of 
the two facilities. Gale San­
ders, was offered $160,000.

ter said, “ No one at the 
county court checked these 
appraisal values quoted by 
(he Pampa News and as far 
as 1 know these figures 
never entered into the dec­
ision of the commissioners. 
The court simply asked the 
owners to quote prices and 
negotiations began from that 
point.”

At Friday’s meeting. 
Judge Carl Kennedy said 
that he had checked on other 
properties and had found 
similar discrepancies be­
tween appraised values of 
properties and actual selling 
prices.

After the public hearing, 
the court voted 4-1 to pur­
chase the properties for a 
total price of $315,000. Com­
missioner Ted Simmons vot­
ed against the motion. When

asked why he said, "I felt 
the price was too high. If we 
had kept negotiating I bel­
ieve we could have gotten 
the price down to $250,000.” 

Simmons initially had fav­
ored purchasing the Hughes 
Building. ” 1 had hoped we 
could get some other gov­
ernmental entities, like the 
school and the appraisal 
district, to share the build­
ing with us,” he said. “ But 
after talking to them,” he 
added. “ I found out that 
they don’t want to consol­
idate so 1 have backed away 
from the idea of buying the 
Hughes Building.”

Simmons said he initially 
favored the Hughes building 
because it could have been 
bought for $840,000 and 
could have been modified to 
meet present and future 
needs of the county. He 
added, “Those buildings we 
just bought will only meet 
our needs for another 5 or 6 
years. Then we will have to

tear them down so we can 
build more office space plus 
a new jail. The new con­
struction will probably cost 
us about $80 per square foot 
for office space and $100 per 
square foot for the jail. If we 
had been able to go in with 
other agencies and occupy 
the Hughes Building, it 
could have been renovated 
to meet all our needs for only 
about $10 per square foot. 
We might have saved the tax 
payers $1,400,000.”

He also added that, “ I 
was opposed to the purchase 
of these buildings because I 
felt we needed more time to 
study the problem and to try 
to get other agencies to join 
in with us.”

After the public hearing, 
the commissioners held their 
regularly scheduled meet­
ing. In the major items of 
business they:

-Gave approval to a teen 
court proposal subject to the 
approval of Justice of the

Peace Wayne Roberts;
-Validated the purchase 

by the Gray County Apprais­
al District of the building it 
is renting;

-Accepted a bid of S5.S00 
from Duncan Insurance Ag­
ency for law enforcement 
liability insurance;

•Tabled action on bids for 
pauper burial services at 
Fairview and Memory Gar­
dens cemeteries;

October at Seaton Medical 
Center. He was the ninth 
recipient in a program ut 
Seaton where ten trans­
plants have been performed.

It hasn't been easy fir 
Martin, but next to the alter­
native, he’s grateful. Martin 
had a serious heart attack in 
1974. Eleven years later, a 
pace maker was implanted 
and in 1986, he underwent 
open heart surgery. He lost 
his appetite, had no energy 
making even simple chores 
like brushing his teeth be­
came an ordeal. He was 
forced to give up his job with 
Mobil Oil Co.

Three months after his 
transplant surgery, he was 
able to go shopping at the 
mall. “ It’ssogoodtobeable 
to get up and say, "Today I 
am going to do such-and- 
such and be able to do it.”

Martin has experienced 
some problems with rejec­
tion since the transplant but 
medication now seems to 
have that problem under 
control.

All of the eight living 
recipients, in an article 
appearing in the Austin 
American-Statesman,

agreed that given the oppor­
tunity again, they woald 
have the transplant surgery. 
All are on strict diets and 
follow regimes of exercise, 
several walking or riding 
stationary bicycles five to 
ten miles per day. All agreed 
that they felt better imme­
diately following surgery 
than before, one recipient 
left the hospital after only a 
ten day stay. Others report­
ed feeling the strength of the 
new heart when they woke 
up from surgery. Martin's 
transplant was performed in 
a surgery lasting only three 
hours.

SCS To Prepare 

Conservation Plans
Farmers with highly ero- 

dible cropland have less 
than two years to begin 
meeting the conservation 
requirements of the 1985 
Farm Bill to remain eligible 
for USDA benefits.

James L. McDonald, dis­
trict conservationist for the 
USDA Soil Conservation 
Service at Pampa, said these 
provisions require farmers 
who have highly erodible 
cropland to have a conser­
vation plan approved by 
their local Soil and Water 
Conservation District by 
1990.

“ The plan must be pre­
pared by January 1, 1990, if 
they want to remain eligible 
for farm program benefits, 
loans or guarantees on all 
their land," McDonald said.

“ We estimate that about 
215 new conservation plans 
need to be prepared for 
farmers in Gray County by 
our staff by 1990.”

The sooner farmers ask 
SCS to help them develop a 
conservation plan, the great- 
ger the chance we will have 
to get to everyone by the 
deadline," McDonald 
stressed.

McDonald said that since 
highly erodible land is not 
always obvious, farmers 
should check with their local 
SCS office to see if they have 
land that meets the criteria if 
such a determination has not

already been made
Another option is to enroll 

highly erodible lam into the 
Conservation Reserve 
Program. Under CRP, 
farmers receive am ual ren­
tal payments for putting 
such cropland in crass or 
trees.

The 6th CRP iign-up, 
which is currently under­
way, began Feb. 1 and will 
continue through Feb. 19.

Obtaining Good 
Grass Stand

Most native grasses 
should be planted iito crop 
residue or a cover crop to 
provide protection for the 
seedling grass. Th; cover 
crop may be small gr tin such 
as wheat or oats. That is 
allowed to grow uitil the 
heads are in the soli dough 
and then shredded to prevent 
seed production. Ai» ither al­
ternative is to ch -micall) 
control the wheat with an 
approved contact hei bicide.

Grass is then seedi d into a 
small grain during the time 
period of December 1 to June 
1. A dead litter crop c f forage 
sorghum can be plan ed May

1 to August 1. Forage 
sorghum should be planted 
at a rate of 8 pounds per
acre.

Wheat can be planted 
August 15 to November IS at 
30 pounds to the acre and 
killed in the boot stage for 
seeding grass into.

The condition of the seed 
bed must be firm, not loose 
or cloddy. Stubble should not 
be plowed after the cover or 
litter crop is shredded. Drill 
grass into undisturbed 
stubble.

Species of grass approved 
for Carson County ate Blue 
grama. Plainsbluestem. W 
W spar bluestem. blue 
grama. sideoats grama, 
green sprangletop and 
Buffalo grass.

Another important factor 
in obtaining a stand of grass 
is weed control. More grass 
stands are lost to weedy 
competition than any other 
adverse factor. Shredding 
operations may work well.
