colored floodlights or spot­
lights, instead.

After the holidays, 
dispose of the tree safely. 
Don’t bum leftover branches 
in the fireplace; evergreens 
can burst into flames easily 
and unexpectedly.

Trim the tree safely. Make 
sure the tree lights have 
been safety-certified by a 
recognized testing agency 
such as Underwriters 
Laboratory (UL). Then check 
lights for frayed or bare 
wares, cracked insulation, 
loose connections or damag­
ed plugs before hanging 
them on the tree.

As you decorate the tree, 
position bulbs downward so 
they do not come into con­
tact with branches or need­
les. Always use fire-resid- 
tant decorations, never

paper or other flammable 
items, on your Christmas 
tree.

Use Christmas lights cor­
rectly. Don’t use indoor 
lights outside. Because 
i loor tree lights are not 
waterproof, they can short- 
circuit in rainy or snowy 
weather. Don’t use outdoor 
lights inside, either. 
Because outdoor lights bum 
hotter, they can create a fire 
hazard if hung on a Christ-
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mas tree or dried greenery.
Be especially careful when 

hanging outdoor lights on 
rooftops or in tall trees. Look 
up for power lines first, then 
be sure neither you nor your 
decorations are anywhere 
near these lines.

Finally, avoid fire hazards 
by turning off indoor Christ­
mas lights before you leave 
the house or go to bed for 
the night.
