G r a y  C o u n t y  

Commissioners met in 
special session on 
February 1. AH
members were present 
except Jim Greene.

An invocation was 
given followed by the 
Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes were approved 
for the January 14 
meeting.

County Attorney Alvey 
addressed the court on 
the issue of animal 
control regulations. He 
pointed out that a County 
Commiasioners Court 
only has the right to do 
what the statues say it 
can do. There is very 
little the court can to 
immediately. There are 
statutes dealing with 
dangerous dogs attacking 
people or farm animals. 
According to the statues, 
100 people would have 
to sign a petition 
requesting in  ordinance 
of animal control. This 
would have to be placed 
on the ballot o f the next 
election and approved by 
voters. Then the county 
would require registration 
of every dog in the 
county, including those in 
Pampa, Lefors and 
McLean. A registration 
fee would be charged 
and each animal would 
be tagged.

G le n n e tte  G o ode 
addressed the Court. She 
stated bunting dogs had 
gone on her property and 
killed the family pet. 
She asked the Court's 
he lp  in  p r o p o s e d  
legislation that would 
address the  issue. She 
stated she did n o t want 
to sue anyone. She just 
wants the law changed.

Sheriff Shows Breakdown 
of Cost For City Marshall

While the Ci ty
continues to grapple with 
the possibility of hinng a
city manhall. more
information has been 
received from County 
Sheriff Gary Robertson 
concerning the cost of 
outfitting such a person.

Aside from salary cos­
ts, outfitting the marshall 
with a car and basic 
equipment such as guns, 
portable radios, bullet
proof vests, etc would
cause an initial outlay of 
approximately $30,000.00. 
County Deputy cars aver­
age lasting 3 or 4 years, 
but residents could expect 
a marshal's car to last 
longer due to the fact 
that it most likely would 
not be driven as many 
miles.

County Deputies earn a 
salary and benefits pack­
age that ranges between 
$27,555. to $29.779.65. 
A city marshall's salary 
would be based en the 
number of hours he was 
expected to work, on call
hours and many other 
factors. The benefits 
might also be negotiated 
although full time emplo­
yees of the city current­
ly receive retirement, 
health insurance, several 
paid holidays and vaca­
tion annually. On-going 
training would also need 
to be considered.

The heoelits of I toes! law enforcement officer

would also mean some 
income from citations. 
With the ability to en­
force city ordinances, a 
marshall would have the 
authority to cite residents 
who do not comply with 
local law« concerning 
speed limits, illegal park­
ing, and many other pro­
blems that face the city.

Also new since the last 
article, Sheriff Robertson 
has filled all the slots 
open on bis force. None 
of these new employees 
will be residing in Gro­
om. Furthermore, no 
deputy would be allowed 
to accept a stipend from 
the city in return for 
patrolling a few hours a 
week.

'W e came to this deci­
sion after talking to the 
county attorney and the 
county judge, that such 
in arrangement might 
pose a conflict of inter­
est," stated Sheriff Rober­
tson.

This will remove one 
option from the city for 
consideration.

Commissioners
The City o f Panhandle 

asked the court to pay 
for fire calls that were 
made in March 1998. 
The claims had never 
been presented Judge 
Powers mode the motion 
to pay $4550 from the
current budget and the motion puned.

The late 
John and Theresa Levea 
originated the sausage­
seasoning recipe.
