That summarizes the recent 
three-day visit to California by 
Mexican President Ernesto Ze- 
dillo. 

Having lived in Mexico, led 
academic tours to that country 
and taught Mexican history, I 
have more than a cursory knowl- 
edge of our neighbor to the 
south. That my parents were 
from Mexico has also honed my 
perspective. Consequently, I fol- 
lowed Zedillo's California visit 
with more than casual interest. 

While it was long overdue and 
well received, we shouldn't ex- 
pect any instant, dramatic 
changes as a result. We can 
count on the continued profes- 
sions of amity, respect and admi- 
ration by both Zedillo and Cali- 
fornia Gov. Gray Davis. But the 
substantive issues that haunt 
our relationship will continue. 
The only immediate, positive re- 
suit is that a dialogue between 
Mexico and California has be- 
gun. Over time, however, it may 
well bring a new era between 
neighbors who need each other. 

There is an adage in Mexico 
that the rich can't stand the 
poor but can't get along without 
them, either. In a nutshell, that 

 defines what often appears to be 
a love-hate relationship between 
the United States, the richest 
country in the world, and its 
struggling southern neighbor. 
Given the past lack of accommo- 
dation by both sides, distrust is 
understandable. Each is aware of 
the other's condition, and wary 
of the other's intentions.

Hispanic Students Get Bilingual 

Education rogram in Denver 
Denver, -Hispanic students in Denver public schools will 

benefit from a bilingual education program starting next aca- 
demic year (1999-2000). 

The program, created by Denver education authorities and 
parents, ends a costly 15-year legal battle. 

According to the new program, non-English speaking stud- 
ente will study English as a second language for three years 
before starting English-only courses. 

This is a landmark decision in the history of this district," 
sailing public school superintendent Iry Moskowitz said. 

This new program has a clear focus and precise goal that 
will prepare students for three years and give them the con- 
fidence to start English-only classes,  he added. 

The program was approved Thursday by a federal judge. The 
federal court's decision marks the end of a 1984 lawsuit by the 
Hispanic Teachers Congress of Denver against Denver Public 
Schools asking for a better bilingual education program for 
Hispanic students. 

In response to the rapidly growing Hispanic population in 
the mid-1980e, groups of Hispanic teachers began asking Deny- 
er education authorities for a bilingual education program. 

Some 20 years ago, 13 percent of Denver's population was of 
Hispanic origin. Today, that percentage has almost doubled, 
reaching 26 percent.

Immigrants Call on God to 
Resolve Their Cases 

Houston, - Jose Alejandro Salazar feels that prayer is his 
only hope to get the Clinton administration, Congress or the 
U.S. courts to solve his immigration problem. 

Salazar, 34, and a father of two, has spent more than half 
his life - a total of 18 years - in the United States. However he 
missed the chance to benefit from the 1986 immigrant amnesty 
because he broke its provisions when he left the country to 
visit his family in Mexico. 

The 1986 Amnesty Bill gave permanent resident status to 
foreigners who had continuously lived for at least seven years 
in the United States, without leaving the country, except in 
cases of proven medical emergencies. 

Salazai s children are U.S. citizens by birth and cannot 
speak Spanish, while his wife was a legal resident even before 
she married him. 

The head of the Salazar family is among 350,000 immigrants 
who are currently in an immigration limbo, unable to benefit 
from the amnesty. 

"These are applicants who were mistakenly denied the ben- 
efits of the amnesty under the 1986 Immigration Control and 
Reform Bill," said Rick Dovalina, president of the Latin Ameri- 
can Citizens League (LULAC). 

Dovalina, who went to San Antonio, Texas, for the LULAC 
convention this past weekend, told EFE that the fate of many 
immigrants will be decided on June 7, when a federal appeals 
court hears the case of Newman vs. INS, previously known as 
LULAC vs. INS. 

On Friday, the defenders of the so-called "late amnesty" 
program for such immigrants will meet in Houston to pray for a 
solution to what they call their residency "injustice." 

LULAC, the Catholic Church and other organizations, as 
well as local activists, have expressed support for the meeting.

Court Rules That INS Can 
Revoke Naturalization 

Los Angeles, - An appeals court has ruled that the U.S. Im - 
migration and Naturalization Service (INS) has the power to 
revoke the U.S. citizenship of those who obtained it fraudu- 
lently. 

A court in San Francisco ruled Friday, by two votes to one, 
to revoke an order blocking the INS from exercising what it 
considered its faculty to revoke fraudulently obtained citizen- 
ship, according to Saturday's edition of "The Los Angeles 
Times." 

The INS believes that the ruling may speed up some 4,600 
pending cases. 

The ruling was rejected by immigration attorneys, who said 
they were considering an appeal to the Supreme Court. 

Naturalization policy has been under the jurisdiction of the 
INS since 1990, when it was transferred from the Justice De- 
partment. 

Immigration attorneys believe the enhanced INS powers go 
against laws protecting individuals from self-incrimination. 
They also say the INS, in pursuing these cases, is engaging in 
unjustified prosecution for minor offenses. 

The San Francisco court, in its ruling, said that naturaliza- 
hon  procedures that are no longer carried out in the courts 
can neither be resolved by the courts.

United States Returns Stolen 
Letter to Mexico 

Mexico City, - U.S. Attorney General Janet Reno on Friday 
returned to Mexican President Ernesto Zedillo a letter writ- 
ten 221 years ago by Fray Junipero Serra that had been stolen 
from the Mexican national archives. 

During a visit in the context of the two-day meeting of the 
U.S-Mexican Bi-national Commission, Reno returned the his- 
toxic document, dated 1778, stolen from the archives about 
four years ago. It was discovered by U.S. authorities when it 
was about to be auctioned in New York. 

The Mexican attorney general's office filed an official peti- 
tion 	 return before a U.S. federal court for the retu of the document 
to Mexico. It has not been established who originally stole the 
letter, or how, and how it ended up in the United States. 

Zedillo welcomed the return of the document on behalf of 
Mexico. 

The Mexican president returned the document to national 
archives director Patricia Galeana, so it could put back where 
it belongs.

Chicago, - Under the campaign 
slogan Make Yourself Count,

When I was in the second 

grade, my G.I. Joe survived the 
ultimate battle in my backyard. 
He was pelted with clods of dirt 
and flung onto the neighbor's 
roof, where he slid until he fell 
off the edge, bounced off walls, 
and finally was buried under a 
mass of pebbles, twigs and sand. 

The enemy was relentless (I 
was determined to see how much 
Joe could take). And in the end, 
tattered and dusty, G.I Joe per- 
severed. Hie left foot was forever 
stuck inside his boot and his pie- 
tol grip hand was weakened at 
the wrist, but the stoic face was 
unchanged. 

I'm not sure if I learned any- 
thing from the experience, ex- 
cept maybe that short of fire or a 
sharp object, nothing can destroy 
plastic. 

I don't remember wanting to 
be G.I. Joe. I took my cues from 
the older boys in the neighbor- 
hood or from the men in the fam- 
ily, none of whom lived in minia- 
ture green foot-lockers. So the 
notion that action figures some- 
how influence the minds of boys 
is hard for me to accept. 

In Los Angeles, for example, 
the creator of a series of small 
collectible 	figurines 	called 
"Homiee' is being criticized be- 
cause of what some people think 

fatale dressed in a black, skin- 
tight outfit and poised for action. 

It gets worse. The variety of 
action figures goes from the 
cheesy to the ridiculous. There 
are Ponch and Jon dolls from the 
old CHiPs television series. (I 
can't imagine any boy wanting to 
grow up to be Erik Estrada.) 

And intermingled with the 
dizzying assortment of Barbie 
dolls you can find Dr. Ken, Olym- 
pic Swimmer Ken and (my favor- 
ite) Cool Lookin' Ken. All of 
whom come in your choice of 
either white or African Ameri- 
can. 

At first I was insulted that 
there wasn't a brown Senor Ke- 
nito doll, but then, what self-re- 
specting Latino would ever be 
caught wearing that obnoxious 
flower print shirt? 

Which brings me back to the 
Homies. Their creator is North- 
ern California graphic artist Da- 
vid Gonzalez. He sees them as no 
more than comic caricatures of 
low-rider Chicanos. They existed 
for years, he says, before gaining 
visibility, stature and nice profits 
in gumball machines earlier this 
year. 

Now local authorities, includ- 
ing the Los Angeles Police De- - 
partment, are urging their re- 
moval from the marketplace, and 

is the glamorization of gang life. 
Granted, the "Homies" are 
dressed in white T-shirts, ban- 
dannas, knit caps and baggy 
pants. And there is little doubt 
that these cheap plastic figurines 
look like the stereotypical gang 
member popularized on television 
news and police dramas. 

But to say that these inch- 
and-three-quarter-tall 	Homies 
somehow influence young minds 
is more an indictment of tie-in 
marketing than it is of the glam- 
orization of gangsters. 

Heck, not even G.I. Joe is 
what he used to be. In any toy 
store today you can find G.I. Joe 
spin-offs. There's Col. Brickhov, 
a red-haired, bearded Russian 
with a convenient knife on his 
cheat and a sub-machinegun at 
his side. Next to him is voluptu- 
ous Volga, who no doubt can kill 
a man with a mere glance. And 
Lt. Gorky, whose sole purpose 
seems to be to follow Col. Brick- 
hov's silent commands. 

Across the isle from them are 
the Mortal Kombat Trilogy ac- - 
tion figures. 

The principal one, Johnny 
Cage, is a muscular, protomacho 
bull of a doll. He comes complete 
with knives and assorted martial 
arts weapons. His sidekick is 
Jade, an impossibly built femme 

some store owners are doing just 
that, crediting themselves for do- 
ing the responsible thing. 

But I have to wonder to what 
extent these little cholo figures 
contribute to the problems on 
the streets of LA 

If these little comical images 
have such a strong influence or 
symbolize such a negative stereo- 
type, why stop there? Why not 
also ban Johnny Cage and his 
miniature weapons of violence? 
Why not boycott Pouch and Jon 
for forcing us to remember bad 
TV shows? And why not com- 
pletely outlaw Cool Lookin' Ken 
for violating the known limits of 
tackiness? 

I wouldn't mind having a set 
of Homies for myself. I'd probably 
line them up behind my desk, 
next to my kitschy wooden carv- 
ing of a sailor in a yellow rain- 
coat. Every once in a while I'd 
take them out, lay them on the 
asphalt behind my truck and run 
over them, just to see if they 
still make them like they used to. 
But I doubt they'll outlive my 
tattered old G.I. Joe, wherever 
he may be.

The Weekly Standard sure had a blast last week with the GOP's 
clumsy efforts to recruit Hispanic voters. But the editorial in the 
conservative opinion weekly at the same time revealed, uninten- 
tionally, all that is wrong with not reaching out to Hispanic vot- 
ere. 

The article made sport of phony attempts at pulling Hispanics in- 
side the Republicans' Big Tent. "What great family people you are," 
the magazine quotes Senator Orrin Hatch of Utah as telling Hispa- 
h is Republicans at a Cinco de Mayo reception. "How great you are 
with your children." 

Yeah, that's what we're famous for. La familia and all that. Re- 
publicans like it because it resonates with the family values theme. 
One could almost hear a consultant standing behind Hatch whisper- 
ing in his ear, "La famiha, Ia familia , that's what they want to 
hear." Makes it easy for a Republican to make nice with Latinos. 
And never mind tough policy g4testione. 

Then there is the danger of a faux pas (or should I say "peso 
faleo?"). Last year, Newt Gingrich famously issued a Cinco de Mayo 
press release that sounded like it had been rendered into English 
by a $9.96 computer translation program. It had howlers like calling 
the Speaker of the House "EI Hablador de la Casa; which comes off 
as "the big mouth in the house." (Come to think of it, maybe it was 
a pretty good translation after all). 

So to avoid similar embarrassments, the magazine reports, House 
Republican Conference Chairman J.C. Watts Jr. mailed his col- - 
leagues "a little cheat-sheet primer" advising them, among other 
things, to "keep it simple and brief when speaking before Hispanic 
audiences. 

Wonder why. Because Ia familia is presumed to have short at- 
tention spans? Or because the less you say the lower the likelihood 
of saying something stupid? 

It's all fine and good to poke fun at politicians who act like His- 
panics are children in need of soothing. But what seemed to bother 
The Weekly Standard most wasn't so much the "dorky and patroniz- 
ing" way that politicians went at it. What's truly bad, according to 
the editorial, is that they tried at all. 

Inclusion'" is the hallmark buzzword of a GOP eager to evade its 
share of responsibility for the fact that American law continues to 
stink with racial and ethnic classification" These days, the average 
Republican much prefers to talk about something called `outreach; 
the comically awkward process by which he trolls for votes in the 
various `communities' that benefit from affirmative action," notes 
the magazine, sarcasm dripping from strategically-placed quotation 
marks.

Hispanics remain underrepre- 
sented in programs that lead to 
officer positions in the U.S. 
Army, according to a fresh study 
by the Joint Center for Political 
and Economic Studies. 

While Hispanics represent 12 
percent of the total U.S. popula- 
tion, they make up only 2.2 per- 
cent of cadets in the Army's 
ROTC program and 4 percent to 
6 percent at the U.S. Military 
Academy at West Point. About 
70 percent of all Army officers 
come from an ROTC program, 20 
percent from West Point and 9 
percent from of ficer candidate 
schools, a preparation for top en- 
listed personnel to become lieu- 
tenants. 

The report also notes that 
Hispanics, who comprise 3.5 per- 
cent of all Army officers, are un-

Tetras -GAD-, y que parecla servir de blanco at sistema inmunol6gico. 

Gracias a una manipulaci6n genetics, los investigadores produ- 
jeron una Serie de ratones cuyas c6lulas del pancreas habfan sido 
privadas de esta proteins GAD. Constataron entonces que el siste- 
ma inmunologico de los ratones -privados de objetivo- no atacaban 

 las cblulas productoras de insulina. "Las c6lulas del sistema inmuno- 
l6gico no pueden provocar diabetes en los ratones en ausencia de 
estas protefnas GAD", destacan los autores del estudio. "Actuar en 
esta proteins podria tener entonces un valor terapeutico en Is dia- 
betes de tipo 1. 

En un comentario que acompaifa el estudio, los doctor-es Harald 
von Boehmer y Adelaide Sarukhan, del hospital Necker, en Paris, 
calificaron este descubrimiento "como un importante peso adelante 
en el logro de nuevos tratamientos para esta enfermedad a condi- 
ci6n, sin embargo, de que se pueda aplicar a los humanos". 

Medicamento contra esterilidad 
Boston - Un nuevo medicamento result6 ser eficaz para tratar Ia 

esterilidad debida at sfndrome de ovaries poliqufeticos, Is enfermedad 
mäs corriente en cousar casos de esterilidad, informa un estudio 
publicado en el New England Journal of Medicine (NEJM). 

Este medicamento (D-chino-inositol), permiti6 Is ovulacibn en el 
86% de un grupo de 22 mujeres, cuando en otro grupo tratado con 

e un placebo, solo se registr6 un 27% de xito. 
El D-chino-inositol, una sustancia que se encuentra en estado 

natural en frutas y verduras, "aumenta Ia accibn de Ia insulina" y 
"mejora, por to tanto, Ia funci6n ovular", subray6 el principal cuter 
del estudio, el doctor John Nestler, de Is Virginia Commonwealth 
University. 

El sfndrome de ovarios poliqufsticos afecta a entre 5 y 10% de las 
mujeres estadounidenses en edad de procrear, es decir, unos cinco 
millones. 

L os sintomas de esta enfermedad van desde la ausencia de ovula- 
ci6n o de menstruaci6n a tasas elevadas de insulina, obesidad, ten- 
sibn arterial elevada o endurecimiento de las arteries. 

Liposuccion podria ser mortal 
Boston - La liposucci6n, Is operaci6n de cirugla est€tica mäs cor-

El equipo del doctor Rama Rao, del centro medico universitario 
de Nueva York, contabiliz6 en los registros del instituto medico-fore- 
nse de Is megalopolis neoyorquina cinco muertes ligadas a este tipo 
de intervenci6n durante el perfodo 1993.1998. 

D e los cinco fallecimientos, tres se debieron a brutales bajas de 
tension ti-as Ia operaci6n, aunque el origen de las mismas no pudo 
ser identificado con precision. La cuarta vfcitma muri6 de una trom- 
bosis repentina de las venas de Ia pantorrilla, y no se pudo determi- 
nar Is cause de Is muerte de Is quints. 

Seguin los medicos, los  tres primeros fallecimientos podrfan ester 
ligados a los efectos t6xicos de Is anestesia utilizada en Ia operacibn, 
o a su interacci6n con otros medicamentos. La hposuccibn requiere 
Is inyeccibn hipodermica de una solucibn de lidocaina antes de que 
Is grass sea aspirada mediante cänulas. En muchos casos, las dosis 
de lidocaina administradas sobrepasan Ia tasa normal, afirman. 

Aspirar demasiada grass en Is operaci6n podria ser otra de las 
causes, revelan loo autores del estudio.

El misterio de medicamento chino 
Paris - Los secretes de an remedio tradicional chino a base de 

plantas, que demostr6 una sorprendente eficacia en el tratamiento 
de ciertas formas de leucemia, acaban de ser revelados por un equipo 
de investigadores franceses, que analiz6 su composicibn molecular.

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Where To Find   Aspiring Writers

Look around newsrooms these 
days and you won't find many 
Hispanics. The reason often 
given by those media executives 
who think "diversity" is a foreign 
word is that were hard to find. 

Could it be they're looking in 
the wrong places? 

I just returned to Washing- 
ton, D.C., after participating in s 
conference for young writers in a 
town not far from San Jose, Cal- 
if The event was packed with 
eager and bright aspiring jour- 
nalists and writers. 

Now in its third year, the 
Margarita Contin Young Writers 
Conference is the creation of 
Juanita and Maximo Contin, 
parents of a very talented jour- 
nalist who died too young Jua- 
nita is a high school principal; 
her husband, a plant geneticist. 

Their daughter Margarita died 
at age 24, when most reporters 
are just learning the trade, but 
she had already awed colleagues 
and editors alike with her talent 
covering national political con- 
ventions, Capitol Hill, the White 
House, and any number of com- 
plex and dramatic stories for 
print and broadcast outlets. 

The conference her parents 
put together is actually a revival 
of one Margarita went to in ele- 
mentary school that whet her 
appetite to the profession and 
helped hone her skills early 

This one was held on a Satur- 
day morning in late May -- as 
close to her birthday as possible - 
- at Gavilan Community College 
in Gilroy, the self-proclaimed 
"garlic capital of the world " 

Many of the Latinos who set- 
tled there -- they make up about 
45 percent of the town's 40,000 
population -- work in the agricul- 
tfaral industry. At times, with 
the smell of garlic wafting 
through the air, Gilroy smells 
like a gigantic Italian restau- 
rant 

Margarita grew up there. A 
writers conference could help 
other inquiring young minds 
catch the writing bug -- a perfect 
tribute to her memory and en- 
during work, her parents rea- 
soned 

For those of us who loved and 
respected Margarita as a col- 
league and friend, it has also 
served to keep her alive in our 
miuds. The volunteer staff in- 
cluded many teachers and friends 
from the area. Others, like Tere- 
sa Puente of the Chicago Trib- 
une, flew long distances at their 
own expense to take part in it 

Previous conferences had been 
aided by grants from the San 
Jose Mercury News and the Long 
Beach Press-Telegram -- newspa- 
pers where Margarita had 
worked. This year, the Gilroy 
Rotary Club pitched in. Contri- 
butions to a memorial fund her 
parents established also helped. 

Many of the students at the 
five-hour event were Hispanic. 
One even showed up more than 
an hour before the doors opened, 
just to make sure he got in 

They ranged from sixth-grad- 
ere to high school seniors. Some 
came with an assortment of pens, 
pencils, erasers, paper and other 
tools of the trade, more than 
ready to write. One girl arrived 
strapped to the back of her fa- 
ther's motorcycle. 

A muscular young man, with a 
flat-top haircut, sleeveless shirt, 
baggy pants and expensive ten- 
nis shoes -- the kind of kid police 
probably profile as a gangbanger 
-- told me in a soft voice, "I want 
to be a poet." 

"So do I," echoed his friend, 
displaying his tattoo of Picasso- 
like cubist designs. 

I could kick myself for think- 
ing, as they approached me, that 
if I saw them outside, I might 
have crossed the street to avoid 
them. 

Another student talked to me 

about aportawriting. A few ex- 
pressed themselves well in Span- 
iah, but could barely write in 
English. They wondered if their 
ability could be transferred. 

Of course it could, I was able 
to assure them. Many famous 
writers have crossed language 
lines. My own first language is 
Spanish. 

The auditorium was packed 
with kids who could have "slept 
in" or otherwise enjoyed a sunny 
Saturday off. Yet this year, con- 

ference attendance reached 160, 
doubling that of 1998. 

One class focused on reporting 
skills. Students discussed how to 
write an unbiased story on a lo- 
cal controversy. The incident 
concerned a student group that 
received a grant to paint a mural 
on a city wall, and part of the 
finished product looked a lot like 
gang tagging. 

The city elders wanted it 
whitewashed. The student group 
cried foul. In the throes of trying 

o figure out what to do next, 

both sides came to the class to 
give their points of view. 

The class interviewed them, 
asking some probing questions. 
Then they bunkered down to 
work on their articles. 

In another class, kids were 
putting their life experiences 
into poetry; others used water- 
colors and clay to transform their 
messages into art. It was an in- 
tense five hours. 

Afterward, we instructors sat 

around reading the evaluation 
forma: 

 

You took me seriously." 
"This is the first time people paid 
attention to my writing." "I want 
more of these classes." 

There's talk of expanding the 
event to a full day next year, of 
adding other classes. Meanwhile, 
a Web site is under development 
and, as with the two previous 
conferences, a book is being corn- 
piled of all the students' work. 

There it is, smack in the mid- 
dle of the land of "the stinking
