0 My daughter told me that the 
premium for my Medicare medical 
insurance may go up this month.

A. Yes. The basic medical 
insurance premium increased from 
$8.70 to $9.60 a month for the 12-
month period starting July 1, 1980.

Being 
realistic I think a fight like that would 
probably go on in America. 

"I would obviously look to see if it 
was possible to put it on here, but I 
don't think we could match the kind 
of money available in America." 

Both fighters could earn $2 million 
from such a meeting. 

Antigua-born hope is the favorite 
to retain his title against former 
champion Mattioli, who was born in 
Italy but grew up in Australia.

Too Tall Returns To 
Cowboy Fold 

Grapevine (AP)—Dallas Cowboy 
coach Tom Landry smiled- not once 
but many times-while he he waited 
for the arrival of his prodigal player 
Ed "Too Tall" Jones, who has 
returned to the fold. 

The defensive end flew into Dallas-
Fort Worth Regional airport from 
New York late Tuesday night and was 
whisked to a back room where he 
signed a multi-year contract, ending 
his brief fling with professional 
boxing. 

Landry said the 6'9", 265-pound 
Jones—whom the Cowboys made 
the No. 1 pick in the 1974 NFL draft-
will have to earn his way back Into the 
starting lineup. 

"Right now, he wouldn't step in as 
No 1 left end. John Dutton has that 
slot," Landry said. "But whether 
there'll be a challenge or whether 
Dutton will move to left tackle, we'll 
just have to see." 

"I was sure we'd reached 
agreement about 10 minutes ago," 
joked Cowboy player personnel 
director Gil Brandt at the press 
conference following Jones' arrival. 
"But I was optimistic a year ago that 
he'd come back." 

Brandt and Jones' lawyer, Don 
Cronson, conducted a long series of 
negotiations before the 28-year-old 
veteran agreed to sign on with the 
National Football League team. 

Jones said he is excited about the 
prospect of playing football again. 

"I've prepared myself to accept a 
challenge from one of my teammates 
and I'm in the best shape I've ever 

been, strength-wise especially," said 
Jones, who retired from football in 
June 1979 to pursue a career In 
boxing, which he called his first love. 

The Cowboys called members of 
the media Tuesday afternoon to 
announce that Jones had agreed to 
terms, that he was en route from New 
York to Dallas, and that a press 
conference would take place at the 
airport upon his arrival. 

Jones, who said he weighs 265 
pounds now and plans to play at 260, 
said he had no regrets about boxing, 
though his career was undistin-
guished and he hadn't fought since 
February. 

"if I had to do it over again, I'd do it I 
learned a lot. It may make me a better 
football player. My hands and 
reflexes are a lot quicker now." 

Nothing in particular persuaded 
him to return to football, he said. 

"I was at a crossroads after my last 
fight in early February, and at some 
time you have to take a stand. And I 
feel now that football is right for me, 
not boxing," Jones said. 

"I can't say I was dissatisfied with 
boxing, It just didn't work out. After 
fighting a year, I experienced a lot of 
personal problems and some family 
problems. I took some time off to 
think, and now fonthall is the No.1 
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thing on my mind," he said.  
Jones said he felt a sense of relief. 
"I'm glad we finaliy reached an 

agreement. I can go to camp in the 
right frame of mind. My last two years 
in football, I had a lot on my mind, and 
boxing was one of those things. I 
think it kept me from getting up for 
games. But that is all behind me 
now," Jones said. 

Asked if he was happy with the 
contract, Jones smiled and repeated, 
"I'm satisfied." 

Cronson, of New York, said he 
worked out the contract with Brandt. 

"We had been in contact several 
times. Our first long meeting was 
right here in Dallas in April," he said. 

The Cowboys acquired Dutton last 
season from the Baltimore Colts to 
try to fill the void left by Jones' 
retirement. 

"He is a very talented player. I have 
a lot of respect for Dutton," Jones 
said. 

Jones was strictly a basketball 
player until his senior year at Merry 
High School in Jackson, Tenn. He 
returned to football "when the 
officials wouldn't let me play my 
game. I always had four fouls in the 
first half." 

He went on to become an all-
America football selection at 
Tennessee State, located in 
Nashville. 

A teammate gave him his 
nickname. 

"It got so people we played against 
wouldn't try to throw to the side of the 
field he was on," said Tennessee 
State coach John Merritt. 

Jones also played two years of 
college basketball 

He made the all-rookie team his 
first season with the Cowboys.

organizing its powers in such forms, 
as to them shall seem more likely to 
effect their safety and happiness " 
These lines are from the Declaration 
of Independence It sounds 
revolutionary because the ideas are 
those of revolutionaries .  Thomas 
Jefferson. Benjamin Franklin, John 
Adams, and John Hancock. all of 
these people were revolutionaries. All 
were respected All are now 
considered great men 

If all thesse great revolutionaries of 
the past. the founders of the United 
States of America, were alive today 
would they be revolutionaries? The 
answer is yes. We have persons in our 
barrios whose aspirations and 
dreams are the same as those anglos 
in 1776. The only difference is that 
our 'revolutionaries" have more 
principles and compassion than 
those anglos of 1776 because our 
revolutionaries do not own slaves and 
have not ignored the rights of the 
Indians. the landlords of the Western 
Hemisphere. In fact, our revoluntion-
aries acknowledge that since they are 
meztizos they are Indians. 

The Raze Unida Party has declared 
that it advocated the establishment of 
a Chicano nation in !the occupied 
territory located in the southwestern 
part of the United States. The nation 
shall be a secular, non-sectarian, 
democratic, humanistic state, which 
means that a representative, 
socialistic form of government must 
be established. The development of 
the human being as a person must be 
the top priority of the government. 

The foundations of that government, 
and the concepts of liberty have 
already been established by the 
members of the party.

in the barrios all over the southwest 
are in object poverty and subject 
police abuse and harrassment. Thus 
our right to life, liberty. and the 
pursuit of happiness has been 
violated by the occupation forces 
whose government has become 
destructive of those ends "

It seemed that everyone present 
was asking only personal question 
and how they personally would be 
affected. 

The session finally got around to 
asking questions about a subject 
which truly affects the poor people 
of West Texas, the strike of the 
farmworkers in Hereford. 1 asked 
his about the Legal Aid agency 
which is currently helping the 
farmworkers, Rep. Hance stated 
that he would vote against the 
funding for legal aid this next year. 

This really upset me because I 
know that this program is really 
one of the only ones which help 
the poor and the farmworker. I got 
to the point of asking myself 
whether I had made a mistake in 
supporting Rep.
