Black Caucus Warns on 
Affirmative Action 

The Washington Post reports that Rep. Kweisi Mfume (D- - 
Md.), warned Clinton and Republicans to avoid exploiting 
the affirmative action issue for political purposes. 

Mfurne said that the Black Caucus might go outside the leg- 
islative process to defend programs designed to compensate 
for discrimination against women and racial minorities. 
He mentioned the possibility of economic boycotts, and 
"demonstrations in the street." 

A possible target of an economic boycott, Mfume said, is 
California, where Gov. Pete Wilson (R) last week issued an 
executive order repealing some state affirmative action pro- 
grams. 

Black Caucus Chairperson Donald M. Payne (D-N.J.) 
urged Clinton "to stay the course because it's the right thing 
to do." 

Mfume, chairman of a Black Caucus task force on affir- 
mative action, said he called the news conference to respond 
to Wilson's order, a news report about a Clinton administra- 
tion review of similar federal programs and a plan by Rep. 
Charles T. Canady (R-FL). Canady plans to file legislation, 
called the Civil Rights Act of 1995, that would abolish affu - - 
mative action at the federal level.

The Associated Press reports that critics of the Commis- 
sion on Immigration Reform plan to cut legal immigration 
accused the panel of rushing to accommodate the public's 
anti-immigrant mood. 

Warren R. Leiden, the only panel member to oppose its 
recommendations, confirmed yesterday that the commis- - 
sion voted last month to recommend that Congress bar im- 
migration by the siblings and older children of U.S. citi- 
zens, reduce employment based immigration by almost 30 
percent and impose substantial fees on employers who spon- 
sor foreign workers. 

The recommendations are set to be unveiled Wednesday. 
A Senate subcommittee is scheduled to act Thursday on leg- 
islation to expand border patrols and tighten enforcement of 
laws against hiring undocumented aliens. 

Cecilia Munoz, director of the National Council of La 
Roza, said, "What the commission has done here is blow 
with the political winds as much as possible. Rather than 
take a thoughtful view of what's in the national interest, 
they're jumping to make sure they're part of the process." 

Leiden said the plan would reduce from 675,000 to 550,000 
the number of visas available to citizens' family members, 
job-seekers and refugees. This reduction will make room 
for the 1.1 million spouses and children of legal permanent 
residents now awaiting visas. The plan would eliminate 
visa eligibility for the brothers, sisters and adult children of 
citizens. 

The commission, created by Congress to study the impact 
of the last major immigration overhaul in 1990, was not stat- 
utorily obligated to report until 1997.

broader than previously thought. 

The commission found that the credit is not available to the 
same poor families year after year. Instead, many middle- 
class families are periodically eligible for the credit when 
the loss of a job or a serious illness temporarily reduces their 

incomes for a year or two. The report is consistent with re- - 
cent academic studies showing downward social mobility 
and increasingly variable annual incomes among lower- 
middle-class families. 

The findings suggest that the tax credit helps keep more 
people in the work force than previously thought at a time 
when Republicans are trying to get people off welfare and 
into jobs. The credit is available only to people who are 
working and earning money. 

The tax credit totals $22.6 billion a year. Current law al- 
lows a family with two children to qualify for the tax credit if 

NALEO and dozens of other 
Latino groups nationwide are 
aiding eligible immigrants 
in preparing for naturaliza- 
tion. Meanwhile, INS, in an- 
ticipation of an increased in- 
terest in citizenship, last year 
asked Congress, for the first 
time ever, for separate fund- 
ing for naturalization. 

In the past, naturalization 
funding was drawn from 
exam fees, Earlier this year, 
Congress appropriated the 
agency $7 million of its $30 
million request for naturali- 
zation funds. 

Vargas says NALEO pro- 
cessed as many applications 
in the first three months of 
1995 as it did in all of 1994. 
Nationwide, according to INS 
figures, the number of appli- 
cations filed in February ex- 
ceeded those of the previous 
month by nearly 9,000, to an 
all-time high of nearly 75,000. 
The agency expects to receive 
760,000 applications this fiscal 
year (October 1994 to Septem- 
ber 1995) and 925,000 in the 
1996 fiscal year.

Race Targeted Scholarships 
Are Still Legal and Vital

As a federal official respon- 

sible for enforcing civil 
rights laws in education, I 
would like to set the record 
straight on race-targeted fi- 
nancial aid. 

Without stating its reasons, 
the Supreme Court recently 
declined to review a lower 
court's decision involving the 
University of Maryland's 
Banneker Scholarship Pro- 
gram for African American 
students, and therefore con- 
tinues to be silent on the pro- 
priety of race-targeted aid. 

Because the Court did not 
rule in this case, I feel it is 
important to affirm that race- 
targeted scholarships contin- 
ue to be legal, as outlined by 
principles set forth in policy 
guidance issued by the De- 
partment of Education last 
year. 

In keeping with its mission 
of ensuring equal access to 
education and promoting edu- 
cational excellence, the de- 
partment in its guidance clar- 
ifies how colleges can use fi- 
nancial aid to remedy past 
discrimination and to pro- 
mote campus diversity and 
access of underrepresented 
groups to post-secondary edu- 
cation. 

The principles in the depart- 
ment's guidance are consis- 
tent with Supreme Court prece- 
dent, and are not affected by 
the Court's recent silence on 
the issue. They remain legal- 
ly sound, and the department 
stands behind them. 

In developing the principles, 
the department carefully con- 
sidered the results of a study 
conducted for the Congress by 
the General Accounting Of- 
fice. The study revealed that 
most colleges (including two- 
thirds 	of undergraduate 
schools) award race-targeted 
scholarships. 

It also showed that these 
scholarships constitute only a 
very small percentage of the 
total aid available to college 
students (less than 4 percent of 
the scholarships and scholar- 
ship dollars at undergraduate 
institutions). 	Furthermore, 
the GAO noted that most race- 
targeted scholarships are pri- 
vately funded and take into 
account criteria such as fi- 
nancial need or academic 
merit as well as national ori-

Ringing Off The Wall

When you work at home you get a lot of telephone calls that 
people who work in offices are fortunate enough to miss. 
Some days it seems that instead of sitting here thinking or 
working I wind up sitting here answering the phone. A 
more disciplined person would just let it ring but I cannot 
stand it when the caller fails to leave a message. Who 
knows what I missed out on? 

But the calls are not always a waste and they sometimes 
offer a welcome break. Today's calls, remarkably, gave me 
two thoughts for this column. 

Mostly I get calls from people trying to sell me something 
or other. They read a canned presentation, usually poorly 
written and poorly read, and seem not to have any real sales 
skills or training. I always try to be polite to the callers. 
They are, after all, mostly young kids trying to make a buck 
in an economy that has no real use for them but to exploit 
them. They work on part salary and part commission and 
will only get paid a decent wage if they in turn exploit me by 
selling me garbage. What a world. 

Several times a week one or other of the telephone compa- 
nies calls me and offers me some inducement to abandon 
my existing phone company who, they tell me, is treating m, 
badly. Sometimes my current carrier tries to sign me up 
anew. Now and then, on days when I feel I need a break, I 
actually listen. 

For a time I believed that it was possible for me to figure out 
which telephone company was best for me, but I have now 
achieved humility on this. I now know that this is simply 
one of those things that mere mortals can never truly under- 
stand and must accept on faith. But I do have a proposal for 
how we can all get some social good out of this telephone 
stuff. 

If I am right then it makes absolutely no difference to us, 
the consumers, what telephone company provides our ser- 
vice. Or, if it makes a difference, we will never know it. 
For all we really know there is only one telephone company 
that is playing a game on us. On the other hand, for these 
poor semi-literate desperate kids on the phone trying to get us 
to change to ATT or Sprint or MCI, it makes all the differ- 
ence in the world if we switch.

College officials 
across the country have react- 
ed to the Supreme Court's in- 
action by reiterating that 
race-targeted 	scholarships 
are a valuable and necessary 
tool for the recruitment and 
retention of students from un- 
derrepresented backgrounds.

Every Child Can Have 
A Free Lunch 

An editorial in the Washington post says that the conflict 
in Congress over the efforts of Democrats to preserve the 
school lunch program and Republican to, provide tax break 
for the middle class is a waste of time. The answer is to give 
every school child a free lunch. 

Students who now pay for their lunch would no longer need 
to get a daily cash infusion. That amounts to a daily tax cut 
for the parent. Every student will get lunch so we would have 
a lunch program in which we reduce the differences between 
rich and poor. 

The editorial says that we should consider the savings we 
would get from eliminating bureaucratic jobs. Schools 
would no longer have to keep records of who gets a free 
lunch, who pays 30 percent, who pays 60 percent. 

If the country is concerned about nutritious meals and ag- 
ricultural surpluses getting used up, they can hire home 
economists or nutritionist to design standard menus.

Farm Groups Debate 
Dollar Distribution 

The Associated Press reports that debate has begun, in the 
Senate Agriculture subcommittee, over the distribution of 
federal dollars for conservation programs. 

Under budget plans approved by the House and Senate, 
mandatory spending for agricultural programs such as crop I 
and export subsidies and crop insurance would be cut be- 
tween $14 billion and $17 billion over seven years. 

A bill by Senators Dick Lugar, I R-IN), and Patrick Leahy, 
(D-Vt), to guarantee funding for conservation would require 
taking money out of export and crop subsidies. This bill 
would protect a variety of conservation programs against fu- 
ture funding cuts by making the spending mandatory, 
though capping it at $2.1 billion annually. It also guarantees 
that dairy and other livestock producers get half the money 
available for making conservation improvements under 
cost-sharing programs. 

The funding guarantee has won the support of environ- 
mental groups such as the National Audubon Society and the 
American Farmland Trust. 

Health Groups/Cabinet 
Criticize Medicare Cuts 

The Associated Press reports that Treasury Secretary Rob- 
ert Rubin and Labor Secretary Robert Reich, who are both 
trustees of the Medicare program, said that deep cuts in Med- 
icare could harm the elderly and wind up making younger 
Americans pay more for their own health care. 

Rubin said Clinton had "worked his heart out" trying to 
get sweeping health reforms through Congress last year. He 
said that offering the same type of detailed proposal he laid 
out in 1993-94 would be pointless for Clinton. 

Clinton has set a broad framewdtk for the types of reforms 
he wants, including expanded coverage, choice, cost con- 
tainment and quality. He feels that Congress should come 
back in that framework and work with him to develop a step- 
by-step process to health care reform, Rubin said. 

Reich, they must solve Medicare's problems within the 
broader context of health care reform. He said that if $256 
billion in cuts is carried out over seven years as called for 
in the Senate budget resolution, they "will likely force 150 
million privately insured Americans to pay more" for the 
care they get. 

At a news conference held this morning, public hospitals, 
children's hospitals, community health centers and rural 
clinics criticized the GOP's proposed cuts in Medicare and 
Medicaid. "Our message to Congress is: for the sake of chil- 
dren, be careful," said Dr. Jack Hutto Jr., vice president of 
All Children's Hospital in St. Petersburg, Fla. "You can't 
cut Medicaid without affecting children." 

Rate of Unmarried 
Mothers Increasing 

Reuters reports that a report by the National Center for 
Health Statistics found that the number of children born to 
unmarried mothers almost doubled in the 1980s. 

In 1980, one in five babies was born to an unmarried moth- 
er. In 1992, the figure was nearly one in three or 1.2 million 
births. 

The rate rose fastest among white women -- a 97 percent 
increase compared with a 7 percent increase for black wom- 
en. Hispanic and black women have higher overall rates of 
unmarried births at 95 per 1,000 for Hispanics, 86.5 for 
blacks and 35 for whites. 

Other findings included: 
- Seventy percent of teen age mothers are not married. 
• Two-thirds of all births to unmarried mothers involved 
women age twenty or older. 
- Unwed mothers are more likely to be poorly educated and 
have poor prenatal care. 
- Mothers over age twenty are more likely to have low birth 
weight babies.

Prominent Latina attorney 
Mercedes Marquez, who rep- 
resents the survivors of the 
family of five Latinos who 
died when their home in 
Nickerson Gardens Housing 
Projects was firebombed in 
93, has felt the backlash from 
both white and black col- 
leagues whenever she has out- 
lined her views on African- 
American intolerance. 

Marquez says,' - Progressive 
(professionals)are 	not 
equipped to deal with their 
own brand of racism and ste- 
reotypes...They are afraid to 
challenge 	 African- 
Americans in positions of 
power." 

It is ironic that the Guild 
chose the historical Mississip- 
pi model to emulate. The tar- 
geted group that it defended 
back then and its primarily 
middle-class leadership of 
now fmd themselves in a pre- - 
dicament similar to its white 
counterparts of then and now. 

For the Guild's summer pro- 
ject to prove its commitment 
and relevance to immigrants 
and Latinos, it must address a 
growing list of civil rights 
atrocities, including those 
where the accused perpetrators 
have forgotten their own 
struggles to achieve full pro- 
tection of our laws.
